The flames
crossed Conception street, but theirfurther pro-
gress outhwsrd wap stayed by a brick wall,
back of an old grooery store, at the intersection
of Joabhiti and Conception streets. Several
outhouses attached to residences on St. Eman-
uel street wereswept off by the devouring ele-
ment, and it was with great dilieulty that it
wase rrested before doing more damage. The
residences of R. S. Bunker, Esq., Mrs. Caul-
field, and. Mr. Requier, were on fire several
times, but by the energy and industry of the
Fire Department, assisted by the several citizens
on the epot, they were saved with comparative.
ly little damage.
Had these and other buildings, at one time

very serlouely.threatened, been destroyed, there
is little calculating where the ravages of the
fire would have been stayed. It would certain-
ly have swept a lage portion of St. Emanuel
street and all the wooden buildings on Church
between St. Emanuel and Conception streets.
As on Sunday morning, great snconvenienoe
was experienced from lack of water, while the
progress of the flames was so rapid and the heat
so intense as almost to defy the best directed
efforts to check it, The worst feature of this
new calamity is the almost evident fact that it
was the work of the incendiary's torch.

Abolitionism Run Mad.
We published a paragraph a few days ago

containing the substance of the circamstances
related below. We ind the following note in
regard to the affair published in the Dispatch,
which reached ue yesterday :

Weosaus. Hoosb, CLeLsAN Sept. 4.184.
Editirs of els PiorierS Dispaieh-I wlllthank you, by

pblshing this letter, to give a tru version of an laoe
dent which oocurred In my pasuing today through Alle-
gheny City-and which will doubtless be mnah mserepre-
sented in the papers. I had under my protection Betey
Washington. a colored woman, with four small ohildren.
They had been manumitted by the will of a deteased sit-
ter, (Barbara L. Horner, late of Warrenton, Va.,) and
wad taking them to the State of Wisconsin, where I reside
m self, and where they had elected to go. I had nder-
teken the eharge most unwillingly, but was induced to do,
it from respect for the wisheh of my sister, and from a de-
sire to see the oman comfortable, as she is the daughtrer
of an oldfatithful ntes. They havet been suresof mtuch
rouble, bnt I got them safely as far as Allehenyp Oity.
On arreling there to-day, nlthe train from Philadelphia,
I put them in tharge of a negro belonging to the Alle-
theny House just oppeit- the station, and requested
him ttake themloeads get em some dinner. Whe
the time approashed for the aleveland train to start I
went in search of them, and found them in the bslyardl
of the house surrounded by a motley crowd--blak, white
fnd mulatto. I stated the fat that they were free, and
going to a free State, and told the woman to follow me.
She 1sd to obey, but mn reaohlng the street the mob
closed i, and masulting her formed me from her-and
then, in spite of her cries, entreattiesad'stlruggles to be
permitted to remain with me, she and her children were
arried off. The outreagewas ommitted by negroes, but
may whites were present, aiding and encouraging, of all
of them not one raised an arm to prevent it, nor voito
even to inquire into the facts; and thus, alone, amidst a
seanlem mob, I was compelled to abandon the poor
wretchs to their (God savethe markt) "friends." I shall
make no comment. Sucth are the facts. If any ontra-
diet them, they are fully suceptible of proof. I sent
bahk the paperse, establishing the freedom of the persons,
to MIr. D. N. Conrtney, of Allegheny City, in whose hands
they are open to inspeotion. My object in addressinag
you is that, for my own sakle, a corest statement of the
fatts be laid before the publl, and that the woman may
be enabled to rejoin me. I shall remain here two days-
and if the zeal of her Allegheny City friends survivee the
establishment of her freedom, they will guide her to
Mr. Oourtney, whi will send her here tome. Should this
not be dene in time, perhaps some one may be found who
will write to me at Lancaster, Grant county, Wisconsin,
or orreardher to ale there, I can then carry out the
wishes of her late kind mistreses and her o owe hoice by
providilng her with a comfortable home.
Your pbliteation of the above will be an sot of joustice

to me, and probably the means of enabling these persons
to return to my protection. WILlaa HoeNee.

