Daffy and his
friends immediately rushed to the doors, closed them, and
hurried up stairs, leaving himself and his companion
seated in the bar-room. The crowd rushed into the house,
det commenced shooting, and demolishing the property.
:Zane jumped up and attempted to leae, but was assaulted
'by the mob, and twice shot-one ball struck him in the

breast and passing through the flesh lodged near the left
hboulder; the other he received in the neck, near the

carotid artery. He then fed into the'street, was Bred
after, shotin the armand thigh, and pursued by the crowd.
He turned down Lafayette street; and as he arrived in

front of Corbett', where he fell, the crowd came up, and
thinking him dead. passed on.
In a few moments a couple of gentlemen, one of them

named Phelps, happening to pas that way, and hearing
his groans, picked him up and conveyed him to the CIr-
cus Street Infirmary, where his wounds were dressed, and
yesteday he weas removed to the Charity Hiospital, and
'Jil, in all probability, recover.

Several
witnesses testified that nine or ten days sinee she was
struck on the head with a brickbat, by a man who is now
absent from the city, and others stated that she had been
attended by a man named Lockwood, who calls himself a

physielan, but has no diploma or license to practice. Mr
Terrell caused Lockwood to be arrested for malpractice.

and he was arraigned yesterday before Recorder Sum-
mera on the harge, and was remanded to the Pariah
Prison for examination on the 20th Inst.

HORRIBLS MURDER.--A most brutal murder
was committed on the 4th inst., at a place
called Stewartstown, near Pittsburgh, and on
the line of the Pennsylvania Canal. The Pitts-
burgh Dispatch, of the 6th inst., gives the
following account of the affair:

A man named Benjamin Brewer, formerly
borough constable of Sharpeburg, rented a
frame dwelling, situate on the bank of the canal.
about three miles from the city, and removed
there with his family. Mrs. Brewer, it would
appear, was addicted to the use of intoxicating
drinks, and her husband being a sour, ill-tem-
pered man, they have lived on very bad termi
together since their marriage. Monday even-
ing, from some cause or other, a dispute occurred
between the parties, during which Brewer
threatened repeatedly to take the life of his wife.
A man named Turley, who resided next door,
heard the woman cry for help, and endeavored
to persuade Brewer from ill-treating her. Brew-
er told him to mind his own business, that he
was determined to kill her, and kuockeu Turley
down for his interferepee. Turley's son seeing
his father fall, begged 'assistance from the crew
of a canal boat which just then hove in sight,
telling them that there was a man in the house
murdering his wife. The crew got off the boat,
and proceeded to the house, when Brewer's wife
met the captain, and told him that the fuss was
over, and that then all was quiet. Thecaptain
ordered the crew aboard, and was talking to
the woman at the door, when Brewer rushed
down stairs armed with a heavy corking mallet,
and dealt him a tremendous blow on the head.
The unfortunate man reeled a short distance
and fell, but getting up almost immediately
Brewer struck him a second time, and again
felled him to the earth. He shortly afterward

got on his hands and knees, and crawled into
the garden, where, as will be seen by the evi-
dence, Brewer .gain assailed him with the mal-
let, battering his skull in a horrible manner,
and inflicting injuries which caused almost in-
stant death.
The murderer escaped, and had not been ar-

rested at last accounts.

ToE Gaiot SosRM.-The tremendous gale
which proved so destructive at Charleston on

the day and night of the 8th was equally se-
vere at Savannah. The Georgian of the 10th
says.

The hurricane has ceased its ravages and the
waters have subsided. In the multiplicity of
duties devolving upon us, we find it impracti-
cable to make up a detailed statement of the
destruction that meets the eye on every hand,
in passing through our city. So far as we are
able to learn no lives have been loss, though
many persons were brought into imminent peril.
Our fears for the shipping and for the safety of
human life along the coast are increased rather
than allayed. Hutohinson's Island is again
above water, and to our surprise we see cattle
grazin there as usual. How they could have
escaped drowning is almost a miracle.

The damage sustained through the city seems
to be general and wide spread. Tin roofs have
been stripped from almost every building, pub-
lic and private, in an exposed situation. Among
the most prominent which we have noticed is
that of the Exchange, St. John's church, Cath-
olic and Methodist churches, and a partial in-
jury to the slate roof of the Independent Pres-
byterian church.

The loss to private dwellings in damage to
roof, windows, trees, fences, etc., cannot be de-
tailed. Many of our streets are impassible
from the fallen trees. Somuch injury has been
sustained at the Gas Works as to deprive the
city of gas. The several boat yards are heavy
losers of timber and other building material.
Fig Island light-house stands. Stark's Fig
Island mill is unroofed. The wharves of the
New York and Savannah Steamship Company
and the Iron Steamboat Company have been
inundated to the great damage of goods in the
warehouses thereon, awaiting trans-shipment.

