Even before his arrival we find that
the elements of discord are at work, the old
Spaniards are of ourse fejoiced at his return.
tint the Cubans, the patriots, remember the
awful doom that befel young Crittenden and
his' equally brave but misguided companions
That sanguinary outrage upon humanity by
Concha can never be eradicated from the minds
of the patriots. Conchs, according to our cor-
respondent, will have other obstacles than the
Creoles to contend with-he will fint a portion
of the soldiery arrayed against him. It ap-
pears that the troops recently sent out consisted
of those who first raised the recent standard of
revtlt in Spain. They are said to be dissemi-

%4tsglli~tr revolutionary ideas among their
cosrfpen ons generally, and the consequence is
that we need not be surprised at any moment
to hear of the overthrow of the government of
the Island--not by the Creoles, but by the very
men who hive been sent out to subdue their re-
bellions feelingsa nd keep them in order. We
agree with our correspondent in the belief that
three thousand men from the United States
could now establish the independence of Cuba,
but we doubt the nplioy of any suchn move; be-
sides our national honor is pledged to " crush
out" filibusterism. When the Cubans them-
selves strike the first blow for their indepen-
dence, there can be no doubt that they will re-
ceive efficient and wholesome aid from all quar-
ters. Till then it 'is hoped that Americans will
remain quiet.

With the exception of the accounts respecting
theexoltement alluded toin the preceding paro-
graph, there is very little local news from Hav-
na. Wedlearn that two American seamen had

been imprisoned on a charge of having been en-
gaged in the slave trade; but as Mr. Barton,
our newly appointed Consul, had arrived, no-
thing definite appears to have been known re-
specting their conse. Owing apparently to afear
on the partof the authorities that revolutionary
symptoms might be manifested, the bull-fight
advertised for last Sunday week did not take
place.

The Havana market continued dull; though
very little was doing in sugar, prices retained
their former firmnees. Thedemand for rice was
brisk, asti higher prices were looked for. A sale
of a cargo of flour had been made at $14, but
-fiSt cargoes that had recently arrived were un-
sold. There was scarcely any demand for
freights, especially for England. There was
more demand for vessels for this country, which
could not be had.

Our Key West correspondent states that the
ship Indiana, from New York for New Orleans,
put in there on the 29th ulnt. to land four of her
crew who had mutinied. Having supplied their
places, she sailed again on the same day. The
ship Serampore, from New Orleans for Havre,
put in on the let inst. inconsequence of the pre-
valence of the yellow fever among her crew.
Four of her men had died.
W•e extract the following from a letter to the

saunepaper from their correspondent at Havana :
SMany of the soldiers of the regiment De

Cordova, whiclh was the first to raise the revo-
lutionary standard in Spain, have been drafted
into several of the regiments serving in this
letand, among whom I understand they have

spread the revolutionary principles, and rumor
has it that. the soldiery at Mantanzas, Carde-
nas, Trinidad de Cuba, as well as those sta-
tioned -at the fort nearly opposite the city,
called the Habanas, have manifested such strong
symptoms of insubordination, as to cause much
alarm among the Spanish oficials. The prosent,
therefore, is a peculiarly favorable moment for
our filibuster friends to pay us a visit. Let but
three thousand men, headed by a General of
reputation and properly offloered, effect a land-
ing in this Island, and I know the young Cro-
oles to a man will join them, and Cuba will be
easily conquered.

" There is a vast deal of excitement prevail-
ing here at this moment among all classes of
sooety. The Creoles, although almost despair-
ing of aid from the United States, would never-
theless gladly give assistance to any party of
troops that should land here from the United
States and take arms to secure their country's
freedom. The Spaniards, also, for the first
time during my residence in Cuba, are discon-
tented with matters as they now exist. They
speak of proclaiming the Constitution. They
are in a state of greatexoitement."

"any act which is not established by law and

The
first in a four-story dwelling-house, owned by
Abram Warwick, Esq., on Fifth street, between
Franklin and Grace streets. It was untenant.
ed, for the purpose of undergoing repairs, which
were at the time in course of execution. The
fire was communicated in the rear, and soon ex-
tended to the handsome four-story brick house
adjoining, owned and occupied by Archibald
Pleasants, Esq. Both buildings were almost
entirely destroyed, and several others were
much injured. Loss between $10,000 and
$12,000.

