THE DAILY CRESCEN.
FURTHRR DISTURBAN(uES iNDi ACTI Of Vlo-

rencr.-After closing our report on Fridaynight last.

when we left the city in the apparent enjoyment of tran-

quillity which it was thought would not again be die

turbed. But about 10 o'clock, a party composed of about

half adozen ruians fired at a lady and two gentlemen

seated on the gallery of a house on Suzette street, near

Tehoupltonlas. The lady was Mrs. Adams, and the gen

tlemen her husband 'and Assistant Alderman Cooper

of this District. Mrs. Adams seeing this party approach

and make ready to fire, sprang to her feet and forced her

husband into the house. The ruffan at that moment

Bred. and the lady fell wounded in three plces--oue ball

passing through the musclels of the arm, lodged in the

shoulder, where it still remains-another struck her in

the hand, and a third grazed her forehead. From the

appearance of the leader of this party, Mrs. Adams is un-

der the impression thas he is a notorious desperado-an

Irirhman named Dick Holloway, with whom her husband

had had a dioculty some time since, and who sought the

fine opportunity aforded by these riotous times to settle

it, a.d ;lace all to the account of the riot. This fe.lowis

a most cruel monster, and was, some years aro. tried on

a charge of having butchered a negro in a most erul

manner. lie is a terror to the neighborhood in which he

resides-beats his countrymen at will, and intimidates

them from prosecuting him.
These ruffians. when they had perpetrated the fiendish

eatrage of shooting Mrs. Adams. precipitately fied, and

although there was a watchman close by he made no at-

tempt to arrest them. The night watch were completely

intimidated. It is asserted that if one of them saw a

crowd of two or three persona coming along the street he

would rdn and hide, yelling to his companions ' here

they come."
Shortly after this, in passing Annnciation Market on

borsebahk, Sergeant Kearny wua fired upon by some per-

sons concealed therein. but escaped unhurt.

About the time these outrages were being perpetrated

in the upper portion of the city, a small party of persons

walked down Girod street, threw a few cairn into a couple

of small grog shops between Magazine and Tehoepitoulas

streets, and dangerously stabbed anotorious feuow named

Michael Heyde, who had been making a ' fuss " about

the levee that day, in the abdomen ; a man named Dow-

aey was also beat and dangerously stabbed at the corner

of Girod and Teboupiloulan streets, by this party. The

wounded men were subsequently found by the police and

sent to the hospital. This amall body of riotously die-

posed persons next directed their steps towards the

seventh ward, where they threatened the house of Mala-

chi Kelly, but committed no further outrages and soon

after dispersed.
In the corning when there outrages became public the

indignation of our citiloaeus knew no bounds. So long as
the killinZ had been confined to parties engaged in the

disturbances, the most respectable portion of our citi-

sens did not care much which whipped, but when the

rufans had turned their attontion to shooting defenceless

ladies and gentlemen at their very hearths. it was high

time meaures were adopted to speedily terminate these

outrages, and protect life and property. Mayor Lewis

immediately issued a proclamation calling upon all good

citizens to come forward and enroll themselves in a eivil

pollee to protect the city. requesting all coffe-houses to

close at 8 o'clock, and that parents. guardians and mas-

ters. should keep their children. wards and servants at

home after nightfall.
This proclamation had the desired effect. About 250

of our best citizens enrolled themselves as a special

police. Col. Forno was sworn in as the Chief, and they

vere divided into squads. who were ordered to patrol all

po.tions of the district, returning at fixed intervals and

malting reports.
About half.past 10 o'clock one of the patrols heard a

shot fired in the neighborhood of Lafayette Square. and

presently a man was seen running up Lafayette street
who was stopped by thu patrol, when it was found that

he was slightly woundod in the head. He said that his

name was Thomas Smith, and stated that while quietly

walking up Lafayette street he had been shot at by some

person unknown to him, and whom he did not see. IIe

was taken to the watch-house, where his wound was

found to be of no very serious ebaracter. He could give

no idea why he was shot at, or who did it.

The various patrols arrested a number of persons whom

they found in the streets with weapons of Various kinds

concealed on their persons.
The most important arrest of the night was made by

Capt. S. J. N. Smith and Capt. William Tenbrink. who

brought in lichard Halloway and two others, whom they

found concealed in a yard, well armed and prepared.

Halloway is accused of being the man who wounded Mrs.

Adams on Friday night.

