NeSt day, off Bull's Island, fell in with a three-
masted vessel, having eul thestumps of her
masts above the water, but took her to be a
bark.

On the.same day. at the entrance of Bull's
Harbor, discoveded another three-masted vessele
sunk, with only the end of her topmasts above
the water. She was supposed to be a ship.
Nothing could be discovered in the neighbor-
hood which could lead to their identity.
Soon after falling in with the Jane, discovered

a wreck at some distance, which was run for,
and found to be the schooner Dirigo, Gordon
master, from Jacksonvlle,la., for Washington,
D C., loaded with lumber, waterlogged and dis-
mantled in the gale of the 8th. Took from her
Capt. Gordon and crew, who were in a most
emaciated condition, having had nothing to sub-
sist on for six days, their water and provisions
having been swept away by the gale. They
were so helpless as to have to be lifted in and
out of the boat, but by the cautious administra-
tion of nourishment they were soon compara-
tively restored.

The schooner Edward Kidder, from New York
for Charleston, put into Wilmington (N. C.) on
the 12th. She reported encountering a heavy
gale 'from S. E. on the 6th, in lat. 82 lon. 78
45. On the 8th the decks were swept and some
of the sails carried away. On the 9th the gale
increased. On the night of the 8th saw a ship
with foremast and head gear gone; and on the
9th, in lat. 88, saw a brig lying to under main-
staysail, with foretopmast gone.

GOLD 0FRO VIRoINIA.-The Philadelphia (Pa.)
Ledger has been shown a lump of gold gathered
from the mines of the Slate Hill Company, at
Louisa, Virginia, the proceeds of two week's la-
bor, which is valued at $700, and cost in the
production about $400-giving $300 profits for
the two weeks. The prospects, it is said, are
quite encouraging, both as regards the quan-
tity and quality of the gold produced.

A numDer or persons in Martinsburg, Va.,
who partook freely of a lot of over-ripe water-
melons, which had just been imported, were
seized with cholera symptoms on Friday, the8th
inst., and in a few hours ten or twelve deaths
occurred.

A large number in the Ohio Penitentiary are
said to be aflicted with scurvy and typhoid and
intermittent fevers. Fourteen deaths recently
occurred among them in one day. The sickness
is attributable to the excessive heat of the

weather and badly ventilated cells.

The True American is the title of a newpaper
which made its appearance in Cincinnati on the
9th inst. It is to be published once a week for
twenty-five cents, "during the campaign," and
iuncompromising in its opposition to the new
political party ealled the " Know-Nothings."

A remarkable death occurred in New York
on the 10th instant in this wise: A milkinan
named Walter Lynch, while serving Mrs. Davis,
in Nineteenth street, got into a quarrel with
her, struck at her and broke a pitcher which
she held, the pieces of which fell upon a small
girl and out her head so that she died of the
wounds.

The most prominent omnibus lines on Broad-
way, New York city, have been consolidated
into one corporation, under an act passed by
the last Legislature. It bears the name of the
" New York Consolidated Stage Company," and
no new routes are allowed, nor any alterationsin
existing ones, without the recommendations of
the Mayor conecurred in by the Common Council.

On the 9th inst. a man named Dunbar ap-
peared in the streets of Philadelphia armed
with a pole, on one end of which a sharp bay-
onet was fastened, and with this weapon he
made an indiscriminate attack upon the pass-
ers. He was finally disarmed, but retreated
into his house and procured a double-barreled
gun, which was also wrested from him and he
was taken to the lock-up, together with his
wife, who attempted to rescune him.

The most audacious piece of rascality we have
lately been called upon to record happened in
Albany last week. A gang of eight or ten row-
dies bearded a canal boat, beat the captain,
drove him ashore, placed his wife in a skiff and
carried her off, since which nothing has been
heard from her, although pursuit was immedi-
ately made by the police. While the officers
were in search of the rogues they came across a
party from Bath bound on a similar errand-a
gang of wretches having carried off and ill-
treated a young girl from Bath a few days pre-
viously.

It is also stated that all the foreign merchants
had been obliged to leave Canton, They had
taken refuge on board of men-of-war.
