Among such, medical aid-generally, too, caUlled
in at a late hour-is of but little or no avail.

Hence the disease, for the few past days, has

seemed to be fearfully on the increase, and,

judging alone from the interments, the mortal-
ity almost appalling, when the greatly reduced
number of our white population is considered.
We do not yet despair, dsark as the picture is.
Our medical faculty, though greatly exhausted,
are worting nobly; the clergy of all denomina-
tions are zealous and untiring in their labors in

behalf the sick, the dying and the dead; and
the benevolent of all classes are vigilant in their
ministrations.
