Interesting _frdmamtschatka.
By the arrival of the American brig Boston,

Captain Hedges, advices have been received at
San Francisco from Petropauiski, a Russian
fort on the peninsula of Kamtsohatka, to the
16th of July.

At the time the Boston left, there were in
port a double-banked Russian frigate of 44
guns-the corvette Olleutea of 22 guns, from
the Baltic, with a Baltic crew-.a Guards Costa
and the Russian-American Company's ship
Kamtschatka, armed with eight guns and with
a crew of twenty men. News of the war in
Europe had been brought to Petropaulski by
the American bark Behring, and the Russians
were making great preparations to resist an
anticipated attack by the Allied fleet. The port
is defended by several fortifiations, and new
ones are being erected, consisting of one or two
masked batteries, with three or four mortars.

The Governor has under his command a full
regiment of soldiers, thoroughly equipped, and
is confident that he can stand a pretty long

ietropaulaki contains between 8500 and 4000
inhabitants including a few Americans and
Englishmen, and one American store. Every-
body is obliged to be a soldier or a sailor, and

The town is situated on an inland Bay, the
entrance to which,-from the ocean, is through a
narrow inlet, three miles in length, studded
with islands, and commanded by several bat-
teries.

Capt. Hedges, with the-Boston, beat
in and out in a fo.

The ship Kamtechatka in port was recently
from Valparaiso, Bnd was said to be bound for
a port in the Oho•sk, thence to Sitka.

We learn that the Boston got ashore on the
island of Nuniv ,, in Cook's Inlet, during a
dense fog. The Indians made an attack upon
her, but were baten off without loss. Capt.
Hedgeswas oblig d to throw overboard a part
of the cargo to get her off.

Twenty-Pour DDays Later from China.
INTERE MGo AND IMPORTANT.

By the arrival it San Francisco of the bark
Mermaid, Capt. Smith, intelligence has been
received from Caiton to the 1st of July, 24 days
later than previoas advices.

The China Mill gives the particulars of a
number of captlres made by Chinese pirates
around the island of Hong-kong. Rumors of
immense pirate Beets occasionally reach the
ears of foreigner On the 10th of June, Com-
mander Ringgolddispatched the U. S. brig Por-
poise on a cruie among the islands outside
Hong-kong, buttshe returned two days after-
wards without having fallen in with any of the
pirate junks. iM. . Spartan, however, which
started on the 17h of June, in pursuit of a fleet
which had committed great depredations on the
market boats, $roved more successful. The
Spartan was piloted by ohe of the crew of a
vessel just pilltged by the pirates to a spot
about 85 mles From Hong-kong, where she
found and captured a junk with a crew of fifty
men. A number of smuggling boats have re-
cently been capttred in the Canton River.

THE HONG-.Kot VOLUNTEERS.--The English

WsRso oF 600 PAOsENoGER.-The bark To-
pane, Capt. Swinton, having on board upwards
of 600 souls, was wrecked on the Pratas Shoal,
within a day's sail of Hong-Kong. Some of
the passengers had been landed, but many still
remained on the wreck. Although the facts
had been known for severaldays in Hong-Kong,
no steps were taken either by the Government
or citizens to rescue the unfortunates from their
perilous position. A subscription was attempted,
but no money could be raised.

SERIOUo OUTBREAK NEAR CANTON.--The China
Mail of the 22dof June says:

The disturbance in Pwan-Yu, bordering on
Whampoa River, after considerable bloodshed,
has been referred to the literati and elders of
the district for adjustment. The outbreak
originated in a dispute about a water course for
supplying the paddy fields.

But a more serious affair has occurred at
Shih-lung, a large market town andsugar mart
some ten or fifteen miles to the eastward of
Whampoa, and which has been plundered by a
band of several thousand malcontents under
three leaders--Ho of Shun-teh district, and
Yuen and Chan of Tung-kwan. They defeated
the troops sent against them, killed the highest
military officer in the station, wounded the
district magistrate, burnt many houses, and
pillaged the bankers and pawnbrokers shops
Growing bolder from success, they proceeded to
invest the district city of Tung-kwan, near the
Bogue, to the relief of which 1800 soldiers were
dispatched from Canton on the 14th ofJune. It
is also said that with increasing numbers they
now threaten to storm the Bogus forts and after-
wards march upon Canton. But that of course
must be mere bravado.

The Hong-Kong Register, of June 27, five
days later, says that the foreign community at
Caton ware greatly apprehensive of an attfek
upon the city by the insurgenti mentioned above.

Of course we await the result of his aerial flight
with breathless interest.

A young man and young woman were found
among the rocks, near the Falls at Paterson,
N. J., on Monday morning, the 11th inst.,

where they had lain all night, having fallen
down a precipice on the night previous. The

woman had both her legs and one arm broken,
and the man had his back and ribs broken, and
was otherwise injured.

The Charleston Mercury of the 18th says

that the three buoys on Ship, Bar swept away
by the late gale, have been replaced by three
iron ones numbered successively-commencing
at the outer buoy-with Nos. 2, 4 and 6, and

that the over-all buoy was put down on the

16th. Two of the Georgetown buoys `were

swept off by the same gale.

A serious affray occurred at the Lexington
Fair ground, Kentucky, on the 14th, between

Thomas Bedford and George H. Thomas, when
pistols were resorted to. Each party fired four

times, and Thomas was wounded in the thigh.

A colored girl was also seriously wounded, and
a man named Thomas Ferguson was badly out
with a bowie knife during the affray.

The steamer Benjamin Franklin, under orders
to sail from New York with Gen. Paez, against
Venezuela, was, on the 14th instant, seized by
the United States Government, at the solicita-
tion of the Hon. Ramon Azpuras, Minister for
that country. The Minister has also sent to the
Venezuelan Consul at St. Thomas the necessary
orders to act in like manner there with the brig
Catherine Augusta, which left New York some
dayt ago with arms for Gen. Paez.

At a meeting on the 13th of the Board of
Commissioners for Foreign Missions at Balti-
more, the subject of the Choctaw mission again
came up, and another exciting discussion was
had, which was continued until between 11 and
12 o'clock, when the Board adopted the report
and resolutions of the committee on the subject,
endorsing the principles of Mr. Treat's letter of
1848, and refusing to continue the connection
with the Choctawschools under the present law,
which forbids the instructing of slaves, of slave
children, and excludes abolitionists and those
spreading fanatical sentiments from the Choc-
taw nation The Board met agaijon the morn-
ing of the 14th, and after listening to a speech

or two adjourned sine die.
