Oaro AnD MrssrsesrP RAinaoAn.-We are glad
that the last estimates necessary for the com-
pletion of this road have been made, and that
they amount to a very inconsiderable suds.
The whole sum necessary to complete the gra-
ding, etc. for the road to Vincennes, is $163,C00.
The cost of laying the rails, etc., is $40,000,
making a total of $193,000 to complete the road
from Illinoistown to Vincennes, where it is to
connect with the road from Cincinnati. The
rails are all paid for, and will be laid as soon
as possible. It will not be long before a con-
nection is made with the Central Railroad,
and then we shall have a continuous railroad
from St. Louis to Chicago. We hope to see this
accomplished in a month or two, and for this
purpose extraordinary efforts should be made.

RitnR NEws.-The Republican says:
The steamer Montauk, which we called an

" odd fish" in a notice of her while being built,
is not such an "odd fish" after anl, now that
she is completed and in running order. She
returned yesterday after making her first trip,
and her owners are satisfied that she will do;
her draught is much lighter than those not
posted supposed it to be, and she runs better
than was expected. She came down yesterday
with about 240 tons, drawing less than three
and a half feet water, and on her upward trip
carried 125 tons, and drew less than two feet.
The Montank will be off for the Upper Missis-
sippi this evening.

Capt. Price, of this beat, informs us that a
lighter, loaded with 1500 sacks of wheat, corn,
oats, barley, etc., was sunk at Montrose, on
Monday night last, in the following manner :
the Badger State, on arriving at Montrose from
Galena, put her freight, consisting as above
stated, in a lighter, for the purpose of sending
it over the rapids in charge of a pilot, to be re-
shipped to merchants here, and just as the
lighter was ready to start out it was found to
be filling with water from being overloaded, and
sunk immediately in water deep enough to
cover both lighter and cargo. The grain was
all badly damaged or entirely lost. When the
Montauk left Keokuk men were engaged in
taking the sacks from the water. We did not
learn to whom the grain was consigned, nor any
particulars regarding insurance on it.
RESPOSaIBILITY oF STEAMBOAT PILOTS.-Since

the passage of the United States Law, giving
steamboat inspectors authority to license or re-
voke the licenses of pilots and engineers, for
misconduct, by which the lives of passengers are
endangered, it has been often shown that pri-
vate pique or downright neglect of duty has
been the cause of collisions and other accidents.

Pilots are generally paid liberal wages, and
in a recent case the captain exacted from his
pilot, and deducted from his wages, the amount
of damages resulting from a collision. The pilot
of the Jane Franklin had his lihcense revoked by
the Cincinnati Inspectors, on the 31st of August,
for running into the steamer Ben Coursin. The
damages were $40, and was by the captain of
the Franklin collected from his pilot and paid
over to the " Coursin."

There seems at present to be a prospect for a
better stage of water in the Mississippi and other
upper streams than we have heard for some time
past. The river here is swelling slowly. At
Keokuk and all points above, as far up as St.
Paul, considerable rain has fallen, which has
improved navigation a little. Heavy rains have
fallen during the past three days all along the
Missouri, but no rise is reported by the Polar
Star that came in yesterday from 8t, Joseph.

Notwithstanding the slight swell in the river,
boats have succeeded in advancing the price of
freight from this to New Orleans materially.
Flour is now charged 65c., pork 90., whisky
and oils $1 30 per barrel; corn 40c. per sack;
oats 400. per 100 lb. Other articles in propor-
tion.

A REMAnsABLE STATISTICAL FAPT.-The cen-
sus of Memphis, recently taken by Mr. Banks,
exhibited that there are in this city 1417 more
males over twenty-one years of age than there
are females; and 1050 more males over twenty-
one than there are females over seventeen years
of age. It follows that there are a thousand
gentlemen in this city, who, if they wish to
marry will have to go beyond the limits of Mem-
phis to find wives. Perhaps Mrs. Farnham
would do well to ship a colony of damsels to this
city, now that she has supplied California and
Australia. [Memphis Whig.

A NEW MAIL LINE TO NEW OnLEans.-A pe-
tition is in ciroulation among our citizens, for
the establishment of a daily mail line from
Jackson to the terminous of the New Orleans,
Jackson and Great Northern Railroad. The ar-
rangement would shorten the time of the deliv-
ery of mail matter from New Orleans to Jack-
son at least twenty-four hours; and thus ope-
rate to the benefit of the public along' every
mail line north of this point, within the bounds
of the State. The traveling pulio would also
be greatly benefited by the establishment of the
proposed line of stages. Messrs. Hunt & Bow-
man, two of our most enterprising and ener-
getic citizens, will contract to carry out the ar-
rangement if the compensation is at all ade-
quate to the service required. We bespeak the
attention of the Postmaster General to this sub-
jecy. [Jackson Mississippian, 22d inst.

Marvelous and
incredible as this may appear, and we are aware
that it must be so to most people, the family in
whose keeping he is give the following account
of his first attempt at pronouncing the name:
One of the young men in the familyo of the
name of William. to whom the dog was much at-
tached, and whom he at the same time feared,
finding him lying on the rug one evening, gave
the dog a gentle push with his foot to make him
get out of the way, on which the dog under-
growled a little, and, on his attempting to give
him another push, he uttered William's name
very distinctly. The family were surprised,
and the animal, in the course of a few seconds,
after receiving a little caressing, repeated it,
and has continued to do so when desired ever
since."
