The slloation of the
people of New Maxion 38 one of extrems peril,
Al we nre almoat at the merey of the numearona
savage tribes thet surround us on every side,
We haye within oarlimite. about thirty shousard
wilil Indians, ninong-the fercest nod most evue!
of all the Nerth American tribes. They roam
throughout the extentof the Territory at their
pleasare, and can, at pny moment. pounee down
upon the unprotected settlements and murder
the fohabitants, or carry them ints oaptivity.
