The woman
took advice, and obtained assistance from a
prominent citisen of Springfield, and finally ob-
tained the check and the letter in its mutilated
condition. Tho Nonpareil says the whole facts
are well authenticated, and quotes the laws
both of the United States and the State of Ohio,
which entitlqs his reverence to a berth in the
penitentiary for his offence.

SnooTrmo Asxae.-Last evening, about 8
o'olock,.the public hall of the Galt House was
the soene of a shooting affair, in which Ben Lavr-
rence, of this city, and Ben Johnston, of Lex-
ington, wore pgrtioipate..
