A grand ball was to hare taken place in Mex-
ico on the 27th ilt., the anniversaryof Mexican
independence, bat in consequence of some mis-
understanding between the Government and
the Corps Dipelomatsque it was postponed. We
have received the first numbers of anew weekly
journal, called the M•exican Ecohomist, pub.
lithed in the "English language, in the city of
Mexico. In this paper of the 80th ult, we find
the following. account of the postponement of
the anniversary ball:

employees of the Supreme Government could not attend
either. Thbs being known by the Directing Committeeofthe Lonsja, they reslved at the lst bour that the bull Eshould not take plae. This prudent measure deservesprses as woell as the manner n which the Government
has eomported itself is this mtter, which, on beling fullympade known to the phblio, they will jdge qf the oee ac-cording tbo ts mert. and will approve of the prudent anddlgnoted oondnt ef the Gofvermentst'hioh, above all,wishee that Mexire should be considered asre a soverelgn t
Uatio, tndependent and in every thing equal to those of
the oivilsed world. "

The Economistthus describes the ceremonies
of the anniversary celebration:

"In the mornig a solemn mace wau celebrated in theCathedral, ueited by all the civil and military authori-ties. Divine serviee fiehed. the authorities prooeededin proceseion to the Alameda, where an oration was pro-oulaced by hir. gle. Afterthis the reiments of the
guards marched out to Chapultepeo, where a militarybreakfast was laid cut, attended by H. .1. the General
President, his Mitalters, and other authorities. In theevening the whole city we brtlliantly illuminated, andpresented spiendidappearance"

Thero was a rumor that anplan had been
formed to make of the ball an occasion to de-
clare Santa Anra Emperor. It was also said
that one of the regiments had already pro-
claimed him Emperor, but were'prevented from
carrying out their plane by the double opera-
tion of a shower of rain and the refusal of the
other regiments to join them.

The New York Cronida has been prohibited
from entering the Republic, and it is ordered to
be burnt wherever found.

The Convention of the Native American party
of Delaware, met at Dover on Wednesday, the
4th inst., and nominated Peter F. Cauasey for
the Governorship, and Elisha D. Cullam for
Congress.

The Whig Convention of the Second Congres-
sional Distriot of New Jersey, (Mr. Skelton's,)
assembled at Hightstown on the 6th inst., and
was organized by appointing Dr. J. T. Wood-
hall, of Monmouth, as President. Dr. Geo. R.
Robbins, of Meroer county, was nominated for
Congress on the first ballot, by a vote of seventy-
three to forty-five,

The Amerinas war-steam frigate San Jaointo
arrived at Southampton, England, for the pur-
pose of coaling, on the 20th September, in which
port she salunted the English flag, the compli-
ment being returned from the platform battery.
The S. J. is en route for the Baltic Sea, when
she intends to make a short cruise.

The Germans of Williamsburg, N. Y., have
resolved nfever to vote for either a Know-Noth-
ing or a Temperance man, and appointed a com-
tee of ten to aid foreigners in becoming natu.
ralised.

Mr. W. C. Beeman, who has been for some
months in custody on the charge of robbing the
mails, died in the jail at Savannah on the 6th
inst. of yellow fever. He was to have been
tried at the November term of the U. S. Dis-
trict Court of Georgia.

Lieut. J. D. Bullooh, of the Navy, who com-
manded the mail steamer Georgia, resigned on
the 6th inst.

On the night of the 4th instant, a printer
named D. N. Thomas committed suiolde in New
York by taking stryohnine. It was supposed
his mind had been affeoted by spiritual mani-
festations.

A young man named Post was stabbed in New
York on the evening of the 4th by a man named
King. H6 died the next morning, and King was
arrested. It appeared at the Coroner's inquest
that the fatal blors were given in self-defense.

During the month of September there ar-
rived at New York, from foreign countries,
26,808 immigrants; making a grand total,
from the let of January, (nine months,) of
6250,000.
It is understood that the Provincial Parlia-

ment will immediately be called together, to
take such legislative action as is necessary be-
fore the Reciprocity Treaty can go into effect.

Prof. Bache, of the Coast Survey, announces
the discovery of very dangeroussunken ledge,
in the neighborhood of the " Minot Ledges," in
the approaches to Boston Bay, which has only
ten feet of water on it at low water, spring
tides.

The fireman
jumped off the tender to save himself, when it
fell upon him and crushed him to death. , No
others were injured.

A terrible railroad acoodent occurred on the
4th inst., on the road near Lynchburg, Va.
Just as the train was approaching the bfidge it
was discovered that the draw was up, and the
locomotive dashed over. There were three per-
eons killed, all of whom were hands connected
with the train. The passengers suffered no
injury.

Our Council.

esers. Editorr-The proceedings of the Board of Al-
dermen and of Assistant Aldermen, in joint sasembly on
Tuesday last, insomuch as touched their attempt to elect
a BReorder for the First Districot, were happily broken up
by the teohnicalities of their parliamentary rules.

