A train of cars on the Harlem Railroad ran
off the track near Yorkville on the evening of
the 9th. Mr. Smith, the engineer, was thought
to be fatally wured. None of the passengers
were hurt, aliough some of the cars were badly
smashed.

The man generally known by the cognomen
of Major Byron, who was arrested for throw-
ing the care from the track of the Michigan
Bouthern Railroad, near Adrian, some time in
March list, has been tried in Chicago, and
sentenced to twenty years' confinement in the
State Prison.

A Native American procession passed through
the principal streets of Baltimore on the evening
of the 9th, bearing banners and transparencies
with numerbue insoriptions, as " 1 Don't Know,"
D'Do'Spot potMe," " Reform in the City Govern-

ment," eto. The procession was eight deep and
about four squares in length.

The ship Hansa, which arrived at NewYork
a few days ago from Bremen, left in the Roads
ships New Era and Ambassador, and a small
fleet of Bremen vessels, ready for sea, waiting
for a fair wind, all bound to the United States,
with passengers-say in all 6000 persons. The
H. brought 64 cabin passengers and 847 in the
steerage.

An affray occurred at LeXington, Ken-
tacky, on Wednesday, the 4th instant, be-
tween Edward Irvin, a grand-son of the
late Henry Clay, and a, man named Crandall.
The latter was abot in the arm and abdomen.
and the former had his hip grazed by a ball,
and was beat over the head with the butt of a
pistol, but not seriously injured. On thefollow-
ing day Irvin was tried and acquitted.

The police of Macon, Ga., broke up a nest of
thieves in that town recently, and at the house of
a man named Powers found six or seven trunks
filled with new clothing and about $800 in gold.
A number of negroes were implicated and
arrested. One of them managed to escape from
the Marshal and o6ncealed himself inside a well
curb. With the aid of dogs he was found, but
refused to come out, and when they attempted
to seize him leaped into the well and was
drowned, having handouffs on at the time.

The Trenton (Tena.) Standard states that a
bloody affray occurred in the town of Eaton,in
Gibson county, on the 80th nit., between J. T.
Callahan and two brothers, named William and
Thomas Buchanan. Callahan and William
Buchanan were killed. The former had posted
the latter, and the two Buchanans called on
him for a retraction, which being refused, the
diffiulty commenced. Callahan was shot, and
died upon the spot, after shooting Buchanan,
who died on the Tuesday following.

The New York correspondent of the Baltimore
Sun, writing under date of the 9th, says:
There are at present in port thirty-eight

steamships, one hundred and sixty-eight ships,
one hundred and eighteen barks, one hundred
brigs, three hundred and eighty-three schooners,
besides small craft engaged in various kinds of
traffic probably number three hundred, the
whole forming a fleeet of upwards of eleven hun-
dred vessels.

During the past two or three months an unu-
sually large number of foreigners have returned
to their homes in the Old World. The number
who have left this port for Germany, England
and other parts of Europe, since the first of
August, is estimated at six thousand, or between
ten and flfteen per cent. of the total amount of
immigration during the same time.

Dr. Walter B. Young, a highly respected
physician of Thibodaux, died on Wednesday the.

We regret to learn that Mr. B. F. Glasscok,
residing on Black River, in this parish, had
both hie hands caught in the machinery of his
cotton gin, on Tuesday evening last, and one of
them (his right hand) literally crushed to
pieces. It is feared by his friends that ampu-
tation must be resorted to. The other hand is
badly injured, but hopes are entertained that
he will not lose the use of it.

All our exchanges both in Louisiana and
Mississippi complain of great injury done to the
cotton crop from the late heavy rains and winds.
The cotton in this immediate neghborhood has
also suffered to a considerable extent, by the
rains and the dry rot.

The Alexandria Democrat of the 11th an-
nounces that there is no improvement in the
health of that town. Up to that date about a
hundred persons had been under treatment for
a fever reseinbling yellow fever, though none
had died. On the previous day a man was
reported to have the black vomit.

A DEEP SPRe-G.-On Lake Prairie, Iowa,
there is a spring, the bottom of which no plum-
met has ever yet sounded. It has a false bot-
tom about three feet from the surface, through
which, if a twenty foot pole be thrust, it will
sink under the sand composing the crust-like

layer, and in a moment after its disappearance,
will bound up again on the surface. An Indian
legend has it that on a quiet full-moon night,
the Great Spirit led the wicked onesof a certain
tribe thither, and when they saw the glorious
beauty of the crystal water, they thought to
bathe themselves in the moon-kissed fountain,
and therefore plunged into the spring, but sunk
to rise no more. Ever afterwards, runs thestory, the manes of these evil unfortunates

have troubled the bottomless water, and to thisday they agitate the deceptive bosom of the

beautiful, though dangerous, spring.

RcsURaECTION OF DIMeASEs.-On digging re-
cently at a particular locality in London, for
the purpose of making sewers, the same pit was
disturbed which had been the place of inter-
ment from sufferers by the plague two hundred
years ago. The mortality from cholera has
been great in this particular locality. Such
analogous cases are said to be on medical record;
among others, one in which the small-pox was
communicated from opening the grave of a per-
son who had died of it ten years previously.

A "Fox" HUvT.-A scene occurred a few
years since at a village near Newburg, N. Y.,
which set the good folk of the village quite agog.
The namc of the village shall be nameless.
Suffice it to say that the major part of its in-
habitants consisted of that staid, pious sect of
religionists called Quakers.

The excellent broad-brimmed people were not
without their delight, a huge, plain, unpainted
meeting-house duly laid off within into two sec-
tions, the one were the benches for the Quaker-
esses, the others were those of the Quakers, and
containing at the end farthest from the door,
the usual raised seats for the elders, male and
female.

One Saturday, some of the young scapegraces
of the village caught a fox, and intent on sport,
after the meeting-house was opened the next
morning, and before the prim unoffending
Friends had gathered, they led Reynard along
the street, trailed him into one door and out at
the other and-all around the interior of the
church and so on.

They had sat for a full hour, soberly looking
into their laps and twirling their thumbs-the
silence meanwhile having settled down like a
northern winter-when the young scamps, who
had a large pack of hounds, let them loose and
put them upon the trail. Away they went
with a yelp, yelp, yelp, following the trail with
their noses to the ground, and if there is any-
thing that can get up a racket it is a pack of
hounds in full cry. Away they went straight
for the meeting-house, and in they tumbled pell
mell among the quiet, unoffending Quakers.
Yelp, yelp, yelp, yelp resounded and echoed
within the plain wall and among the unpainted
benches, to the utter amazement of the broad-
brista and the drab bonnets. Yelp, yelp, yelp
away they went, following the trail up one aisle
and down the other, and up on the raised seats,
and over and under and among the legs of the
astonished elders, through, into and around the
female part of the house, and so out of the door,
their cries growing less and less distinct in the
distance. It is needless to say that the meeting
was frightened from its propriety, and ad-
journed with ill disguised indignation. The
friend who tells us the story says that the
leader of that hunting party was sent by his
"paternal" ancestor on a long sea voyage to
amend his manners.
