The man is well ibalt
musular, and from five to sin feet high
skull is thick and flattened; his forehead bold
his eyes, which are large, black and esprsesie,
sunk; his nose flattened- and hip moUth rids-
his lips rather thick; his teeth perfeit aptd
beautiful, though in the dental arrangement in
many, a difference eoists between the incisor and
canine teeth; his chest is broad and deep; his
carriage erect, and there is considerable natu.
ral grace and dignity of demeanor. A single
garment only is worn, made in the form of an
oblong cloak or coverlet of the skins of theopos-
sum, the kangaroo, or the wallabie, and, where
animals are scarce, of an ingeniously manufac-
tured article of seaweed or rushes, and is very
becoming. It has the fur outward and is thrown
over the back and left shoulder, and pinned on
in front with a little wooden peg. The open
part is opposite the right side so as to leave, in
tneman, the right arm and shoulder bare. The
character of the Australian is frank, open anid
confiding; and when once on terms of friendship
has a freedom and fearlessness that would give
little countenance to the impression so generally
entertained of his treachery. Having no ves-
sels capable of resisting the action of fire, they
are unacquainted with the simple process of
boiling; their culinary operations are, there-
fore, confined to broiling, baking and steaming.
Cannibalism does not appear to prevail exten-
sively through the continent, though it exists in
a few tribes.

The following account was given by the na-
tives of the Murrey of their idea of the crea-
tion: That there are four individuals living up
among the clouds called Nooreele, consisting of
a father and his three children, but there is no
mother. The father is all-powerful, and of a
benevolent character. He made the trees, seas,
waters, etc.; gave names to every thing and
place, and settled the natives in their different
districts, telling each tribe they were to inhabit
such and such localities, and were to speak such
and such languages. The 1Nooreele never die,
and the soule (ludko, literally a shadow,) Of
dead natives will go up and join them in the
skies, and will never die again. Other tribes
give an account of a serpent of immense size,
and inhabiting high rocky mountains, which,
they say, produced creation by a blow of his
tail.

The Australian believes in sorcery and witch-
craft. The ceremonies and superstitions of the
natives are numerous, and involved in much
obscurity. The modes of disposing of the dead
vary greatly, according to the usage of the dis-
trict and the age of the deceased; simple burial,
the burning of the body, the drying of the body
in the sun until it is mummied, are all had re-
course to. The lamentations for the dead do
not terminate with the burial; frequently they
are renewed at intervals by the women during
late hours of the night, or some hours before
daybreak; and piercingly as those cries strike
upon the traveler in the lonely wood, if raised
suddenly very near him, yet, mellowed by dis-
tance, they are soothing and pleasing.

Where do Men go who die at Chicagol

Some years ago, when Chicago was in its in-
fancy, a stranger took up his quarters at the
principal hotel, and inscribed his name on the
register as "Mr. J- , of St. Louis." For
several days he remained there, engaged in
transacting the business which had brought
him to the place, and from his exceedingly plain
dress, manners and general appearance, at-
tracted but little attention.

Soon Mr.- was suddenly seized with illness,
during which he was sadly neglected by his
host; and the servants, taking their tone from
the master of the house, left him to shift for
himself as he best could. Thus matters went
on, till one morning he was past praying for.
IHis papers were then examined, that the sad
intelligence might be communicated to his
friends; when, to the surprise of all, he was
found to be one of the wealthiest men in the
western country.

Arrangements were accordingly made for the
funeral; but before the last rites were per-
formed, the subject came to life again, having
been the victim of catalepsy instead of the
"grim King of Terrors." All were overjoyed
at his fortunate escape from so dreadful a fate,
and from that time were profuse in their ex-
pressions of solicitude, elicted, however, if we
may be judges, by "documentary" evidence,"
rather.than by any personal regard.

At length some one ventured to ask how things
appeared to him while in his trance; to which
he thus replied:

" I thought I had come to the river of death,
where I met an angel, who handed me a jeo el
to serve as a pass to the other side On giving
this to the. ferryman, I received .from him an-
other, which carried me forward another stage
in my journey. Going on thus for several
stages, receiving at the termination of each a
ticket for the succeeding one, I at last reached
the gate of the Heavenly City. There I found
St. Peter, who opened the door at my summons,
pipe in mouth, seated by a small table, on
which stood a goodly mug of steaming hot
whisky toddy.

" Good morning, sir," said he, very politely.
" Good morning, St. Peter, " said I.
" Who are you, sir " asked he, turning over

the leaves of a huge ledger.
