I0 o'elock in the Tivoli Coffee-Iouse, at the corner of De-
lord and Tchoupitonulas streets. SPanian was a perfect
stranger to the party, who did not even know his name
but had got into some diffioulty with Crowin about har-
ing insulted a women, the bording-bomse keeper, where
Crowin boarded. They had all been drinking a good deal.

and left the coffee-house together a little before 11 o'clock,
to go home. Qrowin and Scanlan, however, stopped at
the corner and entered into;aonversation, andhere Smith
In his testimony states:

" I passed on a few steps rving them together Be-
fore I got far I heard a blow as of some one tirhking an-
other. I turned round and saw a man fal upon the side-
walk. Crowin then advanced towards me wsitng very
fast and sad. 'Come lt s go home,' and we both has-
trened away, leaving the man on tie sidewalk. I went to
my home in Foueher street, and Crowli went to his
boarding-hoeo in North Market street."

From information previously reesived, the police bad

arrested at 4 o'clock yesterday morning, Edward Crowin,
,oeas Crow, in North Iarket street, charged with being the

man who struck the fatal blow. Blood was found upon
his shirt, and the testimony of Smith leaves but little

doubt that he is tec man who committed the fearful

Lieutenant Hahn received during the exminatinn an

nonymous note, in which the writer stated he thought the
wound in Soalen's chest had been ildictedwith a small.

molder'se trowel An implement of this kind was found

in Corwin's pocket, and, on being applied to the wound,
it was found to at exuotly. It i ea mot dangerous looking
weapon, and must have been driven home with right good

will, as it cut through one of the ribs and sunk to the

hiltin the heart penetrating the liver.
Several other witnesses corroborated the statement of

Smith about the quarrel between the parties-their being
drcnk and drinking on the Levee-leaving it and talking

together on the corner-the deceased falling, and the

other man walkingoff. Butthe murder, strange to say,

was done so quietly that no one in the coffee-house knew

any thing about it till they were Informed by a man who

had seen the deceased fall, and going up to him found

that he was dead. The body of the deceased could not

at firat be identifed, and it was kept till a late hour. at

the Poliee ofee, bZ oder of the Coroner, for rdentifica-

tion; when finally one of the polie qvoecer stated that
his name was Seanlan-that he had -been In the Work-

house some mntths ago. He ws. a rather tall, grey-

headed man, about forty yean f 4ge and s1epposed to

have been a native of Ireland, thodgh it is hot certain.
