She is a pro-
peller of over 500 tons, with oscillating engines and ma-

ehinery of the most perfect description,•lade by Messrs.
Farren, of the Farren Iron Works. New York. This
steamer will be manned by a crew of 90 men, and, after
her arrival at Vera Cruz, will be commanded by Captain
Cervellus, of the Mexican Navy.

An abstract of the report of the English Emi-
gration Commissioners shows that the average emigration
from Great Britain for the last seven years has been 303-
033 annually. or 2,121.231 ; while for the previous thirty-
two years it amounted to only 1,072,292. There has been
a decrease in emigration to this country during the past
two years, but there has betn an increase in that to the
British North American provinces, owing, perhaps, to the
fact that the prine of peesage to the latter is at all times
somewhat less than to the former. The emigrants to the
provinces usually at first make their way to the United
States, especially those of the laboring class, which of
course is by far the most numerous; but many of them
retrace their steps and eventually become permanent set-
tlers in Canada, the upper province generally having the
preference over the lower on account of the large admix-
ture of native Canadian French in the latter, and for
other reasons of a more substantial nature. The report
al-o gives the aecertained amount of money remitted from
North America to Great Britain by emigrants. From
1858 to 1813 these remittances reaehed the enormous sum

of 5:790000, or nearly $29 00000; and this is only the
amount sent through the principal banking and mercan-
tile housne, leaving entirely out of the account the equally
enormous sum transmitted by private channels.

An important opinion on the question of par-
allel railroads has recently been delivered by Chief Jus-
tice Shaw, of the Supreme Judicial Court of Massachu.
setts. The Boston and Lowell Railroad sued the Boston
and Maine. the Salem and Lowell. and the Lawrence

Railroads for combining certain ectious of their respect-
ive roads, so as to make a parallel road from Bofton to
Lowell, and for advertising to carry, and actually carry-
ing, passengers and freight between the two cities with-
out change of cars. Chief Justice Shaw has given the do-
cision of the Court :that the course of the Boston and
Maine and arefuieted roads, in thus estlblihbiug a par-
allel ine between Boston and Lowell. is an infringement
of the chaerter of the onwell Itriroad ; that the defend-
auts have no right thus to establish and run a continu-

onus railroad between the two cities, under an agreement
to share protlte and the plaintiffs are entitled to a decree
in their flaor.

The fearful extent to which the yellow fever
is raging in St. Mary's and Darien, OGeorgia, has rendered
it imperative upon the authorities of Jacksonville to
place quarantine restrictions of a stringent character upon
these places. Persons therefromare not allowed to land

at that place or enter its corporate limits by the land
route until they have been absent from those towns ten
days.

Mr. John F. Wheeler, senior editor of the
Port Smith (Ark.) Herald, has received news of the mur-
der of his son, Theodore F. Wheeler, on the South Platte
river. Mr. W. was crossing the Plains, and was shot by
a member of his own party, in the most cowardly manner.
Francis Brown, the murderer, was immediately killed.

On the night of the 21st, a colored woman in
NewYork named Elizabeth Jordan, while partially de-
ranged,jumped from the fifth story of a house in Seventht
Avenue to the basement, and was seriously injured
though no bones were broken.

The City Council of Memphis has passed a
resolution requesting the Secretary of the Navy to sus-
pend the sale of the Government property advertised to
take place in the Memphis Navy Yard. Another resolu-
tion states that the yard will be retransferred to Govern-
ment if Congreess will reinstate it.

A woman named Eliza Bluch, was suffocated
at Philadelphia, on the night of the 21st uttimo, by the
escaping of ges from a furnase, she being at the time con-
fined in a cell in the Moyamensing prison. An inquest
was held and a verdict rendered in aeoordance with the
facts.

The Louisville Journal says that Mr. Mills,
of llarrodsburg, Ky., recently shot at a target five times,
ata distance of one hundred yards, and all the shot.
averaged one and seven-eighths inches from the center.
Mr. M. is a gunsmith, and the rille was of his own man-
ufacture. On another oceanion, Mr. Mills shot the same
number of times, at the same distance, averaging three
and five-eigths inches of the centre.

An affray occurred in Kansas Territory in
the early part of October, which, it was thought, would
result latally to two persons. The dlimoulty was between
two Kentuckians and several persons from Platte county,
about a claim. The matter wa left to a third party to
settler. who decided in favor of the Kentuckians. When
the decision was proclaimed, the Platte county olaimants,
headed by one Bugee, attacked the other party and cut
them with kuives in such a manner that no hopes are
entertained of their recovery. The Governor. who is at
Leavenworth. had the parties arrested at once, and It is
to he hoped he will use vigorous means to put a stop to
uch lawless proceedings.

We learn from Mr. Thomas Allen, of the
Choctaw Nation, that Mr. Charles A. HiUnckley, formerly
of this place, and Inte editor of the Chickasaw Intelligen-
cer, killed himself last wvek at Fort Arbuekleo. Ile stabbed
himself to the heart with a knife.
