FURTHER BY THE ARABIA.

PARTICULARS OF THE WAR NEWS.

Reported FPall of Sebastopol!

.•NOTHER HOAX SUSPECTED!!.'

CONDITION OF THE ARMIES.

New Yone, Nov. a.--The dispatch announc-
ing that the bombardment:hof Sebastopol had
been commenced on the 13th was received
at London, on Friday, the 20th, and had been
forwarded from Bucharest. It stated that the
fire had been opened upon the city from two
hundred pieces of heavy artillery, and it was
expected that the place would not be able to hold
out more than three or four days.

Reports had again beenoirculated at Vienna,
Paris and London, that Sebastopol had actually
fallen. The public were very slow of belief in
the report, suspecting another fraud, but large
stock operations were effected on the faith of
the rumor.

The Government officials were confidently ex-
pecting very important intelligence before the
lot of November.

Gen. Canrobert had stated in a dispatch to
the French Government that he considered the
position of the Allies before Sebastopol impreg-
nable, and that it could be held by 80,000 men
and two hundred guns against a force of 200,-
000 Russians. A corps of 15,000 Russians were
posted near Sebaltopol, but it was believed that
they could not long retain their position there.

Menschtkoff's Papers.
Prince Menschikoff's private papers, which

were taken in his campaign at the battle of the
Alma, contained a correspondence which impli-
cated several persons connected with the Allies,
and a number of arrests had consequently been
made.

Gort schakoff at Odessa.
Dispatches from Odessa, dated October 8,

state that Gortechakoff was then at that place,
where he had received dispatches from Ilens-
chikoff, urging him to send his army to Sebas-
topol, and stating that he (Menschikoff) could
not hold out unless thus reinforced.

Operations on the Sea of Asov.
Two British steamers had been ordered to

proceed to the Sea of Azov to bombard a town
on the coast of that sea.

The Baltic Fleets.
A large portion of the French fleet from the

i Baltic had returned to Cherbourg. It was re.

ported that the Government of Denmartk woul I
probably grant permission to the British feet
to winter at Kirel (1)

Prussia ind Austria. 0
The tone of the German press would seem to

indicate a contemplated rupture between Prus- p
sia and Austria, and the public apprehension in
this regard was producing great anxiety at
Berlin.

Protectorate.
The St. Petersburg journals contain a dis- s

patch stating that commissioners of the West-
ern Powers, including Austria, had held a
meeting with Turkish commissioners at Con-
stantinople to arrange the question of a Pro-
tectorate as proposed by the Austrian Cabinet.

Aid for the Wounded.
The British national subscription for funds to

relieve the wounded of the battle of the Alma 0

already amounted to some 6000 pounds, and a
regiment of women had beenorganized as nurses
for the sick and wounded of the army. This
female regiment would proceed immediately to
the scene of war to commence their duties.

Nothing More of the Arctic.

NEw YORK, Nov. 2.-Advices from St. Johns,
N. F., have been received of a later date than
those announcing the return of the vessels sent
out in search of the Arctic survivors. These
also state that no further tidings of the Arctic
had yet been received there.

NEW YORK, Nov. 3.--The Arabia's advices re-

port that Freights had advanced at Liverpool.
Steamboats Passing.

VreRsusoa, Nov. 3.-The following steam-
boats have passed here during the last 24 hours,
bound for New Orleans: The Fanny Bullitt at
12 1P.

NEw Yong, Nov. 2.-The Pacific brings state-
ments from Sebastopol to the effect that the
Russian forces there were being decimated by
the cholera.

On the 16th ult. a body of twenty thousand
made a sortie from the city and attacked the
besiegers, but were repulsed with great loss.

Russia is known to be amassing troops all
along the Austrian frontiers, while, it is said,
she has scarcely a regiment on that of Prussia.

The steamships Arabia and Ottawa had both
arrived at Liverpool, without any further
tidings in reference to the missing passengers on
board the ill-fated Arctic.

All the boats which had been sent out to
search for them have returned, also without any
news.

The American ship Lady Pierce, had arrived
at Jeddo, in Japan, via Hong Kong, and had
been most favorably received.

A decree had been published by the Govern-
ment at Madrid, ordering all foreign refugees
to leave the city within eight days.

A report reaches us here from Washington, to
the effect that England has abandoned the pro-
tectorate of Greytown, but claims damages for
the losses sustained by British subjects fZom
the bombardment.
