But the

malediction of the priest only had the effeot to

give the ball greater eclat, and the festival was
largely attended, and brilliant beyond all an-

ticipation. The substance of the denunciation
was stated at a meeting of the company on the
evening previous to the ball, by Lieut. Somers,
as follows:

The Reverend individual asserted that he had
attended a number of Irish females on Randall's
Island and Blackwell's Island, who were af-
fected with a certain disease, the origin of
which they attributed to their habit of fre-
quenting balls. He (the preacher) asserted
that no woman would go to a ball but for the
gratification of an animal passion, and to be
prostituted; that no young men went to balls
but for the purpose of seducing the young girls
who frequented them; that Mitchel, Meaghor,
and the person called Col. Doheny, were Irish,

Radicals, Free Masons, Crrbonari, etc., their

object being to persecute the Church; that
Mitchel and the Oitlzen were the greatest ene-
mies our Holy Father, the Pope, had; that
Irish military organizations in this country
wereillegal, their object being to create a re-
'bellion in Ireland, and implicate this country in

,*war with Bngland; that a Young Irelander
could not be a Christian, and was consequently
excommunicated from the Church, and could
not receive the Sacrament; and lastly, that no
power but that of the Church ever could, or
would, liberate Ireland.

After this offensive language had been stated,
the following preamble and resolutions were
offered and adopted unanimously :

Woaroe, It has been representad to us, on authority
thadt eldmits of no question or doubt, that the Rev. Messrs.
James Kelly and Haseesr made this company, and its
anniversary •ll, tohe abldon to-morrow night. the sub-
jeat of the bitt•ese denuneiation, on Sunday ost, before
the oonersgation at et.

Andrew Kelly then offered the following, the
adoption of which was seoonded by James Cun-
ningam, and also unanimously agreed to:

of both sexes of the Irish,

Still another was then presented by Wm,. Ben-
nett, the adoption seconded by Win. Bener, to
whicoh the Grenadiers also agreed:

Lidue A of or olergeen, we owe civil and military

duties to he Repoblla and to thebs State of lNew Jerey,
with whish we shall never allow any clergymen under any
petense to intefore.

On Tuesday night at the supper in connec-
tion with the ball, John Mitchel, was called out,
and made a strong speech, in the course of
which he said:

- For my own part, Father Kelly, youare welooms to call
msaRepubllcan-evsn Redltnepboles. Andnow,gen-
ileamn of the Republican Grenadier Guards, what can I
et Thi s Isnot a debating society. nora Harsd Shsll Con-
veritio, but a ball; and I am ensible of the inoonagraty,
say, the bad tats, of addresaig a festive company on
such grave topies as these. Instead of the dasnoing and
revel proper to the ocaslson, arewe to have high discourse
of•Churoh and Stt? Instead•of firation. er we to be
occupied with civil and reltgious liberty ? Yet bear with
me. The ecoasion is semewhat peoullar. I ame here
not only because I was bidden, but also because I was for-
bidden. I came purposelyto meet and to brave thathun-
ders of the Jersey Vatican. I came to see whether I was
to be recsived asan alien and an enemy by thoese who
were one my friends and comrades-to see whether Irish
girls would shudder at my approach, and torn away their
ev ses if l were not only a Red Republican, but a B ed In-
diaaCamasche, an Apache, aeanlbal,with the brand of
Cain upon mybrow.

each, and four others 10,000 each. By this schedule hin
total indebtedneas is represented to be $3:388,000.

ARRIvAL OF A MISTrNGi VESSEL.-The Bremen
ship Elsfelth, for whose safety apprehensions were felt,
arrived at Baltimore on the 31st ult. from Bremen. with
133 passengers. The Elefelth was 03 days on the passage.
Notwithstanding this long voyage her passengers landed
in a healthful condition, though they had been subjected
to considerable privation

LACn MAKsNo.-The most interesting and
wonderful exhibition at the Virginia State Agricultural
Fair, was the manufacture of thread lace by hand, which
was done by two females, one of whom was a little girl
not more than seven years old. They were from Prince
William ounty, Va. The mechanism reflects credit upon
our State and country, they being the only operatives of
the kind in Ameriea. Specimens of their work were ex-
hibited on the grounds.

Letters from Selkirk Settlement state that
Mrs. Spencer, wife of one of the American missionarien,
wasthot dead while in bed with her hu Iband and child,
at Pembina, Minnesota Territory. The deed .is Imputed
to a Sioux Indian.

