Also, on the body of Lorenzo Hernandez, a native of
Mexico, aged twenty-four years. His body was found in
the river at the foot of Jefferson street, Second District.
Verdict, " Accidentally drowned."

FIRE.-A fire occurred at a grocery store at
the corner of Polymnia and Baronne streets, yesterday
morning at 4 o'clock, which was soon put out with very
trfling damage.

Incidents of the Battle of Alma. ]

EXTRACT OF A LETTER FROM A PRIVATE TO HIS
WIFE.

At last we were ordered to advance. I had
to step out to the front, Mason on my right and I
Sergeant Spence on me left, six paces in front 4
of the lines, directing the advance, when the C
bullets went whistling past as thick as hail.
At last we came to the river, which we had to
ford, and in doing so it took us up to the mid-
dle in water. After we got through the river,
we were out of the fire of the Russians, and it
caused the 7th, 28d, 33d, 77th, 88th and 17th
regiments to be a little out of order, all being
so eager to gst at the Russians. We never
waited to form line properly, but up the em-
bankment we went in great disorder, when a
regular volley of musketry and grape com-
menced to be poured into us, and then we com-
menced firing too, and a regular engagement
took place, which lasted for an hour, the Light
Division being all the time engaged, the others
looking on. After being engaged half an hour,
Mason was shot through the thigh. One ball
had hit the peak of his cap and slightly grazed
his forehead; another ball went through the
leg of his trousers, and another cut the string
of his water barrel; so he had many a narrow
escape. He was carried to the rear on a
stretcher, by Sandy and Dr. Marison. Many
of the wounded had to lie all night in the field,
no body apparently caring for them. I was
wounded about two minutes after Mason. I
went to the rear out of shot, and remained
there till the fight was over, which lasted three
hours and a half. Then I went and joined my
regiment, and went among the sick the follow-
ing morning. It is supposed that the Russians
had 800 killed and double that number wounded ;
our side perhaps 500 killed and 700 wounded.
LETTER FROM A SURGEON-WOUNDS AND CHOLERA.

I have seen some curious wounds from the
course taken by the balls. One man, who fell
by my side, roared out: "Oh, Doctor, I am
killed l" but, on tearing open his clothes, I
found that the ball had not gone deeper than
the skin. A cannon ball passed close to to me,
and over the head of a man who was lying on
the ground; you could see the round shot pass-
ing by you like a swift bowling at cricket. The
Russians had an ugly trick of lying on the
ground, pretending to be wounded, and firing at
us as soon as we passed, so our men massacred
them right and left.

I am sorry to say the cholera has broken out
among us. I lost one man this morning, and
have sent two others to the head hospital.
They are taking the wounded, also the prison-
ers, on board ship. It is delightful, now the
struggle is over, to see the kindness exhibited
both by our men and the sailors in giving the
Ruasian prisoners water, eto. Many are coming
in and giving themselves up. They only ex-
pected to meet Turks.

A YOUNG GUARDSMAN'S EEPERIENOB.
The following extremely interesting letter

from the seat of war has been addressed to his
mother, the Countess Annesley, by the Hon.
Hugh Annesley, of the Fusileer Guards:

. M.. L. ondon, Sept. 21.
.Afy Dear .Mother-* * * We forced the

passge of the Alma yeterdy, 5ad dtebated Se

ROslase shmot gloriously, thes5" whtl5 great
lees to outselves, owing to tha tr•s•4insrily
strong position. Old ofliers say wttw as strong
as~orres Vodras. The Buasian army-was
drawn up on the heights, upward of 4(,000
strong, and with immensely heavy artillery, 24
and 82 pounders. The light division advanced
to the attack, e supported by the first division
(Guards andHighnders). They got across the
river, and then advanced against the entrench-
ments. The 214 was in column when the brig-
ade of Guards charged in line.

