VIDOCQ AND THE OBGEB.
Vidocq was an old man, and his personal ,

qualities always struck me as those which were h
the most adapted to the office which he had so
long filled in Paris. But, after sitting with him
for some time, I began to measure the man more
truly, and drew a much more acurate estimate
of his qualifications for it. His gray eye was as
quick and as stealthy as a cat's. Did you look
away from him for a minute, when your glance
again fell upon him, his eyes were taking your
mental measure.

No sooner, however, did yours meet them,
than they roeamed away into a purely indiffer-
ent speculation. Scarcely had you become in-
terested in any thing your friend was saying,
than they were again fixed upon you, scruti-
nizing your thoughts, and examining your ex-
presslon.

Of course, he could have no idea that either
my companion or myself were pickpockets, and
yet I had a very uncomfortable impression that
he was thinking so, and meditating onthe pleas .-
ure which he would have experienced in arrest-
ing us. This, naturally enough, could not con-
duce to make me feel very agreeable towards
him.

It was as a student of human nature, however,
that I had visited him. Consequently, my legs
did not run away with me, although it must be
confessed that once or twice my mind felt very
much inclined to prompt an immediate evasion.

His attire was as singular as his person. In
addition to the scratch-wig which I have previ-
ously alluded to, and which was, if my memo-
ryserves me rightly, colored of a reddish tint,
he wore abrown dress-coat, cut in a very large,
loose, and baggy style.

Such a coat was it, as I never could have
dreamt the possibility of a French tailor's per-
petrating. It was almost new, but looked as if
it had not been brushed for a week. Probably
it may not have been from the time he first
ordered it. A largebuff waistcoat, as loose and
almost as large gray trousers, cut with the same
disregard to economy of cloth, and heavy, ill-
made shoes, completed the remainder of his
attire. He was, evidently, in his age, disposed
more to consider the ease and comfort of his per-
son than to calculate on the ocular effect which
he might produce upon a comparative stranger
to him and his style of dress.

As my eyes ran over his frame and its cleth-
eing, I could not help ruminating upon the extra-

ordinary ability which this man must have
evinced in disguising himself so completely as
to remove every vestige of his actual nature
from his external appearance, and revolving
the countless stories which 1 had heard of his
hair-breadth escapes in the pursuits of his vo-
cation.

One of these he on that evening told us, and
it was of such a daring character, and so brief,
that I cannot help transferring it4to these pages.

During the second period in which he had
been connected with the French police; the
first had been during the earlier portion of the
French Revolution; and while he was one of
the chiefs in connection with the Central Bu-
reau, information had come to his eors respect-
ing a complex system of forgeries which had
been.going on for some months in the capital of
France, and which the police had as yet been
unable to trace to their actual authors, al-
though several of the utters of them had been
detected, tried, and sentenced to the Bains.

This information appearing tp bring them
home to an Alsacian, who had "been residing
in Paris for the last year or more. By a series
of skillful maneuvers, which Vidocq detailed
to us, he was at last identified as the principal
agent in the system of fraud which had been
going on. So large was it that it haddefrauded
the principal banks of more than a quarter of
amnllion of francs in the last two or three

He necessarily could at once have been ar-
reoted and punished, but Vidocq had experi- cc
enced so much difficulty in tracing the matter o
to him, and doubted so much whether his arrest
would break up the gang, that he felt when
the hour arrived, he must make a clean sweep,
and capture the whole of them.

For this purpose, the Alsatian was watched
carefully. Nothing, however, was discovered.
He would ride out at all times of the day, fre-
quent the theatres, amuse himself as a man of F
pleasure will do, and return to his house at an
hour late in the evening, but by no means late
enough to give any idea that he had managed 14
to elude the attention of the police officials who a
had been watching him. r

Moreover, Vidocq had taken the opportunity t
of testing this, by placing a spy on his own sys-
tem of espionage, and was perfectly certain that t
no attempt had been made at cheating him r
through his own men. t

Matters were thus, when it was discovered I
that a locataire in the tenement, of which the
Alsacian occupied the first floor, was politically
compromised in one of the numerous conspira- I
cies to ensure the restoration of the Bourbons.

