toward the eastern mountains over a wilderness
and swamp, many dying of fatigue, exposure
and starvation in their flight, yet urged onward

by the whoop of the merciless savages who fol-
lowed on their track. But even these, with all

their sufferings, escaped. the still more terrible

fate of their neighbors of Wyoming, who were
soon wholly in the power of their infuriated
enemies.
