NEW YosR, Nor, 8Q.--The fplow1ing are the
principal additional tems of the news brought
by the Aftl ;.

Prusa and Austria.
The Austriannote in reply to that of Prussia

was received at Berlin on the 12th Inst. As far
as the contents of the note have transpired, it
appears that Austria gladly accepts thepromise
of the Prussian Government to support the
former in the Principalities, but lays great
stress upon the consideration of having such
assistanee viewed as a logical and necessary
consequence of the treaty of April 20, rather
than as a new arrangement.

Sinking of Russian Ships.
Pour of the Russian ships lying in the harbor

of Sebastopol were sunk under the bombard-
ment of the Allies.

Preparations for Storming.
The Russians were making great prepara-

tions for street fighting, and obstructing the
progress of the Allies in Sebastopol, in antici-
pation of the storming of the city.

Lord Raglan's Dispatch.
The dispatch of Lord Raglan, reporting the

battle of the 6th instant, says the enemy at-
tacked the right of the English position
ihen a very obstinate battle ensued. The
Russians, however, he says, were "forced to
retreat, having suffered an enormous loss.
Our losses were very great. Among the
wounded were Generals Sir George Brown,
Adams, Butler and Torrens. The number of
the enemy much exceeded those of the Allies."
A Russian official dispatch says that the arri-
val of the Grand Dukes Michael and Nicholas
produced great enthusiasm in the Russian
army, which the Commander-in-Chief deter-
mined to turn to account; consequently, two
sorties were made by the garrison, and a great
battle ensued. The affair with the English is
represented as being of the most desperate char-
aoter known in the history of warfare.

Another Battle Reported.
A dispatch was received at Vienna on the

16th ultimo purporting to bring advices from
Balaklava to the 11th, and stating that another
great battle had been fought, resulting in a
Russian loss of nine thousand men, and in great
losses, also, on the part of the Allies, the latter,
however, remaining masters of the field.

United States would be the Union, from South-
ampton, on the 22d inst., after which none would
leave until the 29th.
