REPORT OP THE SECRETARY OF THE NAVY.

Wease Ocos, Tuesday, Dee. 6.
The Annual Report of the Secoretary of the Navy

recommends an additionalbut gradual increase of the
Navy; its reorganization and the enactment of neto w
remulations for the discipline and improvement of sea- al
,en.
On the increase of the Navy the Secretary says he "is

far from the opinion that the enlargement of our navy
should stop with the aotion of last Congress. The pro
tection of our commerce; the guarding our extended
oout; the preservation of our rank as a nation, demand
that we should not be entirely stationary, and with in- a
active indifference behold the progress of other powers In
naval strength. Even with the additional unfinished tl
steam frigates, our naval force will not exceed fifty ves-
sels in condition for service.

The Secretary renews his recommendations of last It
year for the reorganization of the Navy; the creation of
-retired list for infirm officers ; the discharge of the in-
eflmient, and to have promotions regnlated by capecity
andmerit in some degree, Instead of senilority of com-
mission and pay, to some extent controlled by sea n
service.

The bombardment of Oreytown by the sloop of war Cy-

REPORT OP THE SECRETARY OF WAR.
The actual strength of the Army is only ten thousand

seven hundrsd and forty.five. The whole authorized
strength is fourteen thousand two hundred and sixtseen.
The deficaiency e fast decreasing by more rapid enlist-
ments. A statement of the changes made in the distri-
bution of the Army during last year is made.

The removal from Florlda of the remnant of the Seml-
noles, has recelved the attention of the Department, but
its efforts have not been very suceseful. Better fortune
is expected next year, through the instrumentality of the
new plan of operations. The Indian difficulties else-
where are alluded to. The maosanre f Lieut. Gnratten
and men by the Sioux is narrated, and the fact stated,
that the Army forcejes quite inadequate to the protection
of our frontier and punish Indian aggreesslons. Out
entire loss in Indian actions during the year is four off-
cers and sixty-three men killed, and four offioere and
forty.two men wounded. The ocurrenceseonthefrontler
afurnish deplorable roofs of the iusufficiency of our mllt

tary forces and of the absolute necessity for its increase,
which was urged bythe 8ecretay last year. Our effect-
irve force does notexoeed eleven thousend men, which is
entirely Itadequate for the purposes for which we main-
t- ain a etinding army. Its immediate increase is urged,
at a eost suffiient to give some degree of security to the
Indian fLrontiers, for which purpose the regular force is
I, themost•efficient, cheap, proper and constltutionalmeans.
The inoeresed pay to enlisted men, induced the enlist-
ment of ons thousand and five men In September and
Otober last, againstthrees hundred and nine menduring
the corresponding menths last year. The number of
recruits required for the servieos of the ensuing year
will probably not be less than six thousand.
