A Bishop Two > Eunderd Years Ol-Uoegoet's Re-
appearance in his own Cathedral.

Paris Comespondenae of the •ationl Intei(snoer.

Sltr4ag as it may s~em, the exaot spot where 5
repoaedihe remains of Jacquee Benigne Bo•.et,
the great and good CathoUe divine and pulpit or-
ator, one of the brightest illustrations of the r
French church, was not known. A popular
writer, M. Poujoulet, in a work recently pub-
lished, entitled "Letters on Bosenet, men-
tioned the fact, and suggested that search, in
order to identify his tomb, should be instituted I
by the proper authorities. The actual Bishop
of Meau determined to act upon the hint, and
to this end ordered excavations to be made in
the vaults of the Cathedral of Meaux.

Success has promptly crowned these eforts.
The excavations commenced abotit noon on the
,th inst., under the direction of the Bishop, who
was guided by the instructions contained in the I
will of Bossuet, and by imperfect indlioaete
contained in some documents relating to the
tombs of the cathedral belonging to its archives,
discovered the tomb of Boesset after two hoars'
labor. The workmen first struck, at a depth of
about two feet beneath the pavement, a small
stone vault. It was opened and a leaetf coffin
was disclosed. It was that of M. de Ligny, the
immediate predecessor of Bossuet, and was sit-
uated justbelow the episcopal throne. Bosseet,
it is known, had requested to be buried at the
feet of his predecessors.
The excavation ds continuedin that direction

and soon brought to light a small vault simi-
lar to the last, about six feet in length, three
feet broad, and three feet deep. It wasformed
of mason's work, its walls being five or six
inches thick and covered by a vaulted arch.
The vault contained a leaden coffin, about one
and three-quarter yardslong. Upon the cover
of the coffin, above the breast, was fixed a cop-
per plate, on which was engraved in capial
letters, beneath the well-known arms of the
illustrious prelate, (three wheels,) the follow-
ing inscription:

The coffin lay horizontally upon a thick oaken
ink. which itself was placed across threebars

iron, raising it slightly from the ground.
By orders of the Bishop of Meaux the leaden

coffin ontaining the mortal remains of Boeuet
was opened on the 14th instant. The head was
found covered with four folds of linen, which
were cut away with a pair of scissors, and the
features were then seen. They were much d
chanced than might have, been expeoted, con-
sidering thai the body had been buried a cen-
tury and ahalf. An artist who was present took
a sketch of the face as it appeared when the
coffin was opened. Whenitwas known that the
features of the deceased could be seen, a great
number of persons hastened to the Cathedral.

Several ecclesiastics also arrived from Paris.
In the night of the 14th a glass was fixed over
the face so as to preserve it from the contact of
the external air, and the next day, at tenin the
morning, a funeral service was performed, at
which the Bishop officiated. Pontifical orna-
ments covered the coffin ; 'a crosier was placed
close to it; and Bosset once more appeared as
Bishop in his own Cathedral. All the funtion
aries of the town were present on the occasion,
as well as a large number. of other persons.
'After the mass had finished, the crowd walked
round in order to see the features of the de-
ceased. The coffin was replaced in the eveniag
in the vault.

TaE POPE As i Wrr.-When Michael Angelo
was painting his celebrated picture, the Last
Judpement, the Pope's master of ceremonies
criticised it with great ipdiscretion an Pseveri-
ty; this coming to the ears of the painter, he
very unceremoniously introduced the portrait
of that worthy individual in the unhappy com-
pany of the condemned, and, not forgetting the
respect due his temporal office, invested him
with his customary badge, and adorned him
with asinine projections, and twined about his
head the index of high authority in those parts,
that old serpent. In high dudgeon the master
betakes himself to the Pope to have the portrait
taken out, and the face of the painter substi-
tuted. And thereupon his Holiness replies,
" Alas, my friend, you have applied too late.
Had you been in pugatory, absolution might
reach you, but fromhell,' Nulls est redemptio,'
you are past redemption " and the luckless
master carries on his vocation there to this day.

This was so placed
that, by a singularly ingenious contrivance, a
current of water was conducted off around the
tesler, which at pleasure might be made to fall
in transparent curtains of rain, completely en-
olrclingthe royal couch, for the double purpose
of keeping off the' mosquitoes, and tempering
the warm air to the delicious coolness which,
in this sultry climate, is the consummation of
bliss toreposing listlessness.
