Turkey, who is doomed to destruction, 
let the strife end as it may. unites with England and 
France, whose troops and ships are brought to Constan­
tinople and into the Black Sea, from whence, I predict, 
they will never go, but at the point of Russian bayonets. 
Well, as I hav? no wish for the aggrandizement, from Such 
a war, of either England or France or Ruseia. my wish is 
that all three may come out of the struggle well thraahed. 
And if Austria dare to venture in the game, God send her 
a good, sound, and ever to be remembered beating. 1 
cate not which gets the worst, so that all are really and 
euauriogiy woreted.

It is my first wish to impress my countrymen with the 
great importance of arranging all things at home for a 
long, and, possibly, general war in Europe. But even if 
the present strife Khali not sweep Austria, Prussia and all 
of Germany into its vortex, it gives, and will continue to 
give, warlike employment enough to the four great powers 
who are now parties to it, to make food dear, very dear, so 
long as it may continue. Russia dreams not of peace. 
France is deeply excited and ready to urge on tha war-
England's honor is committed to the continuance of the 
struggle, and she never yields under such a pressure. 
Her Parliament meets, upon the call of her Queen, on the 
12th prox. Believe me, wheu I tell you the main purposes 
of bringing it together are to obtain, by its legislation, 
money and men for pursuing vigorously the war. Both 
will be granted with a perfect free will. The embodied 
militia regimonts, to the number of 25.000, or more, the 
Parliament will, by statute, authorize, with their consent, 
to be taken at once to the Mediterranean and elsewhere 
that their services may be found useful for garrison pur­
poses. The regular regiments are now being taken from 
all the English fortresses, and are pressing on for the 
Crimea. They will get there too late. England has strip­
ped Canada of almost every soldier. Her forces in the 
West India JUlanda will be greatly reduced. All her vigor 
and power will be direoted to saving her perishing forces 
before Sebastopol. Hundreds of ships, sailing and steam 
vessels, are actively engaged in receiving and transporting 
men and munitions of war to the Crimea, and her rich 
people contribute most lavishly for the relief and support 
of the widows and orphans of the brave men who have 
died iu their country's service. 

This city of Liverpool, with a population leas than 
300,000, has given already .€20.000, or about $100,000, for 
this purpose, and if need be, will double the amount. 
This is but one of scores of cashes that I might give you, 
of the united spirit of the Englishmen in favor of the 
war. Yet when drained of her men, when so many 
thousands now engaged in peaceful pursuits are taken 
away, and the labor of the country thus manifestly less­
ened, who. I pray, are to furnish meat and bread for these 
vast armies, and the population that yet remains at home? 
There is not a mouth less to feed, and many less lett to 
produce the necessary food for all, at home or abroad. 
Rutfeia will wud uothing from the Ba;tic, and the great 
wheut-jfrowio# country on the Danub«,»sj aimt wluoh if 
watered hy the many rivers entering the Black Sea, is 
ravaged by desolating war: and all that the people of that 
vast and rich country has for years sent abroad, and to 
England especially, will find for its diminished produc­
tion consumers at home. Already are these considera­
tions pressing on the English wheat and flour market, and 
keep up the prices, even after a good crop, which has 
been secured inmost admirable condition. Wheat Bells 
now at rather higher prices than it did one ytar ago: and 
our own country can now but insufficiently supply either 
England or France. But let our people make less tobacco 
ana less cotton the next year and the year after, and, I 
tell you, your millions ot weatb will be drawn henoe te as, 
if for these now staple articles, the articles of wheat, corn 
and provisions bo substituted. Clear up our lands, and 
put the utmost breadth of them in every thing necessary 
for the food of man ; and overy particlu that ia produced 
will find an admirable market the next yoar. True, our 
wheat crop is already in the ground, and its quality can 
not now be increased But our corn crop may ; and that 

, ia an article whioh will pay much better next year than 
either tobacco or cotton. So decided has been the effort 
of Eugland to hasten off troops, that one-half tho Cunard 
ships and one-half the Brazilian lines of steamers have 
beeu withdrawn from the mail service, and takeu for the j 
uses of the Government—terminating all direct mail ser­
vice in these ships to Now York, and one-half that to Rio. 
And so likewise it is in regard to every other mail steamer 
line. Farewell again. May God bless and protect our 
beloved and great country, and preserve her poace and 
happiness! _

We extract the 
following: 

At eight minutes past 12 o'zlock the doomed man 
graaped the hand of Father McCarthy, kissed it several 
times, and his last words were, Ob, Lord, do have mercy 
on my soul, do! do ! I feel sorry I transgressed the Fifth 
Commandment. Ob, Lord! Oh, Lord! " 
_ The Fifth Commandment in the Catholic Bible reads 
thus: Thou ahalt not kill. 
^At ten minutes after 12 o'clock the Priest signified to 

the Sheriff that ~ all was ready," and the officer of the 
law immediately severed the rope with a heavy blow of 
the broad-axe ; the weights fell to the ground, and the 
wretched man was suddenly elevated into the air. The 
jerk was not of sufficient force to dislocate his neck, con­
sequently he struggled very hard, and his life was pro­
longed in great suffering. 

