Whan the report reach"! St. Petersburg that 
the Allied forces had »5tt»ally sailed from Var­
na. it was scarcely p^dited that an invasion of 
the Crimea was-^riously contemplated. Th« 
events which have subsequently taken plaoe in 
that Peniosttla have sufficiently proved this. 
Nicholas never fancied that the expedition would 
foe undertaken in the face of a seyere winter. 
He gave tiiB"sIlie4 oommanders more credit than 
to suppose that they would risk the defeat, and, 
perhaps, the total annihilation of their army. 
The climate of the country and the tempestu­
ous season of the year, so near at hand, were as 
hostile to the English and French as they were 
favorable to the Eussians. In the middle of 
October, the storms which have already wrecked 
so many vessels of the invading fleet begin to 
sweep with resistless fury over the Black Sea, 
and render the transport of troops often impos­
sible, and always attended with more or less 

.. danger. The regular supply of provisions and 
ammunition is then precarious, anil, in a conn-
try where no food ean be obtained, the situation 
of a hostile army under the most favorable cir­
cumstances must be critical in the extreme. 
H«nce the Crimea was the last point in his do­
minions where Nicholas anticipated an attack. 
She danger, as he conceived, lay in Poland and 
along f.he Austrian frontiers, and there three ] 
hundred thousand men were under arms ready i 
to meet it. ; 

When, therefore, the Allied forces landed at , 
Hupatoris, the Kussian commander was almost i 
taken by surprise. His whole available forces i 
in the Crimea amounted only to some 26,000 i 
men, including the garrison of Sebastopol. Re- I 
inforcementB, however, could be brought up < 
within a fortnight's time, and, provided a suffi- f 
cient delay could be obtained, Sebastopol and c 
the Crimea were safe. In Prince Menschikoffs s 
itispatch sent to St. Psteiaburgh before the battle t 
of the Alma, the plan of the campaign was dis- c 
tinetly laid down. He was to hold the Allies in g 
check by a series of engagements, retreating, if 1 
unsuccessful, on the city. There he expectod to a 
reeerp the powerful aid of Liprandi's division, g 
But if this, from any unforeseen accident, did « 
not arrive, and he found it impossible to defend a 
Sevastopol with the foroo under his command, t 
he intended to blow up the forts, sink the ships, t 
and hold off until, with an increased army, he 
could offer the enemy battle with hopes of tma- a 
cess. Pursuant to this plan a skirmish first h 
took place near Empatori®, in which the Eus- h 
siansiloBt loOu ">en, occasioned chiefly by the 
giim of the Allied vessels. This affair had been I 
eoarcely noticed in the reports we have received li 
At Alma the Eussians declared they had but 
22,000 men, and that after the battle they were h 
enabled to retreat in good order to the cify y 
They expected that the Allies would speedily 
follow. Menschikoff even deolared in his dis- si 
patches to the Ciar that, by a vigorous assault, a 
the stronghold might at this .time have been n 
captured. For such a result he seemB to have o 
been fully prepared. But when he saw that 
the Allies hesitated to advance, his hopes of de- tl 
feuding the place were strengthened. Couriers, t! 
morning and evening, were sent to St. Peters-
burgh with the intelligence that the enemy had tl 
not altered his position. And when at last the 
enemy did press forward, and invested a por­
tion of the city, the anxiously expected rein- I 
forcemeats, under Liprandi, had arrived, and 
Menschikoff felt certain of ultimate success. b

A defeat before the walls of Sebastopol will 
entail results upon whieh it would be vain to 
speculate. Dissatisfied with the failure of the 
ill-planned expedition, the French people may 
wreak their vengeance on Napoleon. The 
alliance between England and France will then 
be blown to the winds. The policy of Austria 
and Prussia prill vacillate no longer, for self-
preservation will force them to side with Russia. 
The revolutionary spirit now smouldering in 
the G«rman States will then no longer be con­
trolled, and the legions of republican and 
despotic Europe will once more be brought face 

, to faoe. 
But Enssia.wiU wmtinue to struggle for that 

political ascendenoy whioh is tho end and aim 
of her monarch's ambition. Mark the elements 
of her strength. Throughout all her vaBt do­
minions, from St. Petersburg to the Caucasus, 
one feeling, induced by a'firm belief in the jus­
tice of the war, is predominant. Emperor, 
noble, peasant and serf seem animated by the 
same intense enthusiasm.

