"eforeshe reached here the murderer breathed
his last.

Under the head of " More Indian Outrages,"
the San Antonio Txand• rnishes the following
account of a reient deperate fight with Indians
near the frontier :

On Saturday evening, Jaune 80, some fifteen
Indians surrounded the house of Mr. Westfall,
who is well known to most of our oltisens, and
who lves on the Leons, some thirty-five miles
beloW•Opt Iage and In this county. The attack
was ade.upon Mr. Westfall while he was absent
from the house, leasing at the time no ocua-
pants in t but a Frenliman named Louis, and
a large dog, It Asems that the Indians had
been lying in wait fOr some time, and took this
opportunity to attack him. Mr. Westfall, how-
v Io, ou needed In getting back to his house,

wounded in a dangerous manner,--the ball
striking him in the left breest, high up and
coming oat at his back under the opposite
shoulder. He fastened the door, and the In-
dians thencommeneedwn attack upon the house.
Louland Weetfall nowexohanged shots with
them in rapid succession; but Weetfall washfat
falling from loss of blood. Louisapproached an
apertare'in the wall in order to make sure aim,
and was shot throigh theheart, fell and expired

The faithful dog, on seeing Louis fall and the
blood streaming from his body., became frantic
with rage,snd, rushing outof a small aperture,
sprang among the Indians, seised one and tore
ery, garment from his bodyand was on the eve

of killing him, when he was shot and overpowered
by the demons in human form that surrounded
him. Poo dog, he hasnobly sacrificed his life
in defence of his master. Well may the poet

With gratitude tenfOse mini."
Westfall, overpowered by the lees of blood,

could only support himselif now by holding to the
walls of the hones; but nothingdaunted,he tore
a larger aperture in the wall and stuck his gun
out in order to keep up appearances. The In-
dians, no doubt, thinking they would have a
long seige, and many of them being severely
wounded, left, taking with them all the horses
belonging to the ranch.

It was now night, and Westfall remembers of
crewling to his bed whichwas thelast conscious-
ness he had until Sunday evening, When he
found himself lying on his bed, covered with
blood that had come from the wound and from
his' mouth; buit he was not able to come from
his bed until Monday, when from the stench of
the dead body in the room he found soniething
must be done. With a great effort he suc-
ceeded in dragging the body about twenty feet,
but could get xt no farther. At sunset on Mon-
day evening he started towards Fort Inge for
assistance ; but suceeded that night in 4etting
only four miles-and on Wednesday evening he
arrived at a house in the vicinity of Fort Inge,
where he procured assistance and is still alive,
and his physician has strong hopes of his re-
covery.

Mr. Westfall is a man of strong frame and ex-
traordinary constitution, which accounts for his
remarkable escape. He is a terror to the In-
dians, and is known on the frontier by the name
of "Leather Stocking." The Indians without
I doubt were the Lipans, who commit their mur-
ders, plundering, eto., and then take shelter in
Mexico.

The Texan has also the following paragraphs:
By a private correspondent, we learn that a

boy by the name of Eichorn was closely pur-
sued, near Dhanis, in Medina county, a few
days since by a party of Indians, but he was so
fortunate as to escape from them. A party was
soon mustered and sent in pursuit; they took.
the trail, but the Indians had the start sufi-
oiently to get to the mountains of the Hondo,
where they could secure themselves, before they
overtook them, and thus they escaped.

We learned a few days since, that a party of
men from Medina county, who left in pursuit of
the Indiaps that had lately been stealing horses
and committing depredations there, followed
them on the trail past the residence of Mr.
Westfall, and there discovered the body of the
unfortunate Louis some twenty feet from the
house, where it had been left; they buried the
body and continued the pursuit.
