ANcroSaSLAVE Rescuo AT PHILADeLPAL.-
The Philadelphia North American, of the 24th,
says:

We had another slave resoue yesterday morn-
ing. Thecircumstanoes, we are informed, are
as follows: "Not long ago, a young Cuban gen.
tleman, the son of a wealthy planter in the
"gem of the Antilles," was arrested by order
of his Government, upon the charge of sending
an order towpringfield, Mass., for 600 muskets.

Finally, the negroes triumphed, and carried
away their Cuban friend, mince which he has
not been hard from.

Faox SB~AA FE.-The Ban Antonia Texan,

On Tuesday evening last, the Santa Fe and
El Paso mail arrived in San Antonio, and from
the El Pass correspondent of the El Bejareno,
of our city, dated July 10, we learn that there
was, at that date, an immense rise in the Rio
Paeroo, so that the streets, and even the houses,
in the tows on this river were overflowed, and
there was much alarm among the inhabitants.
