A wonderful achievement has been ooompllshed--an
unparelleled event has teanspired, and modern skill and
genius are triumphant, as it were, over time and space.

Fp=rr. 4 never sew the fruit-shops and

market-entir•ces more appetizingly garnished
withkthe juicy offerings of Pomona than at
present. There appears to be a grand mass
meeting oipnthern convention of fruits, from
every I tn, between Mason and Dixon's line
and the sI or. That hardy king of fruits,
the appl e pulpy and evanesoeat peach,
which if not quickly consumed, will rot from its
outside to itscentre; the luscious pear, which
brooks as little delay,.rotting from the centre to
the outside; the Py-oheeked nectarine; the
purple grape; th ~l-hearted pomegrana-•
and the juice-bursting fig-sll in their different
varieties-constitute the continental army of
good things, who meet and fraternise with the
golden.huad legions of the sanny Antilles-the
pine-applesorange, lemon, mango, banana and
plantain, with an occasional aooompanimsunt of
something enknown to many in these parts, the
"alligator pear," anuncouth-looking fruit, held
at a fabulous price, which has a sign stuck up
to call theattention of the passer-by. Moun-
taius of melons of every size, shape and degree,
from the watery fifty-pounder to the sugared
oantelope,~nd the little speckled "scented
melon," which nature created to be smelt and
not eaten, are piled around the small-fry enu-
merated above.

Altogetlbr, fruit has accumulated in such
abundanoe, and a great part of it is to be had
at sua chl p prices, that the popular appetite
for it seems to be sated; and many a proud pear
and blushing peach that on its first arrival
coolly askl for a dime, has wasted its sweetness
on the stingy crowd until all its beauty and
spirit has vanished, and it has terminated its
career ignmniniouslyby being carried off half-
rotten, sad for balf 'a cent, in a nigger boy's
hat.

We cannot drop this subject without advert-
ing to that enterprising class of citizens who
receive and disburse the aforesaid fruits-who
preside oW the various juicy mass meetings,
and by their skill in ranging them out and dis-
playing then to the public eye, render them
more temping than Dame Nature ever intended
them to bt. These fruit-vendors-Spaniards,
or "Dagoq" as they are familiarly styled.--
show consgmmate skill and taste in displaying
their fruits in their shops; but in the market-
places theyshow genius---decided genius. Hun-
dreds of tsons whose ideas, from poverty or
other o•a never soar beyond pork and pota-
toes, pass hurriedly through the fruit quarters
in the markets, withoutdeigning to look at what
is there displayed, and who only know by the
smell that uit is near. If they would stop and
contemplate, as we do occasionally, they would
discover net only that fruit is there, and for
sale, and Ar sale cheap and in any quantity,
but they Would discern also that it is ranges
with real artistic skill into the seeming of a
landscape--the different shades and colors of
the variousfruits being as effectively commin-
gled and shaped into ideality as a painter's
colors on bis canvas.

We will consider, good reader, that the our.
rent of people in which we pass one of these
fruity triinpho is a river. Nearest to us is a
rough beach or shore, made up of almond, fil-
bert and peoan gravel, yam stumps, ginger
roots and soooa-nut rooks. Next is a sloping
bank of peaches, pears, nectarines, etc. Then,
abrupt hills of apples and oranges, with melon
preoipices in proper proximity. So muoh for
earth. The celestial scenery is represented by
gorgeous clouds of purple grapes, with a sunset
glory of pine-applees and red and yellow bana-
nas. Nature being thus fully represented,
architecture comes in. Little Bunker-hillmon-
umente of apples and peaches are ranged along
the base of the apple and orange hills,'while
split melons are scattered over the beach like
boats readyfor launching. All these things we
discover bytaking a deliberate and proper view
of what se many give the go-by, as an incon-
gruousandchaotio heaping of fruit.

But it ishin the architectural department that
the swarthy fruiterer displays his choicest skill
-in the litle peach and apple monuments of
which we spoke. These monuments are built
when the material descends to a certain stage
of cheapnes---say five or six for a picayune.
Three constitute the base or abutment, and
three more the shaft. So numerous are these
monuments4and so universally do they exist the
year zound, from the perpetually cheapening
process of some fruit or other, that people in
general think it is nothing to build them
Those who hold to this opinion have only to
make the euperiment to ascertain the difficulty
of it. Yet these Spaniards have so effectually
reduced the thing to a science, that.it is nothing
to them. 'We have often seen one of these
geniuses take a handful of peaches or apples,
and pile them up monumentally, as it seemed,
by just dropping them down, one upon another.
One would think this the acme of that kind of
genius; bu it is not. We have long had a dis-
trust of these little monuments, and never pur-
chase one Without first taking a peep at the rear
side of it; d our distrust has in nearly all in-
stances bl well-founded. The freckles and
moles, or, more plainly speaking, the rotten
spots, in the fruit, are always to be found on the
rear aide. This would seem to betoken great
care and study in the building process; but no
suchmental labor is requisite, according to what
we have seen.

