A gentleman who resides out on the river and who has a
ine orchard, informs me that last season he sold $3,00
worth of peaches ; this year he had not's doasn i his or.
chard- I have mon om dfine looking apples here, but
they cannot be compareud to their Northern brethren
save in looks, as they are very dry and insipid.

Cotton has begun to open quite faot, and most of the
planters have commenced picking. They are xpeotleg
an unusual yield of the staple, and I think with good ret-
on, u the crops could not appesr more promiting than
they do. What I have sn of the new cotton is very
fnoe, and the staple, exoellent. It seems unaoccountable
to ome how the Mississipplahe permitted these rich lands
to remain so long unnoticed while they were toiling with
unrequlted labor on the poor, bleak hile of Adams and
Warreu couoties. tHere the soil is exhaustles ; vegeua.
teen is on o gigantic scale ; weeds which are smallin other
places are hsee large bushes ; cotton leaves the clam
called plauts, and borders on the tree, the oconsequenoe iso,
landonr Deer Creek has gone up from 04 50 to p25 and
even i35 per ere.

But Deer Crooek exers all other places a moch in bher
wild game as she doeo in the riohness of her soil. I had
not the Least ide that thuere was any place east of the
Misesori where game was so plenty. The forests abound
with deer, bear, panthers, wlldcate, wild cattle,ete. Many
planter find no difficuloty whateverin bllting sufofioent for
lurnishing themoel,es and negroes with meat the whole
year round. The deer abound In touno1enrs umbers, and
oro frequeotly killed in the cotton fields, where they go to
st the young cotton, of which they re very fond. You
may think it rasther tshy when I tell you that a soon as
you are out back of the felde you are but seldom out of
sightof deoor. One geotlsman told me that he was out
hunting a few day. since, and after loading his horse
with vonioop, he kbiled three more deer on his way home
and leot them for the wolves and panthers to devour.
Ouch oonduct is nothing but wanton cruelty, the doeer
boeing the most innooent of onimast, and hatminog
nothing.

While stopping for a few days with a planter here, he
would go out every morning nd never returned without a
deer, and no time did I know of his being abseut more than
to hour, and sometimes not the hslt ol it, and never did
hego, he may, four huodred yards from his residence.

While your are rlding
along the road they win crome close by you, walking off
with a regular swinging, Bowery-boy, don't-oar•.r-haog
kind of gano, giving o loud ouff, which in hear lanuaoge
means," shoot and be-honged to you."

They are of a light yellow tolor, about two feet and a nhalf
high, strongly built, a bull-dog lootking hebd, a rather u0-
amiable look outof their eyes and a very open cou0t0-
nase when they are obodog their chops. I have seen but
one live one and he wee playing around the root of a tree
nt the side of the road. After taking o rather hurried
look at him, and not being armed, I ooonsidered that the
climate in that viclinity was decidedly unhealthy, and re-
membering an old adage that my father intillsd into me,
that it was much better to deprive ourselves of society
than to keep bad compony, I left. They bill many of
hem, and some et them in preference to vuenison. I oa

cat almost oany kind of meot, from elephant down to mole
and "possum," but esat panther! "is thy servant a dog
thtbheshoulddo su0h a thong?" I have heard here
terriboe storieu of panthers, bearer, wolves and wdd-oats;
of midnight ttaoks, bhairbreadth escapes by flood and
deld-many persons bearing wounds to attest the truth
of their stories of how they suffered in the engagements.
