Bond.--Merchants receiving frequent imports.
toun, may, to obviate the inconveniences wrich
would be feltin giving the penal bond prescribed
in the fourth sction of the act of the 28th of
May, 1880, for each importation, give one in
lieu thereof running for a period not exceeding
six months.

In each cae, it is the duty of the collectors
to see that the security provided by the bond is
substantial with regard to the pecuniary ability
of the obligors. Great care is required to be
taken by the collectors and other officers of the
costoms in the proceedings in the importations,
so as to insure beyond doubt the sufficiency of
the bond, should the United States be compelled
to resort to it. [Washington Union, 16th inst.