This case is the best illustration of the feel-
ings and sentiments which shape the conduct of
the Abolition fanatics of any we have met with
for some time. It shows plainly in what esti-
mation their philanthropy and disinterestedness

should be held, and how much above every other
consideration they prize an opportunity of grati-
fying by outrageous acts of violence their bitter
animosities and prejudices against the South.
The unfortunate victims of their sympathf are
now left, the Pittsburgh Poet says, destitunte and
friendless in Allegheny City, dependent upon
the corporation for support. Mr. Homrner con-
sidered himself absolved from any farther obli-
gation to support or care for them, and, humani-
ty aside, was no doubt not unwilling to be re-
lieved of the burden, besides being averse to
risking his life among a desperate mob of row-
dies and villains. We must d9 the Pittsburgh
papers the justice to say that, with one or two
exceptions, they severely condemned this lawless
conduct, though principally, it appeared to us,
from an apprehension that the kidnapped indi-
viduais would become paupers upon the commun-
nity. We are not altogether so inhuman as to
wish that this may be the result and the
wretched family be thus afforded an opportunity
of estimating the difference between Northern
and Southern treatment, but it would probably
have the effect in some measure of opening the
eyes of decent and thinking people in that see-
tion to the advantages and beauties of Abolition-
ism run mad.

Tao MAcs.-We, to-day, received our Alex-
andria exchanges which arrived by the Sydonia
three days since. There is a screw loose some-
where in the distributing department of our
Post-office.

It is now two days since we have received any
papers from beyond Baltimore, and our ex-
changes this side of that place have come to
hand as fully as usual. We have long since
ceased looking for up riverpapers. Afew reach
us through the favor of the clerks of the steam-
boats in respectable time; but those for which
we are dependent upon the mails are, not in-
freqtuently, weeks behindhand and almost wholly
useless. Complaints of a similar state of affairs
reach us from every section of the country, and
it is the general impression that a more utterly
worthless and imbecile management of the Post-
office Department has-not been since it first went
into operation, Can't we have a change of some
kind-no matter what? It will be a certain
gain. There's no lower deep beyond the one
we're now in.

D•. GOsAIHx's Case.-In the midst of the
general invective of the Northern abolition pa-
pers against Dr. Graham-commenced by the
Tribune and carefully copied by all sympathiz-
ing editors-it is quite astonishing but exceed-
ingly gratifying to find an occasional exception;
an instance where reason is stronger than big-
otry, and common sense more powerful than
pfejudice. It proves that fanaticism cannot
claim every man as subject, even in the North,
and that there are some who consider a South-
erner entitled to a just and fair trial on any
charges that may be preferred against him be-
fore he is denounced.

The New York .tlas holds the following lan-
guage concerning Dr. Graham. It is temperate
and sensible, and must command the approba-
tion of all reasonable people:

Pereonaliy we know nothing of Dr. Graham ; end
candidly admit that our prejudices have hbeen, nodyet are. excited to his disadvantage. We think. however.
that the homicide he perpetrated, though wanton. wwe
justilablo. The act was perpetrated in a moment of en-
traordinary, and. perhaps, nnaturai excitement; but,
has every thing in its defenoe.

SWe sn haveno posble feelingin this matter ; for, .
never rw Dr. Graham, nor is it probeabe that we avershall. Like every other aeo ed citioen and alleged cui-
prit be s entitled to a fair and impartial trial; and thepress shonid sot be employed to prejudice the public, oue
way or the other, while he stands at the tribunal of the
sountry. If we have any feeling about the matter, It is
eolieted in behalf of Dr. GrOham' young and unhebapp
wife, who, by the impetuosity of the temperament of her
hesband, has been involved in unendurable anguish."

Propositions to Sweden.
Baragnay d'Rilliers has proposed to the King

of Sweden to pay him fourteen millions of francs
for the first month and seven millions for each
succeeding month for co-operation with the
Western Powers. The Swedish Diet have pro-
posedthat the King should take immediate mea-
sures to prevent the Aland Islands from falling
into the hands of Russia.

Austria.
The German papers announce that a treaty,

ofesesive and defensive, will soon be concluded
between Austria and the Western Powers.

Ships bound for England.

Asia-Battle of Ears.
The Turkish account of the battle of Karshas

been received. It states that the result was en-
tirely indecisive; that the loss on both sides
amounted to 5000 men; that among the killed
was Hussein Pacha, and among the wounded
Mustapha Pacha, and that three Generals were
wounded.