We learn of some slight disaster to the ship-
ping in the lower harbor, but as yet are with-
out tidings from outside.

When time and opportunity afford, we may
give the names of the sufferers; but it is useless
to attempt it now, or to speculate upon the
probable damages sustained. While we would
heartily sympathize with all who may have
suffered, in a moral point of view there is great
reason for thankfulness to the Ruler of the
storm that so far as we know, human life has
been spared, and the loss and damage to prop-
erty is no greater.

A GOOD WORK -Upon the arrival of the ves-
sels of war Saratoga and Cyane at Boston,
several of the active friends of temperance got
up a band of music and a procession, and pro-
ceeded to the Navy Yard, where the vessels
were visited, and addresses delivered to the
crews, setting forth the dangers to which they
were liable from the drugged liquor and the
hungry sharks of the rum boarding-houses.
So effective were these judicious efforts, that
over 150 out of the 200 men joined the proces-
sion, and after proceeding to the Bethel, were
safely housed in the temperance boarding-
houses, whose keepers are known men of hor-
esty and worth, and ever ready to assist the
sailor.

The Democrats of Allegheny county, Pa., in
convention at Pittsburgh on the 6th, and nomi-
nated Chas. Schaler for Congress, formed a
county ticket, endorsed the State and national
Administrations and denounced the Know-
Nothings. They broke up in much confusion.
The Democracy, alas! are no more harmonious.

There was a great deaf and dumb gathering
at Hartford, Conn., on the 6th, on occasion of
the erection of a monument to the memory of
the Rev. Thomas S. Gallaudet. The monument
is 20 feet high and cost $2500, all contributed
by deaf mutes. Many addresses were delivered.

A few days ago the Buffalo Express train, on
the New York and Erie Railroad, ran from Sus-
quehanna to Hornellsville, 142 miles, in 100
minutes, including stops.

MoUNTAIN FIRES AND WILD GAME.-The re-
cent mountain fires in Vermont and in New
York, in the vicinity of Lake Champlain,
have driven the wild beasts and game from their
" local habitations," and forced them to seek
new retreats nearer the inhabited portions of
the country. On the west side of Lake Cham.
plain, the fires have swept from a short distance
above Whitehall up along the lake shore for a
distance of forty miles. Much of this burnt dis-
trict is a wild region, abounding in game and
wild animals, which have been driven into other
quarters by the devouring flames. We learn
that a few days since nine bears, which had
been thus driven from the mountains on the
west shore of Lake Champlain, crossed the south
bay about two miles above Whitehall. Some
boys and a woman who had been picking berries
in the vicinity pushed off a boat and rowed up
to a large she bear which was swimming the
lake with her cubs, when one of the party
struck the bear with an oar. Thus molested,
the bear turned upon the attanking party,
clapping her fore-paws on the side of the boat,
and, exhibiting a handsome set of ivory, made
an effort to get inside the skiff. Another bear
and the cubs also came to the rescue. After
considerable maneuvering on both sides a com-
promise was effected, by which the bear let go
of the boat, and the boat made a " straight
wake " for the shore. The boys and the woman
went on their way rejoicing, and so did the
bears. The former had a narrow escape from
being upset in their boat, and a fight in deep
water, while the bears were probably satisfied
with being permitted to escape in safety.

EDGAR A. PoE.-The Baltimore Patriot thus
contradicts the story in regard to the burial
place of the poet Poe:

We see with regret that some ignorant writer
for the St. Louis Republican has started the re-
port that " the remains of the late Edgar Allan
Poe are still reposing in an obscure corner of
Potter's Field of Baltimore." Nothing can be
further from the truth. His remains were in-
terred at the time of his death in the First
Presbyterian Church-yard, on the corner of
Green and Fayette streets, and were followed to
the grave by a large number of relatives and
friends. His obsequies were of a character
every way worthy of such a man, and we are
surprised and grieved that such reports should
be put in circulation as the one quoted above.

BOUNDARY BETWEEN THE UNITED STATES AND
MExIco.-The orgsnizaiion of the commission
for running the new toundary between the
United States and Mexico was made on the 15th
of August-consisting of a commissioner, (who
is also expected to do the dutis of astronomer
and surveyor,) of four principal assistants and
six sub-assistants. One of the principal assis-
tents goes to California to work eastward from
the Colorado. The main portion of the party
sailed from New York on the 25th ultimo,
having completed their outfit of wagons, tents
and instruments in the short space of ten days.