Snxoura AccoE•r.-Mr. Charles Higley
was instantly killed in the railroad depot at
Cleveland on the afternoon of the 5th instant,
in the following manner : He was standing in
the door of the baggage car of the train from
Buffalo, when it was entering the depot, and
was looking out of the door, when it was struck
by some steps standing near and suddenly shut,
half severing his neck and instantly causing
his death.

NARROW ESCAPE OF THE STEAMBOAT One.

This boat had a narrow escape from destruction
on her recent trip from this city to St. Louis.
While under way between Grand Gulf and St.
Mary's, smoke was seen to issue from the
"Texas." Flames burst out almost instanta-
neously from two or three of the rooms in the
after part of the house above named. The boat
was directed towards shore, and in the hurry
of the moment ran upon a nest of snags, some of
which tore away part of a stauncion and some
boiler deck timbers. The hose was brought
into requisition, and to the rapidity with which
this was done, and the presence of mind and
energy of one of the pilots, is mainly attributa-
ble the saving of the boat from destruction.

SUPPOSED MURDER IN GOOCHLAND COUNTY.
The editorial correspondence of the Penny Post,
dated Gooshland county, Sept. 8, states that a
coroner's inquest was held on the previous day
over the body of Robert Smith, of Richmond,
who was found dead under somepine bushes, on
the path which leads from the Court House to
Cedar Point. Every thing seemed to indicate
that the unfortunate man had been murdered.

THE MACHINERy OF THE SIX STEAM FRIGATES.
We learn from the Washington Star that C.
Reeder, Jr., and Murray & Hazlehurst, of Bal.
timore; J. Green, of the Gosport (Va.) Iron-
works; and Anderson,'Delaney & Co., of Rich-
mond, are among those who have furnished
plans and made proposals for the construction
of the machinery of the six new steam frigates,
some bidding for the works of one of them, ano
others for more. There are five bidders from
the State of New York, one from Boston and
one from Philadelphia.

DIED.-Captain George H. Pegram, Superin-
tendent of the New Jersey Central Railroad,
died at 7 o'olook on the morning of the 9th inst.
He served with distinction in the Florida war
as Adjutant of the First Infantry under Cel.
Taylor. He was afterwards aid to Gen. Scott
when he had his headquarters in this place. He
had been sick for some time; his disease was
consumption.

October.

DIsTRnesNGo ACCIDENT.-A lovely little girl,
aged about two years, the daughter of John L.
Smithers, Esq., merchant, in Richmond, was
killed on the 9th inst. by accidentally falling
from an upper porch in the rear of his residence
over his store on Main, between Sixteenth and
Seventeenth streets. The mother had gone to
market at the time of the occurrence, leaving
the child in care of the nurse.

CoLUaBIA, PA., September 11.-The cholera
is raging terribly at this place. There have
been seventy to eighty deaths since Friday
last. The people are flying and business is sus-
pended.

A DEBUTANTE.-An accomplished lady belong-
ing to the first circles in Boston, and who has
been reared and educated with extraordinary
care, will, it is said, make her debut on the
stage at the New York Theatre, on the 9th of
October.

A FA.Lu Y BURNED TO DE•TH.-On Tuesday
night the 6th inst., the house of Mr. Baldwin,
at Moriah, Essex county, was burned down, and
himself, wife and four children were burned
to death.

THE ILLINoIS CNTRAL RAILROID.-The Chi-
cago Press says that this stupendous under-
taking will be entirely completed in six montis,
constituting the basis of a system of railroads in
Illinois soarcelysurpassed in the world. At
Lasalle the bridge is completed, and was suo-
cessfully passed a short time since by a train of
cars.

A FATAL AFFraY.-A young man by the
name of James Reese, a conductor on the
Georgia Railroad, was shot in Augusta by-enry Keener, on Sunday night, the 10th inst.