With the above exceptions, not an ineldent occurred to

disturb the peace of the city on Saturday.

The citizen police seemed to have the desired effect;
and it is a great pity it was not called into service at an
earlier period of the disturbances. The city was per-
fectly quiet all day yesturday; and the citizen police

went on patrol again last night.

THE WOUNDED.-On inquiry at the Charity
Hospital yesterday, we learned that all the men who had
been brought in as wounded in the reent riots were doing
well, and it is hoped that they will all recover.

INqUEST.-The Coroner held an inquest Satur-
day morning on the body of Louis Sere, which was found

the same morning near the Lower Cotton Press. It was
immediately removed to his late residence, No. 152 IIoe-
pital street, where the inquest was held. The jury re-
turned a verdict of "Accidental drowning." Mr. Sere
was a native of Louisiana, and 38 years of age.

THE CITIZEN POLICE.-The patrols under
command of General Tracy and Colonel Forno went on
luty at half past six o'clock last evening again, and at
the present writing are patrolling the several streets of
the riotous district. Every thing was quiet throughout
the city, and there was no probability of the disgraceful
disturbances being renewed.

DISTURBkANCES ON THE LEVEE.-On Friday

evening, the steamboat Frank Lyon was prevented getting

Screw to leave our wharf, by a party of rowdies who will
neither work themselves nor allow others to work at the
present prices. Last evening, a similar attempt was made
to preven

t 
the departure of the Bella Donna and Southern

Belie. A large crowd gathered around, determined to al-
low no one to go aboard, and they succeeded in detaining
the boats for some time, until some of our citizens, learn-
ing how matters stood. proceeded to the levee, drove the
rowdies off, and relieved the boats.

AccIDENTs.-As a laborer named William
Lawler was engaged in unloading curb stones from a cart
at the sorner of Bacchus and Calliope streets, one of
them fell upon him, broke his thigh, and otherwise se-
riourly injured him. He was taken to the Hospital.

Michael O'Donnell, a drayman, while driving his dray
along the wharf, came in collision with one of the wharf

poets. was thrown off the vehicle, and one of the wheels

passing over his foot, it was horribly crushed.

He ordered him to
give $2600 bonds for his appearance before that tribunal,

and $10f0 oecurity to keep the pease six months

Melghan was committed t the Parih Prison in default

of giving the required bonds.

DISoHAtOeD.• Thomas Quinn, charged with
etealing a plane, valued at $1, from John Polman, and

The brig Mary Ann, which left Charleston on

Tuesday, 5th inst., lumber laden, for Attaka-

pas, La., lost her captain, John H. Johnson,

of Rockland, Me., at sea, from yellow fever.

The mate was compelled to throw the body over-

board next morning at daylight. The vessel is

now ashore at Tybee inlet, dismasted and wa-

ter-logged. The mate, Mr. Grew, and a crew
of five narrowly escaped with their lives.

They were without a small boat, the same hav-

ing been carried away in the storm of Friday.

A most brutal homicide occurred on the night

of the 8th in the bloody Sixth Ward of New

York city. A lawyer named John F Brady

was beaten by a gang of street ruffians, knocked

down a flight of steps. and so injured that he

died within a few hours. No arrests had been

made.

We are sorry to learn that a young lady in

Norfolk, Va., lost her balance the other day in

looking over the wharf. However, she found it,
as a matter of course, in the dock.

Colonel Harney, of the United States Army,

sailed from New York on Wednesday, in the

steamer Asia, for Liverpool, en route for the

theatre of the Eastern war. If the gallant

Colonel could be permitted to take a hand in

it, we have no doubt it would become a

little more interesting than it has yet been.

The question has been asked why is it consid-

ered impolitic for gentlemen to go into the pre-

sence of ladies in their shirt sleeves, while it is

considered in every way correct for the ladies

themselves to appear before gentlemen without
any sleeves at all.

The recent dreadful fatality of the cholera at

Albany has had the effect of throwing a large

number of orphans upon the charity of the

public, the children of Catholic parents. Asy-

lums have been established by the Catholics in

that city, for the support of girls and boys, and

plate collections for their benefit in five churches

last Sunday week yielded the handsome sum of

twenty-two hundred dollars. A farm has been

purchased, on which it is intended to establish
the Asylum for boys.

The returns from the election in vermont in-

dicate that the Administration party have not

elected a single Senator or carried a single
county. Out of two hundred and thirty repre-

sentatives they will not have thirty.