Upon the question whether or not Mr. Alderman Bloom.
told had the legal right to vote, neither the hasty decis-
Ion of the President nor the nearly nan~umous sustaining
of that decision by the hard of Assistants, has satisfied
the constituents of Mr. Alderman Bloomfield that they
wera legally disfranchised. On the contrary, they are
satisfied that it is they, and not Mr. Bloomfield, who are
"personally interested" in the hoice of their rulers ;
and It sounds very like an anomaly to them. in their con-
struction of our municipal government orgeanlation,that
it should be decreed by either Board of the Council that
any of their number, or any one whoprsoever, should pre-
tend to lay a claim and " personal interest" or right in
any public office whatsoever. Thevote of Mr. Bloomfeld
belonged to his conetituents, and until it be made manifest
that the willingness of a good citizen to accept and per-
form the duties of an ofaee, to-which he may be called, is
of itself a matter of such "per

s o n
al interest " as to shut

up his judgment upon his own honesty and capacity
Then, very certain it is that Mr. Bloomfield will bejusti-
tied by the course which. contrary to his own dictates of
good taste, he was earnestly solicited to take.

However, this matter is only important inasmuch as it
has led to the careful investigation of the acts creating
thepresentstrooture of our city government, and brought
home to us clearly and distinctly in advance of definite
action upon an election, seach construction of the munici-
pal law as will happily save us from a vexatious and litigi-
ous suit in court under application for wrilt of mandamus
and rue warrnelo, which proceedings, all know, have of
late been too seandalously frequent.

And now to the law. It appears by se offocial records
of the journal of the present City Counell, acting under
the requirements of the consolidation act, that under
date of 11th May, 1851, William Bloomfield, Sr., was
unanimously elected as .dsistant Recorder." Under what
law ? To what end ? Hare are the answers to these ques
tions. The 28th section of the act of coosolidation reads
the following :

'" The Commoh Council shall, in joint meeting, elect
e woce, ronm their own number, four person who shall

aknr act as Recorders ro tmpoers in the ease of sibkness
or asence of any e or more of the Recorders, and they
aone shall have power of acting as examining or commit-
tieng magistrates, and of relerlog any persons arrested
for crime or misdemeanor, upon bod and security
given."

Under this section, which governed and overrode the
preoedlog 18th moection, ar.ad so far, and fr only, as the va-
cancies touching the mffice of Recorder are affected, the
Common Council, on the 11th of May, 1854d, took action,
and the result of their work stil lives. That which they
then did, remains, and must remain untillthe end gf the
unexpired term of ex-Recorder gummers, and until the
next "city election," wherscr.ver or whatsoever that de-
elaation mar be.

The words of the 28th section are clear and free from
ambigunity and, the construction here given is in care-
ful accord, not only with the rules of the common law
maxim, rrpesrio unius est rclusio olrrius, but of the rules
laid down in our own code for the construcation of statutes

The 13th section, already acted upon, and over-ridden
by the 28th section, reads as follows :

"Whenever a vacancy shall occur, by death or otlheite,
in the olie of the Mayor. Recorder, Treasurer, Control-
ler, Surveyor or Street Commissioner, it shall be the dutyof'the Boeards of Aldermen, in joint meeting, to elect,
Tics erce, a person qualified to serve in the office so va
cated,who shall continue in omce until the Monday suc-
ceeding the next city election, and until his suneeesor
shall have been duly elected and qualified."

Itt Is clear that after this waes written, and later down
the statute, t'wae corrected, and wisely too, by the 28tA
crlico, which took off and away from the Council the
right to elect a Ro frder, save from out their own body.
This officer only is touched qy the 28th section, and it Is
he etee, who being already a member of the Councl, and
so e Offiio a Justice of the Peace, is to be taken from out
of the Council, while the e Mayor Treenrer, Street Com-
misbioner, Surveyor and Controller, are ef as they were,and left as they should he, for choice from the people at
large. Thus, the only person "qualified" for election
vim voce, to fill a vacancy In the Recorder's office, is some
member of the Council.

From all time, the offce of Recorder has been with us
olosely connected with the duties of the Alderman; the
Recorder has been o officio President of the Council, and
Aldermen have under their commissions as Justices of the
Peace exercised all the rights of the Recorder.

It has been seen that on the 11th of May. 1854, the
Council acted upon the requirements of the whole Con-
solidation Act, and unanimously elected to service as
Recarder, in cases of the absence of the Recorder already
elect, Mr Wm. Bloomfield. Sr. They provided then for
the case foreseen by the law, and which is the contingency
now present, to wit: the office of Recorder, made vacant
by the abandonment and absence, or resignation of Mr.
Summers.

This is made to appear as the certain construction by
the put case of, if to-day Mr. Bloomfield, who is certainly
now In oliee till his successor be made, should himself be
absent, could the Council go out from their own number
for one who should be elected to serves a as Recorder
Clearly not.
For the exhausting of the panel of the members of the

City Council, "the Monday succeeding the next city else-
tion," is the only contingency. What a " city election"
is and where it take place, are questions of little moment
now-for, at all svsnts, it is clear that until such "city
election" does take place William Bloomfield, senior, is
the only elected Recorder of the FirstDistrioct. IHe must
insist upon the post. tIe must protest against any elec-
tion by the Council which may oust him. All acts and
decrees made by another than by the officer who holds
under the proceedings of the 11th of May, 1854, will be
nullities, and so the guilty will be freed from their bonds,
and the innocent will distrust justice, and a harvest-field
will be opened, wherein little can be left for law, so tram
pled upon will it have been by lawyers, unless Mr. Recor-
der Bloomfield shall insist upon the rules of law, touching
himself, with the same vigor and integrity with which he
has given them execution where others were.
Gentlemen of the City Council, it is a good rule to let

well enough alone, especially where a change made merely
for change, may bring a train of trouble with it. LEX.