The NewYork Sun states that naturalization
in that city goes on with unexampled rapidity. The en-
trance to the bureaus of naturalization are crowded from
nine in the mor.ing till late in the afternoon. No less
than two hundred per day, for the last two weeks, have
been admitted to the honors of American cltizenshfp.

Fifty-three manumitted slaves arrived in
Baltimore on the 1st, preparatory to embarking for Libe-
rla. They formerly belonged to the estate of Messrs. Geo.
Love and T. Herndon, of Fauquter and Loudoun coun-
ties, Va.. as we were informed by a gentlemen connected
with the American Colonization Society, who was present
superintending the storage of the baggage. The heirs of
these estates give the emigrants an outfit of elothing,
agricultural and mechanics' tools, provisions and cook-
ing utensils, costing $2000, including their removalto Bal-
timore.

The Canadian Legislature passed recently
an act admitting foreign breadetuffse salted meat, moles-
ass and coals duty free. Another bill ratifying the re-
oiprocity treaty was to have been acted upon on Friday.

On the 2d instant, in the Circuit Court for
Monroe county. Ala., W. W. Dabney, was convicted of the
murder of Isral Jacobson in 150. The jury rendered a
verdict of murder in the first degree, without capital pun-
ishment.

The Newfoundland mail steamer arrived at
Halifax on Friday, the 3d inst. She brought, however, no
accounts of the safety of anymore of the victims of the
Arctic. The yasht Hawk had returned from an unsuc.
coesful search The body of a female in a light dresswas
seen from her deck, but it was blowing a gale at the time,
and all attempts to rescue the body were of no avail.

Josiah Whitehead, of Carroll county, Ky.,
hung himself on his own corn crib a few days since, be-
cause his wife had died.

A young man -named J. L. Thompson was
k:lled in the vicinity of Cincinnati on Tuesday, the 3lst
ult., by being shot, Hie was out with a party of friends
hunting, when one of them named Buchan levelled a gun
at Thompson, and thinking that it was not loaded, puled
the trigger, and Thompson fell dead.

The citizens of Alton, Ill., cleaned out a
riotous doggery a few nights since. Not even a plank
was left of the premises.

An iron theatre, ninety feet by forty, to be
transported to Australia, is being built in Manchester
Eegland.

A lad about eight years of age was brought
before the Pollee Court of Cincinnati on the 2d inst., on
a charge of assault and battery, on a little girl of the
Mame rae, with intent to kill. The Court decided that it
had no jurisdietion in the case, and the little fellow was
discharged.

A DeSParkTE GAMS COCK.-A remarkablein-
stance of the daring of a game coak lately occurred at
Meltn.

MxNsecsrorFF's RsPo.T.-Prince Mensohikoff
gives an account of the battle of the Alma very
different from the reports of the French and
English commanders. He says that the Rue-
sians repelled for some hours the attack of a
very superior force, and retired in the evening
behind the Katcha, where they established, the
next day, their camp in front of Sebastopol;
that the Prince, after having taken all his de-
fenasive measures,. would confine himself to dri-
ving back the enemy should he be attacked
again; that he has carried out hisplans for the
campaign, and finally that the Russians lost
but one thousand killed and wounded, while
the Allies must have sustained a much greater
loss in consequence of being the assailants, and
of having attacked the Russian batteries.

The reports differ in almost every thing;
plans, battles, results and purposes. The Al-
lied Generals report, it is true, a much larger
number-from three to four thousand-of killed
and wounded on their side, but at the same time
they set down the Russian loss at six thousand.
It is no doubt much more than Menschikoff ad-
mits, but it is probably not as great as is stated
by his antagonists. And this will be the oase
during the whole war; no reliability in the
reports of battles and their results, and nothing-
of any great importance that may reach us
until it has been confirmed again and again.

The New York Tribune says that Rpssia can
still concentrate an army of three hundred
thousand men at a given point, and adds:

" And there are people who believe that Nich-
olas will sue fo: peace if Sebastopol be taken!
Why Russia has not played one-third of her
trumps yet, and the momentary loss of Sebas-
topol and of the fleet is hardly felt at all by the
giant to whcm Sabastopol and the fleet were but
a plaything. Russia knows full well that her
decisive action does not lie along the sea shores
or within reach of debarking troops; but on
the contrary, on the broad interior of the con-
tinent, where massive armies can be brought to
act concentrated on one spot, without frittering
away their forces in a fruitless coast defence
against evanescent enemies. Russia may lose
the Crimea, the Caucasus, Finland, St. Peters-
burg and all such appendages ; but as long as
her body, with Moscow for its heart, and forti-
fied Poland for its sword-arm, is untouched, she
need not give in an iota."