My company (4th) was next to the colors, and
in the very centre of the line. We got up to
within fifty yards of the ditch, when the regi-
ment before us (which has had three senior of.
cors killed) turned right about and came down
in our face, thus breaking our line. We were
about thirty paces 4hen from the ditch, and'the
ire was so hot that you could hardly conceive

it possible for anything the size of a rabbit not
to be killed. I kept on shouting, Forward
Guards!" to the few men who were not swept
away by the -. when a ball came and stopped
my mouth most unceremoniously. It entered
he left cheek and went out at the mouth, taking
out the front teeth. I instantly turned to the
rear, feeling it was about one hundred to one
against my ever getting there, as the bullets
were whizzing around me like hail, I tripped,
and thought it was all over with me. However,
I got up again with the loss of my sword and
bearskin, and at last got into the river, and out
of fire.

I had then another struggle on the other side,
where grape and round shot were plowing up
the ground, and shells bursting; however, I
stumbled on, and at last got out of fire and sat
down among wounded and dying soldiers and
horses. The doctors gave me some water and
then were obliged to go to others; so when they
left, I sat there for above half,an hour before I
could find out where the hospital was. At last
an officer of the 10th, though wounded himself,
gave me his arm, and took me to the Fusileer
Hospital, where I got some water, and sat down
to bathe my face.

There were six or seven of our fellows there;
one with five balls in him, another three, and a
third with his leg broken. My servant got me
some blankets, and we then got a stable, half
burned down, cleaned out, and five of us lay
there for the night, very wretched as you may
suppose, operations going on all around us.
Some weak brandy and water and some tea was
all we had. The shed we were in was a horrid
thing; the heat, and dust, and flies intolerable.

Poor B- came to me in the hovel we
were lying in, and burst into tears when he
recognised me, I was so altered. Of course one
cannot have an ounce of lead through one with-
out swelling, and my face is like a good sized
turnip; my mouth much larger than I have
any desire to see it in future. I do not suppose
the ball could have hit me in any other part of
the head where it would have been attended
with more danger-a most summary dentist the
ball was, to take out all of my teeth at one
smash, except four grinders, (there was a de-
cayed one, which I hope has gone with its breth-
ren, but I can't make out yet if it has or not.)
There is a good bit of tongue gone also, but the
doctors say that will not not signify, and that I
shall speak as plain as ever, or, at most, only
with a becoming lisp; so, altogether, I think
even you must allow that I have every reason
to be thankful, and I hope you will not allow
yourself to fret the least about me.

Just as we were charging the great redoubt,
I prayed " 0 God ! spare me! " and I really no
more expected to return alive than if I had been
tied to the canon's mouth. Only fancy grape
cannister being fired at us within thirty yards,
besides a whole battalion letting drive as hard
as they could into us. Both the other officers
in my company were wounded. The colonel
(Berkely) had his leg broken. All the sergeants
were wounded, and two killed, and, I believe,
at least twenty or thirty of our men.

I was close to Lindesay when the Queen's
color was smashed in his hand, there were
twenty bullet holes in it yet he was not touched,
The fifth company, which was next to mine, has
every officer wounded. Sir George Brown says
he never saw so hot a fire; and he was all
through the Peninsula and at Waterloo. Sey-
mour was not wounded, but hit in the watch
which saved his life.

Long after night had closed, faint lights
might be seen moving over the frightful field,
marking the spots where friendship directed the
steps of some officer in search of a wounded
comrade, or where the pillager yet stalked
about on his horrid errand. The attitudes of
some of the dead were awful. One man might
be seen resting on one knee, with the arms ex-
tended in the form of taking aim, the brow
compressed, the lips clinched-the very ex-
pression of firing at an enemy stamped on .the
face, and fixed there by death; a ball had
struck this man in the neck. Physiologists
and anatomists must settle the rest. Another
was lying on his back with the same expression,
his arms raised in a similar attitude, the Minie
musket still grasped in his hands and undis-
charged. Another lay in a perfect arch, his
head resting on one part of the ground and his
feet on the other, but the back raised high
above it. Many men without legs or arms
were trying to crawl down to the water side.
Some of the dead lay with a calm, placid smile
on the face, as though they were in some de-
licious dream.