He was immediately arrested by Vidocq him.-
self and another officer, who was deputed by
the superior to take him to his location--the
said location being a prison, although he did
not say it was so.

Meanwhile, as no tapage had been made in
the affair-I am using his own expression-he
warned the porter of the house not to mention
the fact, and remained above for the purpose of
examining the locality.

At first he said that it had struck him the
gentleman who had just been arrested might
have been compromised in the matter of the
forged checks on the leading banking houses of

Paris, but a glance at the very apparent pen-
ury of the furniture of his apartments at once
dispelled the idea. Convinced, however, that
the forgeries were committed in the house, he
determined upon his mode of proceeding, and
with a piece of twine accurately measured
every portion of the apartments in which he
then was. They were three, and exactly over
those occupied by the Alsatian.

After waiting until he had seen him quit his
apartments, he descended, and stopping at the
lodge, bade the porter admit him to the chamber
of this gentleman

"I have no key," said the domestic.
" How is that ."
" Monsieur said that I had allowed others to

enter his chamber, and complained that some-
thing had been stolen from them. In conse.
quence of this, he had another look placed upon
the door. I mentioned it to the proprietor, who
said that he had no objection."

" Ah, indeed!" replied Vidocq. " Then you
m. had better follow me."

He consequently ascended the stairs, exam-g ined the lock, and producing a bunch of keys,

fL ound one that fitted it. The door opened, a•

he went in. There was no defect in the aure-
ment of the rooms. They corresponded exUnort
with those which were over them. A closoet i
the bda-ehamber was looked. This alsoi he
'opened. It was vacant, but his eye at once
dicovered a tr .oor, in the floor.

"Where does that lead to ?"
"It is new, Monsieur."
"I sat it is," said Vidoeq, closing the door. I

" Who he the apartments beneath the.se" "
" I assure, onsieur," was the trembling re- I

ply of the porter, " that I really know nothing
about the--"
" Answer me," was the response of Vidoeq. I
" An old lady with h two daughters, Mon-

sieur. I can testify to you that they a very |
quiet and respecta-"

Vidocq again out him short.
" What is their occupation ?" was his ques-

tion."
" Nothing, Monsieur."
" How do they live, then ?"
" Upon their rents, Monsieur."
" O, very good. In that case, I will return

in less than half an hour, and arrest them.
You will, in the meantime, accompanyme to the
Bureau of Police."
As he said, it was done, and Vidocq had the

satisfaction of discovering two men in theinner
apartment, under the bed-room occupied by the 1
Alsatian. It was also fitted up with a trackle-
bed, and a small, but. complete printing pres,
and contained the whole of the plates necesary
for the manufa'ture of forged eeoksupon some
of the principal banking houses in Pars.

The men and the three women were of course
arrested, but Vidocq did not remove them, as
he wlrhed to giv tke paIa p no it
of obtaining a hint which might lead to the
chance of his escape. He then once mre as-
cended to the apartments of the Alsatian, and
concealed himself in the inner chamber. It
was now late in the evening, but the forger did
not return until it was eleven. He washed his
hands, and changed his coat for a rough kind of
jacket.

While he did so, Vidocq had the opportunity
of observing him. He was built with enormous
muscular strength, and Vidooq began to imagine
that he might have miscalculated his own capa-
city of dealing with him.. However, assistance
was near, and he made up his mind how to act.
As the Alsatian went to and unlocked the cabi-
net, be bent down over the trap. At this in-
stant, the Chief of Pollee-I forget whether at
that time he was Chief or not-sprang upon
him, and gave the signal for those below to
mount the stairs.

The struggle was short and fierce. Taken at
a disadvantage as he was, the munbles of the
Alsatian enabled him to get thei beter of his
opponent, whom he threw upon the floor of the
chamber, just as Vidoeq heard his companions
rush up the stairs. Unluckily, the forger had
bolted the door as he entered the room. They
were obliged to break it open,

This had made the chanoe of Vidooq for life
an amazingly narrow one. His friend from Al-
sace had plucked out a pistol from the bosom of
his waistcoat, and cocked it. While he was
doing so, Vidocq had managed to release one of
his arms But for this he would have been a
dead man. The Alsatian, of course,went to the
Bains, and had the pleasure of passing the re-
mainder of his life in the occupation of lee tra-
vaux forces. [Home Journal.