Physicians are of the opinion, In regard to the courage 
of Beheehan, that if he had been permitted to Btand three 
minutes longer under the gallows, with the rope around 
bis neck, he would have fallen to the ground a corpse, as 
hia great fright would have produced death. 

The body was permitted to hang forty minutes. 

j A STAMPEDE.—A correspondent of the Balti-
more Bun, writing from New Mexico, thus describes a 
stampede of horses iMaMOss-arwi WM TWM t 

To vary the monotony of the march, cn the 30th July, 
«buui e o'clock at night, while on the Arkansas aud ia the 
midst of the encamped Indians, our horses took it into 
their wise brains to have a fandango in the shape of a 
stampede; and it was one, in all its sense, whether of 
width, depth o<. breadth. The night was a semi-translu­
cent one, half dull moonlight, with a considerable shutting 
off of the lunar orb by clouds, wheu a trembling, stamp­
ing, shuddering passed through our picketed horses, from 
one end of the camp to another, (the camp was, I think, 
half a mile long and two or three'hundred yards wide,) 
fllled with about four hundred led nornes and all the train 
mules, aumtering perhaps six or seven hundred more. 
The next move was a simultaneous jerking up of the iron 
picket pine, and a helter-skelter, rumbling, break-neck 
race of every animal, to the great danger of every body, 
for the picket pins h id attached a grazing rop9 forty feet 
long, which gave beautiful play to the pin flyirg in all 
directions, tideways, upward0, slantildicular, anc every 
which way to endanger life, but fortunately «oc a soul 
was killed or seriously injured. The opinion on that sub­
ject lt» universal—the like could not happen again without 
a number, under similar circumstances, being sea'; to 
kingdom come and knocked into a smashed potato. For­
tunately lor Uncle Sam, in two or three days all the horses 
hut sixty or seventy, and about thirty mules, ware recov­
ered—much abused animals they looked to be.

Duke of VfmjtxsaTosi as a Gallant.—As 
early aa 1809, two of tbe daughters of Mr. Caton were 
reigning belle.* of Baltimore and Washington. The mem 
oirs of the eldest would constitute a narrative of singular 
«ud romantic interest. In the first flowering of womanly 
beauty she was married to Mr. Robert Patterson, an ac­
complished and wealthy merchant of Baltimore, with 
whom she traveled in Europe, whero she attracted tho 
attention pf Sir Arthur Wellesley. afterwards Duke of 
Wellington, who followed her over half the continent, and 
by his unguarded devotion incurred not a little scandal. 
Mrs. Patterson returned to Maryland, and her admirer 
for many months wrote a minute diary of wha* occurred 
in the gay world abroad, wbich ho transmitted in letters 
by every packet for the United States. 

When she beoame a widow she revisited London—but 
the future hero of Waterloo was now Eirnclf married,and 
therefore, unable to offer her his hand ; he. however, in­
troduced his elder brother, the Marquis of Wellesley, 
" that great statesman whose outset in life was marked by 
a cordial support of American Independence/' and who 
waa now Viceroy of Ireland, and he soon after became 
her husband. Sir AAur continued, through all his 
splendid career, to be CTe o! the warmest of her friends. 
The Marchioness of Wellesley died at Hampton Court on 
the 17th of December, 1853. One of her aistersww mar­
ried to Col. Hervey, an aid-decamp to Lord Wellington 
in the battle ol Waterloo, and, becoming a widow, ^was 
subsequently united to the Marquis of Caermarthen, 
afterwards Duke ef Leeds. Another sister married Baron 
StVlord, and another Mr. McTarvbdi, for many years 
British Consul at Baltimore. Mrs. McTarrish atill sur ­
vives, and is one of the most distinguished and respected 
womet. of her native city. 

A Revolutionary Relic.—We were yester­
day ahowu by Mr. Jesse P. AUbright, of this city, a Revo­
lutionary relic now in hia possession, being a powder-horn 
taken from a British Artilleryman at the battle of Ger-
mantpFu by hia father, Mr. John AUbright, a soldier in 
the Revolution.