The people are told that they 
arm in defence of Christianity—that their Em­
peror, the head of their church and champion of 
their faith,has taken up tho gage of battle whioli 
the heathen has flung down—that France is op­
posed _ to them from the remembrance of old 
hostilities, and that England, while she holds the 
cross in one hand, wields the sword of the devil 
la the other. Monks and priests are scattered 
over the Empire preaching the holiness of the 
crusade, promising success, and calling upon all 
to aid its speedy accomplishment. For this pur-

; pose they are provided with boxes on which is 
carved the form of tho cross, and every one con­
tributes bis mite. No patriotio fund is raised 
for the wounded, but the Czar declares that 
they are under his especial protection and the 
werninent will provide for them. Through­
out the land the churches are open day and 
aight, and prayer for the triumph of the Russian 
slims is the universal theme. The soldiers are

Unlike other crowned heads 1 
ia isurope, the Emperor of Russia has no revolu- o 
lion—no internal dissensions to fear throughout 
fiielength and ^wadth of hia dominions. lie si 
could eoncentraw his whole army at any given y 
jiifltit, and the rest of the country would remain 
in perfect security. He is idolized by his sub- s< 
.lasts, who look upon Mm as a father. By his s' 

soldiers he is regarded as a demi-god. Daily he 
may be seen taking Ws usual walk or ride 
through the streets of St. Petersburgh, and 
often entirely unattended. This, again, com­
pletely refutes tie idea started some time sinoe 
in Paris that a stray bullet would one day ter­
minate his existence and put an end to the war. 
•On two points especially the world until now 

has been content to remain in comparative ignor­
ance ; ne is the resources of Russia, and the other 
the intelligence of liar inhabitants. A large 
Portion of the serfs are landed proprietors, and 
though they do not enjoy what we would call 
political rights, their condition is not one of de-
grntion, nor is it incompatible with intellectual 
iultivation and material improvement. Manu­
factories in silks, laces, cloths, etc., are to be 
found every where, and the quality aB well as 
the cheapness of these articles, when compared 
with French goods, often surprises the American 
traveler. The manufacture of munitions ef war 
is of course oarried on to a very large extent. 
Russia, as we know, is a great exporting coun­
try, and it has been estimated that, if obliged 
to live on her own resources, she can grow en­
ough wheat to support double the amount of her 
inhabitants, who livB" almost altogether on far­
inaceous food. The superabundance of gold 
and .silver ornaments in the churches of St. 
Petersburgh alone is sufficient to demonstrate 
the wealth of the nation, and so enthusiastic 
are the people—so determined are they to suc­
ceed in the cause on whioh they have embarked, 
that every cfiuroh in thft empire would be de­
spoiled rather than money should be wanted to 
carry on the war. 

A LUNATICS CUHHHrO. 

A very laughable incident occurred at a lu­
natic asylum at Lancaster about ten days ago. 
A parish officer from the neighborhood of Mid-
dleton took a lunatic to the asylum, pursuant 
to an order signed by two magistrates. As the 
man was respectably connected, a gig was hired 
for the purpose, and he was persuaded that it 
was merely an excursion of pleasure ou /whioh 
he was going. In the course of the journey, 
however, something occurred to arouse the sus­
picions of the lunatic with respcefc to his real 
destination; but he said nothing on the subject, 
made no resistance, and seemed to enjoy his 
jaunt. When they arrived at Lancaster it was 
too late in the evening to proceed to the asylum, 
and they took up their quarters for the night 
at an inn. Very early in the morning the 
luuatio got up and searched the pockets of the 
officer, where he found the magistrates' order 
for his own detention, whioh, of course, let him 
completely into the secret. With that cunning 
which madmen not infrequently display, he 
made the best of his way to the asylum, saw 
one of the keepers, and told him that he had 
got a sad mad fellow down at Lancaster, whom 
he should bring up in the course of the day, 
adding: " He's a very queer fellow, and he has 
got very odd ways- For instance, I should not 
wonder if he was to say I was the mad man, 
and that he was bringing me; but you must 
take good care of him, and- not believe a word 
that he »ys?' 