"If thou would't view th' rsench Market aright,Go visit it by the dawn's gray light,"
is a piece of advice generally volunteered to
strangers in the city; and such a visit is no lees
a novelty to a" native " of contemplative mood,
than to a stranger. While we were there early
one Sunday morning, we were attracted by the
rapidity and apparent thoughtlessness with
which a Spaniard piled up his little columns of
fruit. The material was peach, of rosiest blush,
and having all suspicion of rotten spots banished
from our mind by the seemingly clumsy man-
ner in rwhich the monuments were piled, we con.
eluded to devour one of them. We bought with-
out examining, and were bitten. Every peach
had a rotten spot on its hind-side. Our first
impulse was to quarrel with the fellow; but our
second was to admire the consummate ingenuity
with which he had piled rotten peaches before
our very eyes. With that picayune we bought
experience; and have shunned the little monu-
ments ever since.

Another wonderful exercise of skill by these
Spanish fruiterers, is the precision with which
they classify their fruits according to their sizes.
An invoice of apples or peaches.is received-all,
perhaps, off the same tree, but varying in size.
The Spaniard, sitting in front of the newly-
purchased barrel, and with a basket on each
side, lifts out the luscious globules with both
hands, and throws them according to their size
into the respective baskets. With the large and
small apples no skill is requisite; but with the
middle-sized ones there must be some skill, al-
though the Spaniard loses no time in deciding
which basket must receive them. There most
be a line between a "a picayune apiece" and
" three for a dime," and that line the Spaniard
determines as nicely by his long-hand practice
as another person would with a pair of scales.
You may at any time select peaches or apples
from the different baskets. in whose size or
weight you can discover no difference; yet if
you- will test the matter with a pairwf scales,
you will find there is a difference, small though
it be. The Spaniard sees you select three for a
dime from one basket, in preference to two for
a dime from the other; he knowe you get nearly
a third more by it; but it never troubles him,

He -haa claesiffed them, and conducts all his
business according to strict mathematicalrules,
from which he never swerves. When the rotten
spots begin to appear, then comes another rigid
olasslfleation, which runs into the little monu-
ments already treated of. The monuments, if
notgold, are taken down at night and re-built
in the morning---the more totten fruit, after
having finished its monumental career, being
required to d amid service for several days
more. at th of which time, if nobody buys,
it is thrown astically into the stiret by its pre-
siding genius.

But we must not let our theme ran off with
us. The sum total of our remarks is, that New
Orleans is a great place for fruit at the present
time, and that our fruiterers, as a class, are
" not to be sneezed at."

Atii-Amerioan Party Idlqp of "Vested Bights "
In the Louleianu Courier, fo Sunday morning, August

6th, there appears an editorial, heeded 'The K. IfN. idea
of Vested ltights," followed by an abstrsaot from the
coltumns of the Mobile Advertiser, a stoaunch supporter of
the Amerioan party. The abhtrast to here inserted, that
all may read undertandingly :

"The Ameriaoen party would not, if it oould, and could
not, if it would, interfere with the vested rights of the
naturalied citizen."

The writer proceeds to say: "The most ordinary man
knows, we presume, that the Constitution of the United
States, in its enumeration of the quhalirations for emoces
created by it, excluder the naturalied citizen from ouly
one of them, and that is the Presidency of the United
dtetees; naturalied citizen may be a Senator, or a
ltepresentativ in Congress, -Judge of the Supreme or
other Pfederal Courts, a member of the Cabinet, (except
Secretary of State,) an officer of the Army anod Navy, or
a MinisUter abroad."

Thus we see that the "vested right" to hold the office of
Seoretry of Stale has been abolished by "eot of Con-
grees;" for there', I think, no prevision in the Coustitu-
tion touching that point. And for the information of the
learned writer, I will refer him to the last sentence of the
twelith article of the amendment of the Constitution of
the United States, and he will there read these words:
'But no person constitutlionally lneligible to the mffoee of
President, shll be eligible to that of Vice Presidentof the
United States."