The Empire City.
New YORe, September 12.--The steamer Em-

pire City has arrived from the Isthmus with one
million and eighty-six thousand dollars worth of
gold.

Steamer Santa Anna.
NEW YORK, September 13.-The Mexican war

steamer Santa Anna cleared at this port yester-
day for Vera Cruz.

WEATHER A• -WATLR.- -Although we are get-
ting well into the fall of the year and have
fairly reached a period when cooler days and
nights should present themselves, the weather
remains about as sultry as during any of the
summer months. There are, indeed, breezes
from the north and east, but they are rather
unpleasant than agreeable, and do much to-
wards continuing what sickness there is amidst
us instead of removing it and bracing up sys-
tems weakened by long tropical heats. A good,
heavy rain-storm, with fitting accompaniments
of thunder and lightning, succeeded by a grad-
ual lowering of the thermometer, would be
hailed with general delight. Men are not sala-
manders, and can hardly endure six or eight
months of steady, uninterrupted summer heat
without longing for a breath of cooler air and a
more invigorating atmosphere. Since last Oc-
tober we have not spent a night outside of the
city limits, and as we cannot go to the country,
it is with a double earnestness we long that the
country may come to us, or at least that por-
tion which consists of cool air and cooling
breezes.

A rain-storm here would undoubtedly please
and benefit us; but a continuation of rains
through the country above that is drained by
the Mississippi would undoubtedly benefit us
more. The rivers are all low and many of them
unnavigable. For a long series of years the
waters of the streams have not flowed in such
diminished tide within their banks. Produce
has been looked up by reason of it, and the
usual facilities for travel and transportation
materially lessened if not absolutely stopped.
Heavier rains than usual are needed to fill the
channels of the rivers and remedy the evil that
seems imminent. Last year we suffered by
reason of low water, and are again threatened.
Therefore not only comfort but business longs
to have the heavens clouded and the fountains
above broken open. Old prophets of the

weather, nevertheless, predict a continuance of
things as they are until late in the season, and
a consequent rise in the price of produce and all
necessaries for which we are dependent upon
the embargoed regions. It is to be hoped that
their wisdom may, in this instance, be deceived,
and that we shall, ere long, have not only cool
weather accompanied by troops of returning
friends, but likewise high water accompanied
by heavy business, the hum of trade and in-
creased activity.

A Goon Josx.-Horace Greeley has been
most egregiously humbugged by the Richmond
Examiner. That print, in a jocose vein, under-
took to assert:

"That the shooting of itinerant .fbolition
schoolmasters is frequently a creditable and
laudable act, entitling a respectable Southern
man to, at least, a seat in the Legislature, or a
place in the Common Council."

The Tribune, supposing this to have been per-
petrated in sober seriousness, commented in its
usual meat-ax manner on the savage propensi-
ties of slaveholders; whereupon the Virginia

editor, laughing in his sleeve at the gullibility of
the great head of the Abolition party, rejoins:

"That print must be ignorant, we presume, of
how, in the Ouachita country, Arkansas, upon
the Tumbling Fork of Roaring River, they have
fricaseed Yankee Abolitionists every day for
breakfast, and ragout clock-peddlers for dinner
on Sundays. The right to do so is claimed under
the Virginia resolutions of '98 and '99, and
under the repealing clause in the Apostle's
vision, which authorizes the eating of unclean
beasts, and commands, saying: 'Rise, Peter,
slay and eat.'"'

The Washington Star says that an effort will

doubtless be made by the authorities of the War
Department, at the next session of Congress, to
have the term of enlistment in the United States
Army extended to seven years, in connection
with another provision preventive of the success
of the more common practice of parents of pro-
curing the release of their enlisted sons, under
a writ of habeas corpus, from and before a civil
court. As an adjunct to the increased term of
enlistment, and the reception of youths in the
service, a Government institution for the mental
and physical training of enlisted youths will
also probably be proposed to improve such young
men as far as possible for the first two years
they may be in the service. This, with a fur-
ther reform looking the certain promotion of a
fixed number of the- best qualifid of auch re-
cruits to be commissioned offieers, will probably
do much indeed to keep the Army of the United
States filled with a more serviceable class of
soldiers than ever before in time of war.