The commissioner, with his secretary, having
seen all the parties off, and received his final
instructions from the Department of the Inte-
rior, left the city yesterday to take the over-
land route, via New Orleans, expecting to reach
Indianola by the time the outfit arrives at that
place. [Washington Union, 8th.

THE OLD AND THE NE.--The present Constel-
lation, though only rated as a sloop-of war, is
capable of throwing a greater weight of metal
than her namesake, the frigate, and is somewhat
larger in her dimensions. The following, ac-
cording to the Norfolk Iterald, is a correct com-
parative statement, in feet, of the size of the two
vessels, from which it appears that the new one
has considerably the advantage:

S•neRouINo CRONSTAST MD BT. P•EREBUROG.
James Gnil, Jr., communicates in an English
paper a plan for ending the war without blood-
shed. He developes his scheme as follows :
" Beyond the batteries of Cronstadt the'hhannel
of the Neva is only six miles broad, with an
average depth of four fathoms, which is little
more than sufficient for a man-of-war. By
sinking stone laden hulks in this narrow chan-
nel, one month would suffice to imprison the
Russian fleet inside, and this itself would be of
the highest importance, for if the allied fleets,
either by storms, battles or otherwise, were
withdrawn, the Russians will immediately come
out and sweep the Baltic, to the terror, not only
of this country, but also of Sweden and Den-
mark, who, for that reason alone, dare not sym-
pathize with us. More than this, however,
might be accomplished. If Britain were to
make a permanent barrier, the effect would be
so destructive to the power of Russia that very
possibly the mere threat might induce Nicholas
to make peace on any terms. Two or three
thousand hulks laid down in the channel I have
referred to would produce an important geo-
graphical change. The impeding of the current
would of course raise the level of the water con-
siderably, and form extensive lakes and marshes
where there are at present roads and houses
The silt, instead of being swept through the
narrow channel would settle down in the hol-
low, and in a few years fill it up.

St. Petersburg, which lies so low that it is in
danger every year of being flooded, would feel
the effects of the change almost immediately;
but the complete catastrophe would not take
place till spring, and then the destruction of St.
Petersburg and Cronstadt would be inevitable.
At the breaking up of the ice the present chan-
nel is scarcely suficient to allow the deluge of
water, ice and mud, which sweeps downwards
into the Gulf of Finland, to pass; but when the
channel is choked up, St. Petersburg and Cron-
stadt would be entirely submerged, and the
whole basin of the Neva covered with debris,
increasing in quantity every spring. Were the
operation fairly begun, Nicholas would have
sufficient work on his hands without awar. He
would require to remove the entire population,
with the archives and most valuable property,
to some other locality before spring, and where
would he go? The Government would be re-
moved to Moscow, commerce to Riga, the lakes
and marshes of the Neva would become the
frontier of Sweden, and the pressure at present
exercised upon Sweden and Denmark would be
transferred to Prussia and Austria, who would
then feel the necessity of looking more sharply
to the freedom of the Danube and the indepen-
dence of Turkey.

TO•E GOL.DE HAloD-A FEMALE TnIEF.-The
police, on the 28th of May last, as stated in the
Messenger at the time, arrested a notorious
female pickpocket, who, from her extraordinary
skill, had obtained among her fraternity the
title of the " Golden Hand " On Saturday this
woman was tried by the Tribunal ofCorrectional
Police. It was stated that she was sixty-seven
years of age; that for half a ceptury she had
been a regular professional pickpocket, and that
the total amount of her thefts is estimated at
the enormous sum of 2i,000.000f. At the age of
of fifteen she married a man named Vermousen,
and shortly after began the career of pocket
picking. Her success was so great that she and
her husband lived in grand style, and kept car-
riages and horses. In 1813 or '14 she and her
husband were condemned at Liege by default to
two years' imprisonment for picking pockets,
and in 1826 she was sentenced at Ghent to five
years' imprisonment for the same offence. In
1831 she purchased a splendid hotel at Lisle,
but was shortly after arrested for picking pock-
ets at Arras, and was sentenced to four years'
imprisonment. About this time her husband,
finding that he had no longer the means of
indulging in luxury, took life in disgust and
destroyed himself. After her release from jail
she went to Belgium, and took up with a man
named Juvenal. With him she committed ex-
tensive robberies. She has since gone by the
names of Vandenberg, Juvenal, Marechal, Nou-
gues, Montague, La Belle, Denoef, Beaugard,
etc., and has practiced her calling in all parts
of France, Belgium, Germany and Italy. She
was always magnificently dressed, and drove
about in carriages. She frequented all places
of public resort, but principally railway sta-
tions and offices of public vehicles.