He died in less than hour after he was shot-
two balls having been lodged in his stomach.
Keener made his escape, and has not as yet
been arrested.

q GanT "FIRE Im ClconArTI.-Afire broke out
in Cincinnati a few days ago in Hart's five-story
building, on Fourth street, between Main and
Syoamore. A large number of warehouses and
other buildings were destroyed, and the loss
was etimated at $110,000,

IoTERa~sTIt IT•Om.-A dispatch from Wash-
ington to the New York Tribune, datbd Septem-
ber 8, has the f11lowing:

Information has been received from St. Peters-
burg with respect to the place of Embassador
here, vacant since the death of Mr. Bodisco.
The Russian Government had named to the
place Count Medan, who since 1848 has been the
Russian Envoy Extraordinary and Plenipoten-
tiary Minister at Rio Janeiro, but the Count
has replied to the order to remove to Washing-
ton, with a letter of thanks for the honor con-
ferred upon him by the nomination to a position
of higher rank, (the American Embassy stands
higher on the Russian list than the Brazilian;)
but stating at the same time that he was se
riously suffering from bronchitis, for which he
had entered upon a course of treatment that
would require some months. He accordingly
asked permission to remain there at least for
the present, and it has been accorded.

It is highly probable that Mr. Stoeckl, the
present Chargd d'Affaires of Russia, may be
eventually appointed to the office which Count
Medan thus declines. I learn that the Emperor
is in the highest degree satisfied with the nego-
tiation of the neutrality treaty.

The attempt to settle the Greytown ques-
tion will probably be carried on at Washington
rather than London. The question will ac-
cordingly be debated between Mr. Marcy and
Mr. Crampton. I am unable to state that the
instructions of the latter are of a positive char-
acter, and that under the present extraordinary
circumstances, England will not yield a whit of
her old pretensions on that coast. Forty-four-
forty taught British statesmen that there was
nothing to be feared from a sham Democratic
Administration.

James M. Mason, United States Consul at
Curacoa, starts for New York on Monday.
Secretary Marcy fully endorseshis course, and
the entire Administration commend him.

The venerable Elisha Whittlesey, First Comp-
trollei, has tendered his resignation. He takes
to heart the removal of his favorite clerk, and
complains of interference with his duties by the
Secretary.

The Treaty between the United States and
the Netherlands is very advantageous to us. It
provides for the recognition of American Consule
in Dutch ports.

Harvey W. Watterson, of Tennessee, is
spoken of to succeed Mr. Davis as Governor of
Oregen.
T1e Secretary of the Treasury has approved

of the new design for gold dollars, and sent
orders to the Mint to commence striking them

Among the bidders for the contract for the
construction of the six new steam frigates are
the following from New York: Morgan Iron
Works, T. & E. Farren, Allaire Iron Works,
Pease & Murphy, Jno. E. Ericsson and J. Burns,
West Point Foundry; and from Philadelphia,
Messrs. Merrick & Sons.

The Star asserts that the St. Domingo nego-
tiations refer only to the securing of a West
India port for the use of American shipping,
where their privileges will be superior to those
of all other nations.

The award of the contracts for the new ma-
chinery will be made next week. The bidding
is quite spirited.

Messrs. Ericsson and Meagher arrived here
this morning. The former intends presenting
some thing new in relation to the engines of thc
new Government steam frigates.

The kidnapping case already alluded to is
creating some excitement. The girl has been
traced and will be recovered.
A violent gale was experienced this afternoon

for a few minutes, and was succeded by a gentle
rain for a brief period. The wind was from the
southward.

Stanley, the artist of the Indian Gallery at
the Smithsonian Institute, has achieved a great
triumph in his panorama of the Western Wilds,
just finished. His Indian Fair has been secured
for exhibition at the Mechanics' Fair, Baltimore.

A BaRILLIANT AND BEAuTIFOL oET EO.- At
North Dixmont, Me., on the evening of the 25th
ult., a meteor appeared in the south-west, about
25? in height, moving horizontally towards the
east, and increasing in size and brilliancy ex-
ceeding the full moon. After traversing appa-
rently about sixty degrees across the heavens,
it threw off masses of fire, greatly diminishing
its brilliancy, but continued to move on about
thirty degrees farther, or nearly to the east,
when it disappeared with an inclination towards
the earth, like a spent ball.

The people of Alexandria and Winchester,
Va., have both made arrangements for giving
the President a public reception, on his way
back to Washington from Capon.