The Maryland colony in Liberia is now a free

and independent State. The new constitution,
containing a clause which prohibits the traffic

in ardent spirits, was adopted by the people on

the 29th of May, and on the 6th of June Wil-

liam A. Prout was elected Governor, and B. J.

Drayton, Lieut. Governor. The new Governor

was for many years Secretary to the late Gov-

ernor Russwurm, and last winter visited Balti-

more to consult with the managers of the Mary-

land Colonization Society in relation to the sep-

aration, which has now been effected. He was

inaugurated on the 8th of June, when the agent

of the Maryland Society formally relinquished

thegovernment into his hands. lie is said to

possess much ability. Thomas Mason has been

appointed Secretary of State under him.

The Herald, New York, has a statistical ar-
ticle about the value, population, etc., of the

hotels in that city. The whole number is set

down at between forty and fifty, the number of

guests nine thousand, the total value of hotels,

furniture, etc., $12,756,000. The figures are

taken from the Assessor's books. The St.

Nicholas is estimated at $888,000; Metropolitan,
$550,000; Astor House, $450,000; Irving

House and New York Hotel at $800,000 each;
the appraised is about one-third less than the

actual value. The Herald states that it is the

intention of Monot, late of the New York Hotel,

to erect a structure on the site of the Hippo-

drome. The building to be constructed of
marble, and to cost, when done, upwards of a

million of dollars.

Dowling,
who stabbed him to the heart with a shoe knife

The murderer delivered himself to the author-

ities.

T•s BE STERRANEAN PASS THIROUGHI THE SIER-
RA NEVADA.-The narrative of this discovery,
which appears in the Mariposa Chronicle, is so
elaborately worked up as to wear the air of fic-
tion. The writer says he had heard of a long
cave near the head of Yo-Semity valley, and as
the mammoth caves near Marble Springs, in
the immense marble ledges that traverse the
gold region, are more or less connected, he was
led to suspect that there might be a subterra-
nean pass through the Sierra Nevada, particu-
larly as Indians, when pursued in that region,
invariably disappeared at a certain point at the
head of the valley. Having searched this lo-
cality three days for this subterranean pass in
vain, he at length took a bath near the famous
cataract, when a gust of wind blew the mist
of the fall away, and exposed the long sought
pass behind it. He and his party made prepara-
tions, and next day entered the cavern with
lighted toiches, and discovering an Indian trail,
followed it until they encountered two Indians.
These told them that they were half way through
the pass; that a little further on was a great
chasm bridged with logs; and that there were
other passagesleading into the lakes and rivers,

ut wIr la •ay known outlet. Parting from
the Inudlu, the party reahed the ohagi,

found it filled with human remains, and the logs
petrified. Finally, after being four days in the
cave, they emerged on the other side of the
Sierra, among a village of white Indians!

No spectacle can be imagined more mournful
than that of Savannah on Saturday morning.
The streets filled with ruins, the gale not yet
fully ceased, the waters boiling and the wind
moaning among the prostrate trees, while above
the sound of all could be heard the church bells
tolling the death-knell of the unhappy victims
of the pestilence. On Saturday, there were
twenty burials in the city-twenty funeral pro-
coessions picking their melancholy way over the
ruins which the storm had left. Can a more
awful spectacle be imagined? [Macon (Ga.)
Telegraph, 18.

MAN KILLE.r.-On Tuesday last a man by
the name of Mathews, of Fraso Lake, Mich., got
on the roof of a freight car with the intention,
as he said, of going to Jackson. He had drank
too freely of liquor, and insisted on riding on
the top of the car. After going a few miles an
azxle of one of the cars broke, and there was
considerable of a smash up, in which the man
was killed. Had he been where he ought to
have been he would probably have escaped un-
hurt. No one else was seriously injured. [St.

New RAmLROAD.-The citizens of Covington
county held a public meeting on the 26th ult.,
relative to the location of the proposed railroad
from Ship Island to Brandon or Canton. They
resolved that Covington county and her citi-
zens would subscribe $3850,000 to that road, on
condition it would pass through the county, and
that the citizens would cheerfully give the right
of way. A rumor being afloat that the engi-
neer had already marked out thelocation of the
road in the Pearl River Valley, and would mark
no other, the meeting called on the Governor to
investigate the truth of the rumor, and if found
true, to remove the engineer, and appoint some
disinterested person to survey the route.