SUFFERING AnD DEATH AT SEA.-On the 21st
of August a whaleboat, with the second mate and five
men. from the schooner Alred. of New Bedford, lying at
Capec Lopes, lstruck and made fast a whale which led the
boat seaward for •rerat miles. The whale then started
to o down, and the line accidentally became fixed in a
split in the chocks of the boat, and took her down so far
as to fllher withwater. The seawaoss roushb that it
was impossible to get out the water. Meanwhile the boat
had become seprated 'rom the schooner. which in vain
endeavored to find it. On the llth of Augoust the bark
Kathleeno, Capt. Alien, disoovered the lost boat, full of
water. the oars lashed across to keep her from upsettiog,
end the six men sitting in the water up to their armpits,
two of them having died the night previous. and the other
four being alive but unable to speakp. They had been
four days and night in the water of the!r boat, without a
morsel to eat or drink. In fourteen hours after pickine
them up. Capt. Allen came to anchor atCape Lopez. along-
side the A"'red, with the men improved so 0s to walk the
deck.

S•OCKING MuaRDER.---On Wednesday night,
between 11 and 12 o'cloke, omcer Ryder and his com-
panion heard a scuffe in an alley in the rear of the
Broadway Hotel, and prooeeding to the spot from whence
thse noise came, found a man lying on the ground. lH
was scarcely able to epeak, and only able to inform tho
ofecers that he had been ktnocked down with a eluog-
shot. He wase conveyed to the Americano Hotel, on Fronet
street. above Broadway. where he died about 12 o'clock
yeseorday. His name we were unable to ulearn, but aro
informed that he wea an Irish laborer, and had been in
the citybuta few days. No traces have yet been dis-
covered of the murdrer or mutdecere. [Cin. Enq.,3d.

The Detroit Free Press, of the lst inst., says:
The scow Petrel, from Cleveland, bound to this port with
a cargo of coal, sunk in Lake Erie on Saturday nightlast
about eight miles belon Maiden. The Captain, together
with the cook of the boat, were drowned. The remainder
of the crew were saved. The cause of the diereter swm
supposed to be the falling out of the bottom of the vessel,
caused hy the pressure of the cargo, the planking being
somaewhat decayed.

TOa AMERsICAvS IN JAPAN.-A few curious
incidents have come to our knowledge, arising
from the late visit made by Commodore Perry
to Japan : one of them peculiarly so, as showing
the long and still existing hatred which this
people have borne, and still bear, to the name
of Christ. When the treaty was placed before
the Japanese officials for signature, they imme-
diately noticed the literal translation which
was given to the words commonly used by
Christian nations in such documents, "in the
year of our Lord," and refused unequivocally
to attach their signatures while these (to them)
offensive words remained. They would give no
reason, nor enter into any argument in the
matter, but simply held fast to the plain re-
fusal. A kind of compromise was made; and
perhaps many people will think the Commodore
did not act as the commissioner of a Christian
country ought to have acted on the occasion.
For the expression " in the year of our Lord"
was substituted " in the year of remembrance."
Some books, which had been given by officers
of the expedition to the people, in which the
name of Jesus Christ occurred, were returned
by the Government officers, and it was thought
not one copy thus given away remains in the
country.

The heavy guns of the ships, and all the im-
plements of war on board-muskets, pistols, re-
volvers, etc.--excited the curiosity of the Ja-
panese. But this curiosity was fully equalled
by surprise on the other side on being shown,
a short time before leaving, a neatly got up
work, with most beautifully finished wood cuts
of each and every implement of war which had
attracted their attention, accurately drawn to
the minutest detail, and also on having seen
laid down the keel of a large vessel which the
Japanese meant to build on (after) the lines of
the Macedonian, the beauty and symmetry of
which vessel they much admired.

The shipwrecked Japanese in the squadron
the officials offered to receive on shore, and pro-
mised that no molestation or hurt should fall
upon them, but that they should be carefully
forwarded to the part of the country where
their friends resided. Whether this promise
was held not to be made in good faith, or
whether the Japanese found the comforts to be