SING•ILAR PETURE IN LU•ANC. d
A writer in Church's Bizarre, gives us some b

interesting facts and remarks concerning the 9
unfortunates in a lunatic asylum. A peculiar t,
condition of lunacy is thus described : a

" There are seasons when most of the pa- t
tients-especially those whose lunatic attacks f'
are only intermittent-are dreadfully weary of a
their confinement and would get away if they
could. And why do they not get away ? How b
is it, that half a dozen attendants are able to
control a hundred men, four-fifths of whom,
perhaps, are physically as strong, if not
stronger, than themselves ? If the patients, or
even a score of them, could harmonize and com-
bine, they might bind and gag every attendant,
take their keys, unlock the doors and escape.
But the simple fact is, Innatics cannot combine
for effecting a common end; this is one of the
most marked features of their malady. A
single maniao may employ a great deal of cun-
ning dissimulation, and is capabld of carrying
out a complicated and lengthened series of
measures for accomplishing some purpose of
his own. But when two or more of them at-
tempt to unite their forces and confer on some
plan to be executed, they either can not agree
at all, or, if they agree for a short space, one
or another is sure very soon to betray the rest,
to disclose their intents, and perhaps help to
defeat them. So that practically, each lunatic
stands alone in opposition to the whole number
of attendants and cannot rely on the slightest
aid from scores of his mad companions. So
striking is this feature of lunacy, that we may
well regard it a providential arrangement,
which deprives of a terrible power of working
mischief those who have lost their capacity of
self-control,

" Something of the same conservative provi-
dential arrangement is witnessed in the oase of
the criminal and vicious. They can not rely on
each others' fidelity, but are ever ready to be-
tray each other, and rend in pieces the very
schemes they have aided in forming, and have
sworn to help to execute. By this means, soci-
sty is preserved from the measureless evil
which might be done by a combination of men,
with all their intellectual powers in full vigor on
the alert, and totaliy free from restraints of
conscience and principle, if at the same time,
they could hold together and be astrue to each
other, as the virtuous part of mankind. But
evil is self-defeating, as well as lunacy, and
SHeaven be thanked for both these ordinations."

AFRICAN EXPLORATION.

A correspondent of Her Majesty's ship Pluto
writes to the London Athenaum, under date,
Fernando, July 2 :

We have had a most exciting cruise. After
leaving this place, and communicating with the
senior officer at Loando, we were sent up the
river Congo to settle a dispute between the mas-
ter of an English merchant brig and some Por-
tuguese. After this was arranged we returned
to Loando for our letters, but the Polyphemus
not arriving in time, the ship sailed again for
the Congo, and I was left behind in one of our
gigs, with four kroomen, for the mail. During
our stay I met, at the house of one of the com-
missioners, one of the most extraordinary men
I have ever seen-Dr. Livingstone; he has just
arrived from the Cape overland ; amost arduous
undertaking, and one never accomplished before,
although often attempted. His plan of proceed-
ing differed very materially fren any of his pre-
decessors. Instead of setting out with half a
hundred attendants, horses, bullock wagons,
etc., he commenced his journey carrying with
him only a sextant, gun, chronometer, tent,
four servants, and as many days' provisions,
f relying on Providence and his gun for a supply

when these were gone.
After leaving the Cape Colony he was obliged

t to travel a long way to the North-east in order
a to avoid the deserts and hostile tribes in their

f vicinity that lay on their left; crossing in thia

route a great many branches of the river Zam-
begi and others, the names of which I have for-

t gotten, till he arrived at a large town. There,
e as the chief was very hospitable, he remained a

BusBMARIN SERVICE IN THE BLLACK SA.-
Sergeant William Carne, slet company Royal
Sappers and Miners, left Chatham to smbark
on board the Prince, steamship, for the Crimes.