Xte keeper, of course, promised compliance, 
and the lunatic walked back to the inn, where 
he found the officer still fast asleep. He awoke 
him, and they sat down to breakfast together. 
" You're a lazy fellow to be sleeping all day; 

1 have had a long walk this morning," said the 
lunatic. 

"Indeed,"" said the officer, "I shonld like to 
have a walk myself after breakfast; perhaps 
yo will go with me ?" 

The lunatio assented, and after breakfast they 
sat out, the officer leading the way toward the 
asylum, intending to deliver his charge; but it 
never occurred to him to examine wHether his 
order was safe. 

When they got within sight of the asylum, 
the lunatic exclaimed: " What a fine house 
that is!" 

"Yes," said the officer, " I should like to see 
the inside of it." 
" Si) should I," observed the lunatic. 
" Well, I dare say they will let us through : 

I will ask," was the response. 
They went to the door; the officer rang the 

bell, and the keeper whom the lunatic had pre­
viously scan made his appearance with two or 
three'assistants. The officer then began to 
fumble in his pockets for the order, when the 
lunatic produced it, and gave it to the keeper, 
saying: " This is the man I spoke to you about. 
You will take care of him; shave his head, and 
put a straight waistcoat on him." 

The men immediately laid" hands on the poor 
officer, who vociferated loudly that the other 
was the madman, and ho the officer; but, as 
this poly confirmed the Btory previously told by 
the lunatre, trmaitox struirtehd to procure his 
liberation. Ho was taken away, and became 
so indignantly furious that the straight waist­
coat was speedily put upon him, and his head 
was shaved secundum artem. 

Meanwhile, the lunatic walked deliberately 
back to the inn, paid the reckoning, and set out 
on his journey homeward. The good people in 
the country were, of course, surprised on seeing 
the wrong man return; they were afraid that 
the lunatio in a fit of frenzy had murdered the 
officer, and they asked him, with much trepida­
tion, what be had done with Mr. Stevenson. 

" Done with him?" said tho madman, "why, 
I left him at the Lancaster Asylum as mad as 
hell!" which, indeed, was not very far from the 
truth; for the wits of officer wore well nigh 
upset by his unexpected detention and subse­
quent treatment. 

Further inquiry was forthwith made by hit 
neighbors, and it was ascertained that the man 
was actually in the asylum. A magistrate': 
order was produced for his liberation; and h< 
returned home with a handkerohief tied round 
his.head in lieu of the covering which nature 
had bestowed upon it, [Manchester (England) 
Guardian.

HECK OR NOTHING. 

Lord H , an English nobleman, ruined by 
the extravagance of London fashion, had counted 
on a handsome inheritance to pay off his debts, 
and enable him to pass the remainder of his 
days in wisdom and quiet. But the expected 
inheritance came not; and the young lord, ren­
dered desperate by his disappointment, and 
finding himself doomed to the most precarioui-
condition, deprived of all hope of fortune, re­
solved to get rid of ;i future full of misery by 
blowing out his brains. 

The loaded pistol was in his hand, when most 
unaccountably, Lord H suddenly remem­
bered that the Epsom races were soon to come 
off. Too superstitious to believe that chance 
had inspired him with such a thought, in such 
a moment, without a motive, he dropped hie 
pistol, and began calculating his chances of 
regaining his fortune in the approaching contest 
His critical situation was not known, his credit 
in the sporting clubs was unlimited, and he 
availed himself of it by unscrupulously engaging 
in very heavy bets with some of the' amateur 
sportsmen. If fortune favored him, all would 
go well, but if he lost, he could then execute his 
project, and make use of the pistol. It was n 
last resort: but Lord 11——, in his peculiar 
way of thinking, thought his faults would be 
effaced by the expiation, and that the fashiona­
ble world would pardon his weakness and errors 
if ho should compensate them by a voluntary 
death. 

He therefore deposited his pistol in its oase 
and went to the club to engage the heaviest pos­
sible bets on threo or four of the horses most 
reliable iu hia opinion. It was far more than 
fortune, it was his life, whioh these rapid cour­
sers were to bear. 