In point of facot, therefore, I presume the.writoer will
admit his error In stating, that the naturalized citizen is
exoleluded from but mCe offmoe created by the UConstttituton
o0 the United States.
But let us enquire Into the "vested rights" of .*jurnl.

ized ltisens to hold all or any of the offices elesotiothe
people, or bestowed by the rExecutive or the differoet do-
partments of the oGeneral or State Government.
What is a "vested right ?" As I understandthe term,

it meanns such a right a the possessor oan enforce or
maintain at law, before any coourt of competent jurisdic-
tion a right which cannot be abridged, set uaside or
abolished by any authority except with the consent and
approbation of the party poseesuig that right. Por ex-
ample: The naturalized clitizen who shall have legally
compled with all the requirements of the naturalizuation
laws, and with the looal aws toe residence, eto., in the
State where free suifrege is guarantesd,hs a right to de.
posit his vote on all questions which may be submittod
to the people for their decision. The natunltlbsditlizen
has also the right to hold taoded estate and acquire valid
tilie thereto. These are' vested rights" which no not of
Iongress or of the dtate Legislature cun abolish or impair.
To pe soy law to deprive him of that privilege and right
would hbe retroactive In its effot, (exa pot facto) and
therefore unoonstitutlonal. If the oonsrtituttion of the
United States vests in the adopted Oltilen the right to
hold any office, there would be no noeeselty for an leo-
tion-he would only be required to make known his
wishes, and suddenly he would be" iniooid" with ooffice-
and no court coueld deprive him of his vested righlts." A
-vested right" is absolute and unqualified, and controlled
alone by toe will of its possessor. And if any suoh right
attaches to the natnealted citizen by virtue of the Coe-
stltution of the United dtates, theu indeed I thlnk the
Constitution should be amended, for he has more rights
and privlisges than the native born Amerioan citizen.

When the great champion of popular rightsand Amerl-
canpolioy (the Sage of Ashlaul)-and wone that great
defender of the oonstitution who "took no step hack-
card "-and when that good old patriot (of the tar
,North-west) whose grey hairs are about to be h brought
down in sorrew to the grsve," in witnessing the dilsmem.

years past the honored etaudard hearer--and that ruin
aeffected by the union of those monster spirits of hellish
desoent, Abolitionsm and Freesoiism-and say, when
those three master spirits were candidates for the Preesi.
deney of the United Statese, where were their "vested
rights?" Why did they not simply exprese their wishes
and tahk possessiou of the White Houseo Ah ! you widl
tell us the people willed otherwise ; and as they were
,toier blor American citizens the " Tinted rights" did-
not attach to them We did nothear on those ocoaelons
the ias table walllng and gnehlng of teeth ofthe two old
pal t'•ne now dead and the other hanging on to its
s hirh t is now continualtyringg ! our eaurs from
the few remaining demagogues of both those old parties

Did the Whigs in those good old days cry out treason
becaue the Democrats resolved, and so acted, to defeat
Mr. Clay ?

Because
three great men were native born and had no "vested
rights" under the Constitution of the United States.
lut the writer may attempt to soreen himself from the

absurdity of his proposition, by saying that the Ameriaon
party intends to go turther thon either of the pre-existing
parties ever attempted, by actually tating a solemo obli.
gation never to vote for any foreigner for ansoy office, or
never to bestow office on aoy foreign born oltieen-or they
may goso far as to pass an act of Congress, or so amend
the Uonstitution of the United tates ts to suit their
psoouiar viewe on that subjeot. Suppose, for a moment,
that ill this were the ease-where theh ist the vlcation o0
the Constitution? Is it in promisang that I will never
votefor an alien ? Have I not that right under the Con-
stitntion? Who will dare question It ? If thee I have the
right, lindividually, have not a thousand or any other
number the same right collectively ? Has not eongrese
the power to pas an anstdecrluring that the office of Sec.ae
tary ef State shall be filled only by an American born
citienl And if so, cannot Congress declare also that
any other or all offices shall be Oded by none but native
horn? Have not the majority of the people a right, and
a "vested right," to frame a conatitution, and also to
change, modify, or amend that constitution when they
think proper to doso ? The Constitution of the Uniter
Sataes wag nmended, ad i suceh a manner an to make the
disability of any foreigner holding the offies of President
attath also to that of Vice President. Will gentlemen
tell me that those who passed the amendments to the
Constitutlion, diequlfyling a foreigner to bold the office t
Vice President, had not the right to make the provision
extend to every offimo created under it?

There can bhe no questin that the framers ef the Con-
stltution and its amendmentse, when they xoluded aliUens
from ever being Presidents or Vice Presidents of the
United States, designed those aote s a aoution and ex-
ample for the guldance of their posterity In selectintg our
rulers.
ButI am not sware that the American party intends to

interfere with the Constitution of the United States. It
l a saored instrument, and should remain forever intact.,
The American party oontemplate, so far as I can learn
from their declaration of principles, to exclude foreigners
from office in the same manner procisely as did the two
quondam parties-by means of the ballot-box. If the
gentlemen will take the trouble to read the 6th artoile ofi
the platform of the American party of Louisiana, adopted
unanimousty on the glorous 4th of July least, he will learn
what is meaut by excluding fooreigners from office. And
inasmuch as thoe writer of the article to which this is a