Wi 1r1 EPstARATIOee AT Pc eg-Au.Pow o.
Advloes from Port-au-Prinoe to the 18th sIt.
announce thet much excitement existe there in
consequenoe of the Emperor havin* ordered. all
the fortications to be repaired and strengthened,
and all the shot, shell, powder and lead in the
various forts and arsenals in and about the city
to be removed for safety to the mountains. It
was surmised that this movement was in conse-
qanoce of the visit of the United Sates frigate
Columbia, but some suppose it has something to
do with the fact that the French frigate L'Orient
had been sailing around the island for the pro.

A NEw AsTEROID.-On the night of the lot
instant, a new asteroid (the thirty-first of the
system of small planets between Mars and
Jupiter) was discovered by Mr. Ferguson, with
the large equatorial of the National Observa-
tory, at Washington. It is presentnear Egeria,
and is of the same apparent magnitude as that
planet.

The report for the following day showed a
total of 20 interments-18 yellow fever. .

We learn, says the Baltimore Patriot, of the
8th, from one of Messrs. Adams & Co.'s Express
Messengers, that on the line of the railroad be-
tween Cumberland and Wheeling, farmers are
compelled to drive their cattle from one to four
miles to water-that the water obtained consists
of drippings from the mountains, which is
dammed to prevent its escape-and that in the
vicinity of these pools the cows are kept and
milked, the milk being carried home from thence.
And also that the supply of water at many of
the water tanks on the railroad is exhausted,
and that water has to be procured for the en-
gines from saw mill dams in the vicinity. We
have similar accounts of drouth from the eastern
shore of Maryland; and, indeed, from almost
every portion of the whole country.

A boiler in MoQuiston's Brewery at Madison,
Indiana, exploded on Tuesday evening the 5th
instant, demolishing the building. The boiler
ascended about a thousand feet, and descending
perforated the roof of a shop two hundred feet
distant. No one was injured, though several
persons narrowly escaped with life.

THE COTTON CROP.--In casual conversations
with a number of planters and managers of
cotton plantations, we learn that very great in-
jury has been done to the cotton in some parts
of the parish by the showery weather of some
weeks past-causing the plant to shed the forms
and young bolls. In some fields, we are in-
formed, where two weeks since the prospect of
more than an average crop was highly cheering,
the stocks are nearly stripped of forms and
youg bolls, and the ground is literally strewn
with them. In some portions of the parish the
prospects of a good average crop are still fair.
Cane i, represented as being generally small,
and in a great measure dependent on a late
frost for a good yield. [Alexandria Democrat.

Grisi and Mario's second appearance at Castle
Garden, N. Y., on Wednesday evening, the 6th,
was not so well attended as on the first night,
but still, considering the extreme heat of the
weather, there was a fine house, and the per-
formances, it is said, were received with in-
creased applause. "Mrs. Coutts" again occu-
pied the choice seat, and attracted no little
attention. It is stated that she was very ele-
gantly dressed in a robe of white silk, with
flowers in her hair, and a profusion of ornaments.
Her costume, in fact, resembled rather that of
a vestal attired for the last important ceremony
of her maiden life than the evening dress suita-
ble to a theatre. The whole passage way to her
seat was blocked up throughout the evening, by
those whose curiosity had been excited to have
a look at her. She took refuge, however, be-
hind an enormous fan, which served to conceal
her in some degree from public gaze.

All this is undoubtedly a clumsy and shallow
dodge, invented by the manager for the purpose
of turning American gullibility to account.

The Superior Court of New York has given a
decision imposing a tax on the New York In-
surance Company for $6171, 86 upon a capital
of $500,000, when the Company held that they
were liable only for the tax on the $200,000
paid. The assessment roll was delivered to the
receiver of taxes, and the necessary steps taken
to enforce payment. The Company had peti-
tioned for a remission of three-fifths of the tax,
as so much improperly assessed, which was
refused. The sum of $2468 54 was paid to the
receiver of taxes, being two-fifths of the amount
assessed, and upon the capital of $200,000. A
warrant having been issued for the collection of
the residue, the action was commenced to re-
strain the defendants from recovering the same.