Informed in May last that she had arrived in
Paris, the police took measures for arresting her.
Having discovered her residence, which was no
easy matter, as she was constantly shifting about
from place to place, they, on the 28th of that
month, set officers to watch her when she went
out. She proceeded to the office of the Passy
omnibuses, Place dus Palais Royale, and there
they saw her make attempts to pick several
pockets. At length she succeeded in possessing
herself of the purse of a lady, and thereupon
they arrested her. She loudly asserted that she
was the victim of a mistake. To silence her the
officers searched her pockets, but to their aston-
ishment did not find the purse. When, however,
they led her away, it fell to the ground. She
had slipped it beneath her petticoats with such
dexterity that, though they had kept a close
watch on her, they had not observed the act.
Her lodgings being searched, there were discov-
ered considerable sums in gold and silver, 22
pair of ear-rings, 8 shirt studs, a watch chain,
8 crosses of different orders, 4 gold buckles, 16
rings, 4 pins, 1 pearl necklace, 1 gold necklace,
and other articles of value. She denied that
she was the Golden Hand, but the sister of her
first husband, a woman named Wever, recog-
nized her, and gave a full account of her career.
According to this woman, her proper name is
Beaugard, she having married some time back
a railway employb of that name at Brussels,
Called upon for her defence, she vehemently
protested that she was not the person she was
taken for, and she threw herself on her knees,
implored mercy with clasped hands, and tried
to weep. The Tribunal condemne I her to five
years' imprisonment, and five years' surveillance
of the police.

A NEW DODGE.-A New York Sunday paper
says: "We heard of a dodge to raise the wind
the other day, that does credit to the sharpers
whose wits got it up. There are three gentle-
men engaged in this new enterprise, and we are
told that they have collected some thousands of
dollars during the past two weeks. Their plan
of operation is : Two of them dressed as laborers
visit a grocery store, buy a pound of some cheap
article, take it off to a corner, and weigh it with
a standard scales which they carry with them.
If it falls short of the full and correct weight,
(which it does in nine cases out of ten.) they
kick up a grand breeze with the grocer, threaten
prosecution, and finally, through the interven-
tion of a gentleman (theother partner) who
steps in just at the nick of time, the trouble is
compromised by the payment of an X or a V by
the grocer to settle the matter. In one instance,
$30 was paid to hush up one of these eases; the
article bought was sugar, and the pound only
weighed thirteen ounces."

BURGLARY AND ROBBERY.-One of the most
daring and outrageous burglaries ever perpe-
trated in our town was effected on Thursday
night. The store occupied as a counting room,
by our fellow citizen John Laplace, Esq., was
broken into night before last, the desk in wlich
he deposited the key of the iron safe burst into,
the safe opened, and between $1300 and 1400
abstracted.

The brick wall under the window sill, in the
rear of the house, was taken out, leaving an
aperture wide enough for the burglar to effect
an entrance. With the coolness and ingenuity
which generally characterize such scamps, he
contented himself with the gold and silver, and
as notes are sometimes identified by their num-
bers and marks, shrewdly left several hundred
dollars of that kind of money strewed upon the
floor. This is the second attempt made to rob
the same safe. We have no doubt that the per-
petrator was a white person. We are not aware
that a positive clue to the thief has been dis-
covered, but trust the guilty party may be
brought to justice. Within the last twelve
months, three or four robberies have been ef-
fected in our town, and it becomes our citizens
to be watchful, and our town authorities to es-
tablish vigorous police meaures. [Natchitoches
Clroniole.

A corrsapbndent of the Detroit Advertiser,
writing from the Sqult, under date of Aug . 16,
says nodoubt is entertained on the spot of the
completion of the canal in next May. There
are over 1000 men at work. The present pro.
gress of the work has covered about two-thirds of
the excavation. One look is nearly completed,
the other fairly begun. The guard lock at the
end of the Portage is about to be drained. The
coffer-dam is finished for that purpose, and the
steam-pump in operation. The coffer-dam at
the foot of the Portage, or commencement of the
canal, is just began. The width of the canal Is
100 feet at the top, sloping to 76 feet at the bot-
tom. There is a basin 450 feetlong by 180 feet
wide. There are two locks, each 80 feet long,
the first of which lifts ten feet and the second
eleven feet. At the pier above the rapids, crafts
passing through the canal will find twelve feet
of water. The fall of the river in the length o
the canal is 175 feet.