A tremendous storm of wind and rain oc-
curred at Philadelphia on the morning of the
10th. A large store erecting in the upper part
of the city was blown down, and trees were
prostrated, but no serious damage was done.

BLOODHOUNDS IN ENGLAND. - Bloodhounds
have been used in England several times lately
to aid in the capture of sheep stealers, under
the direction of the police. This seems a dan-
gerous and inhuman course, for which the crime
committed affords but an inadequate justifica-
tion. The manner in which the hounds are
used may be gathered from the following re-
marks of the Sussex (England) Express, in no-
ticing a recent capture of sheep stealers by
police superintendent Atar:

"This is the second capture this active officer
has made within the past three months. A few
weeks ago the same parties stole a sheep from
Mr. Bettsworth, of the same parish, and Mr.
Smith and his bloodhounds were sent for. The
latter ran from the spot where the sheep was
killed, through the most remote valleys in the
neighborhood, a distance of three miles, causing
great sensation to the guilty gang. They ulti-
mately arrived at a cottage occupied by a shoe-
maker, when the gallant huntsman was accosted
by the paralyzed inmate as to what his business
was there. He was informed of the nature of
his visit. The bloodhounds tried to make an
entrance to their prey through the thatch on
the roof of the cottagq, The door, however,
was opened, a search was made, and a part of
the sheep found in the house. The prisoners
were subsequently apprehended and committed
for trial.

G•ea al'D MAcO.-In speaking of the per-
formance at Castle Garden on the night of the
8th the New York Tribune says:

There seemed to be but one sentiment respect-
ing the grand dramatic action of Madame Grisi.
The Opera as a whole was an unequivocal
triumph; and if the houses go on improving ao
they now seem to be by this last evidence, there
may be no cause why Mr. Hackett should let
the vocalists throw up their engagement, which
they are ready to do at the end of next week if
he requires it. This is no baseless rumor, but
the fact. If their efforts to please, such as have
established their reputation in Europe and sns-
tained it during the last season, until within
one month past, are not adequate to the require-
ments of the city, it seems that there is no de-
sire on their part to remain to the disadvantage
of Mr. Hackett. The public must remember
that the Opera is very expensively rendered,
and much extra remuneration is required to
sustain it. It is worth certainly more than a
common musical dish.

FoRe ne COLUmusr, MIss.-A letter from the
town of Columbus, Miss., dated the 8th inst.,

"One Of the most destructive fires which ever
occurred in the South broke out in a building
in one of our principal squares, burning some
fifteen of the largest business houses in our
place. The efforts of the fire companies to ar-
rest the flames were unavailing. The principal
sufferers are Mrs. Tufts, milliner; Spears's tin
factory; Gaston & Co., furniture store; Frank-
lin & Bro., dry goods; J. Jones & Co., drug-
gists; Smiles, dry goods; Evans, fancy and
fruit store; Markstein's music store; Parham
& Mason, grocery; E. C. Eggleston, grocery;
Scholers, variety store; J. L, Pierce's office;
Delanay's tin factory; barber shop, and a few
other smaller tenements. The Columbus In-
surance Office (a fire proof house) was complete-
ly surrounded by the dames, but withstood the
devouring element. I am glad to add that most
of the parties were insured. I omitted to men-
tion that the Post-office, with most of its con-
tents, was destroyed. Our streets are filled
with goods and property of every description,
and our two military companies--the Dragoons
and Riflee-are on duty to protect it."

A Roalitk oI Rsat Ltwe.-A Bristol Pberer
has the following:

"oTwenty-two years ago, marriage took
place in this city which from somee canes or
other was invalidated, and the parties sepa-
rated. The lady went to India and married an
officer, who subsequently rose to the rank of a
General in the army, and on his death be-
queathed a large fortune to his widow. The
gentleman also married, and about a year since,
his wife, on discovering various old love-letters.,
etc., in his possession, proposed to burn them;
but, fortunately, as will be seen, did not do so.
In due course of time the first wife died, and left
to him who had once been her husband, no less
than 20,000, stating that he would be enabled
to prove his identity by the documents in his
possession. The fortunate heir, who lives in this
city, was soon found, and his claim duly estab-
lished; and he has, we believe, received the
legacy of his first love, to the comfort and de-
light, we presume, of his second."