The sum total of his bets amounted to .£50,000 
sterling. He presented himself with a calm and 
firm face on the race course. Not a cloud 
obscured the serenity of his features. No one 
in beholding him could have suspected the 
serious position in whioh he was placed. lie 
appeared like a wealthy gentleman, who only 
risked a portion of his surplus, and could easily 
drown any loss in a glass of champagne. His 
courage was rewarded. Hia winnings allowed 
him to live. 

He had won more than money; for wisdom 
came to him out of this dreadful struggle. A 
short time afterward he married a fortune, and 
he became scrupulous as to his winnings at Ep­
som. He thought his money wrongfully got. 
Assembling all who had been his adversaries in 
betting on the races, he said to them: " I have 
only just discovered, by an examination of my 
accounts, that the state of my affairs did not per-

me to back the bets wa once made together. 
If 1M tune had been unfavorable, I should not 
have wfln jn ft situation to pay my losses. 
These bet* are, then, in fact null, and delicacy 
obliges me toreturn you the money." 

Some hesitated t<> accept; but Lord H in­
sisted so resolutely, that they were compelled to 
yield, and the £60,000 -were rightly distributed. 

This magnantaous oondaot produoed a lively 
sensation, and honors the annals of British 
sport. Lord H , lately deceased, has left 

an illustrious name, a revered memory, and an 
example which "gentleman riders" will always 
cite with admiration.

The Lancaster Gun-How it Differs from the Or­

dinary Gun—Its Merits and Defects. 

Among our extracts from English papers in a 
recent issue, our readeh may have observed a 
paragraph upon tne "eubjeot of this new arm, 
and as a public writer has shown so muoh igno-
ranoe while professing to instruot others, it has 
occurred to us that a brief description of this 
powerful instrument of death and the prinoiple 
of its construction would be acceptable to many. 

The writer in question commences by saying: 
" The object of boring the Lancaster gun into 
an ellipsis is to prevent the ball taking a rotary 
motion," and thereupon ho raises the question 
whether the ellitpioal ball, in passing through 
an elliptical boro, being prevented from taking 
a rotary motion, has not a dangerous tendency 
to burst the gun. So far from his premises 
being correct, tho very reverse is the true state 
of the case. The elliptioal bore is intended to 
give the ball a rotary motion, for in this mo­
tion of the ball upon its own axis consists the 
superiority of this gun over the ordinary can­
non. It is a well-known fact that it is impossi­
ble to cast balls or bullets in such a way that 
one side will not bo heavier than the other, and 
it is also well-known that this circumstance 
deflects fhe projeotile from its right line. 

With small arms the difficulty is overcome by 
the groove in the rifle barrel, which, being 
spiral, acts upon the soft substance of the leaden 
ballet, and gives it a rotary motion before leav­
ing the muzzle of the rifle, whioh continues until 
the ball is stopped. By this means the heavy 
side is alternately turned in all directions, so 
that any tendenoy in one direction is immedi­
ately counterbalanced by a revolution of the 
bullet, whioh changes the position of the heavy 
side, and the result is that the ball flies in a 
direct line. Now, however well this plan may 
answer for small arms and leaden balls, the; 
groove is impracticable for cannon and oast-iron 
balls, and it has long been a prolem to discover 
some means of making rifled cannon. 

The Lancaster gun professes to have accom­
plished this by means of an elliptical bore, out 
of which is to be thrown an elliptioal projectile, 
either shot or shell. Without plates wo may 
not be able to make all our readers understand 
our explanations, but we hope most of them will 
do so. The gun is large, because it is at a long 
range that its great precision of aim tells best 
over the common gun, and its appearance is 
that of an ordinary large cannon, except that 
the month, instead of being oircular, is elong­
ated like an egg, having one axis longer than 
another. We will suppose that the mouth is the 
largest up and down—that is, that the longer 
axis vortical, so that the flattened ball fitting it 
would stand on its edge; but tho boro winds 
gradually from thejnouth to the breech of the 
gun, so that when the ball is driven home to the 
proper position when the gun is loaded, it will 
have turned 4 around, and will lie horizontally; 
that is. at right angles^to the.longer axis of the 
mouth of the gun, and on its side. When the 
gun is fired, the ball must make one revolution 
for every four lengths of the gun, aid thereby 
counterbalance any imperfection in its shape 
which would otherwise deflect it. Several of 
these gjms have burst. This is perhaps attrib­
utable to the fact that they are used at very 
long ranges, and were probably overloaded, 
although it is quite possible, and the fact proba­
ble, that forcing the ball to take a rotary mo­
tion would increase the resistance offered so 
muoh as to increase the risk of bursting. Ex­
perience will soon test the question. We may 
remark that the same principle has been applied 
to small arms, and ,a decided advantage is 
claimed for the Lancaster over the common rifle. 