nmAcvucrous ESCAPO--The Dayton Empire re-
lates how providentially Mr. Hosler escaped
death from a stroke of lightning, a few days
since, while walking home in a storm. The
fluid entered his hat, where the crown joins the
rim, burning a large hole and tearing the brim
to pieces, passed down his face, lacerating it
severely, knocked out five of his teeth, tore off
the greater part of the lower lip, then passed
down his body, tearing it frightfully, and
finally passed out of his slippers into the earth,
tearing about half a dozen holes in them, and
ripping off the sole of one of them. At the time
of the casualty it was raining in torrents, which
must have accounted for his not being instantly
killed.

FATAL AccOnENT.-Yesterday forenoon, about
10 o'clock, a daughter (aged 12 years) of M1r.
Charles Stuart, paver, residing at the corner of
Eleventh and Boundary streets, named Clara
Stuart, was accidentally shot by a gun in the
hands of her little brother Edward, aged seven.
The children were alone in the house, when the
little boy essayed to get down the gun to shoot
a bird on a tree overhanging the window. Just
as he was taking the weapon down his unfor-
tunate sister was getting a piece of bread from
the cupboard for a child younger than either,
and by some chance the trigger was touched,
causing the weapon to explode and sending the
charge of shot into Clara's head, entering the
cheek and blowing off the top of the skull. She
lingered until about 7 P. ., when she died.

NoVEL INCIDENT -A ride was involuntarily
taken on the express train of the Troy and Bos-
ton Railroad, the other day, the particulars of
which are novel and interesting.

As the train was coursing towards Troy at its
highest speed, on passing a curve it suddenly
dashed into a flock of pigeons upon the track.

We remained at camp all day
yesterday, and at ten this morning we were on
the road to Cottonwood Springs, some twenty
miles distant, where we will find water and
grass; and then will commence a journey over
another desert of fifty-five miles. We followed
up this little stream !or about three miles, when
the road turned a little to the right; but I was
anxious to see the head of the stream, for, from
the avpearance of the surrounding country, I
judgel it to be very near. Parley Pratt, several
other gentlemen and myself continued up the
stream, and after a ride of half a mile we came
to a large spring, thirty-five feet wide and forty
long, surrounded by acacias in full bloom.

We approached through an opening, and
found it to contain the clearest and most de-
lioious water I ever tasted; the bottom appeared
to be not more than two feet from the surface,
and to consist of white sand. Parley Pratt pre-
pared himself for a bath, and soon his body
divided the crystal waters. While I was consid-
ering whether I should go in, I aeard Mr. Pratt
calling to me that it was impossible to sink, the
water was so buoyant. 1 hardly believea it,
and to be able to speak certainly, I also un-
dressed and jumped in, What was my delight
and astonishment to find that all my efforts to
sink were futile. I raised my body out of the
water and suddenly lowered myself, but I
bounced upwards as if I had struck a springing
board; I walked about the water up to my arm-
pits, just the same as if Ihad been walking on
dry land.

The water instead of being about two feet
deep, was over fifteen, the length of the longest
test-pole we had along. It is positively impos-
sible for a man to sink over his head in it; the
sand on the banks is very fine and white; the
temperature of the water is 78 Fahrenheit. I
can form no idea as to the cause of this singu-
lar phenomenon. Great Salt Lake also posses-
ses this quality, but this water is perfectly
sweet. In the absence of any other name, I
have called it the Buoyant Spring. I have never
heard it spoken of as possessing this quality,
and should like some one of the savans to ex-
plain the cause of buoyancy. We lingered in
the spring for fifteen minutes, when we dressed
and resumed our ride, highly delighted and
gratified by our exploration,

THE RICE CROP.-As far as we could leyn.,
three-fourths of the rice crop have been de,.
stroyed on the Savannah and Ogeechee Rive',s.
All the rice which had been cut has 'een r ar-
ried off by the water, and thP.i wbhie~ remaeined
uncut has been greatly da.maged,. It will be
some time before the extent of the ionjuey can
be ascertained. [Savannab News, llt',.