SOME OF THE RESULTS. 

A French chemist, M. Deville, has just suc-
seeded in extracting silver from clay. A cotem-
porary, in speaking of Monsieur's experiments, 
says: 

There being no reason to deubt the faots, our 
first impression is, that we are about to witness 
a revolution which will affect our commerce, 
our industry, our science, and our domestic 
economy. It is already known that some clays 
contain twenty-five per cent, of aluminum. 
Who, then, shall set a limit to its production? 
What rt change! The chemist will henceforth 
have a metal out of whioh to make his pans, 
crucibles and capsules, all indestructible, and 
all cheap. The platinum pans used in certain 
manufactures cost £ lOLKX or more. Platinum 
is exceedingly heavy, aluminum exceedingly 
light. The latter is, therefore, eminently use­
ful as weights for chemists, *who, for minute 
quantities, require a weight which shall neither 
be too small nor liable to rust. How accurate 
analyses will be when made in unalterable ves­
sels, and tests may be pushed to the very refine 
ment of delicacy! Then in the art culinary. 
No more tin or copper sauce pans; no more 
brass skillets; all our cooking utensils will be 
made of aluminum, from which will ensue a 
manifest improvement in public health, to say 
nothing of gratification to our palate. Decidedly, 
a new era seems to be opening for cooks and 
confectioners. And where will the " silver fork 
school" be, when the whole nation, from Corn­
wall to Caithness, is using silver forks ? Will 
any one ever wish fie had been born with silver 
slippers ? 

We might fill whole pages with motions as to 
the changes to be brought about in the indus­
trial and deoorative arts. In such a climate as 
ours, to have architectural ornaments, house­
hold articles, tools, and fifty other things, that 
"won't rust," will bean incalculable benefit; 
and who knows whether we may not see glitter­
ing roofs on our public buildings and temples 
without haviDg to journey to the East ? Then 
is silver to be superseded as a medium of ex­
change, and shall wo have a coinage of alumi­
num? The occupation of counterfeiters will 
then be gone. Sir John Herschcll, Master of 
the Mint, is already looking into the subject. 
Then, again, is there no danger of feverish ex­
citement? Shall we not have an army of experi­
mentalists setting to work on all sorts of earths ? 
Will clay farms rise in the market ? What are 
we to do for bricks? Will very fat church­
yards fetch the highest prices? and shall wo 
come to bequeath the mortal part of us to our 
poor relations for the sake of the aluminum it 
may contain ? 

Seriously; we believe that most important re­
sults will follow M. Deville's discovery; perhaps 
far beyond what can be predicted at present. 
It was just as much a problem, perhaps more 
so, when many of us were boys, to extract sodn 
from sea-water; and now it is produced in 
thousands of tons. So. who shall say what is 
impossible in turning clay into metal ? We all 
know that silver was not any thing accounted 
of in the days of Solomon; and whether such 
an argentiferous abundance is again to be real­
ized remains to be seen. 

MRS. SHEBWOOD'S CHILDHOOD.—Lady Jane 
lirey speaks of the severities to which she was 
subjected by her noble parents.

my collar, I not unseldom manifested my delight 
by starting from our hall-door, and taking a run 
at least half a mile through the woods which 
adjoined our pleasure grounds.

To PREVENT MKTALS FROM KUSTISO. — Melt 
together three parts of lard and one of resin 
powder. A very thin coating applied with a 
brush will proserve Russia iron stove and grates 
from Ousting during summer, even in damp 
situations. For this purpose, a portion of blaok 
lead may be mixed with the lard. The effect is 
equally good on brass, copper, Bteel, eto. The 
same compound forms an excellent water-proof 
paste for leather. Boots, when treated with it, 
will thereafter take the usual polish when 
blacked, and the soles may be saturated with 
it without soiling the lljor, as it does not rub off.
