AN ORDINANCE concerning the Wherver of the
City of New Orleans, and providing tor farming
the revenues thereof

ne. 1. Be it ordained, by the Common Council of
the City of New Orleans, that the Comptroller of said
city shall, within stxty days after the paes~ne of this
ordinatte, and the approval thereof by tht Mavor, and
after twenty days nottce thereof, given by publination
in the Oflinal Journal, adjundicate and sell t his office,
to the highest bidder, and in accordance with the topue-
loton, herein contained, the revenues of the wharveso
of said city ebttethtabe under existingoritinnces, opon
all ships, vessels, steamshipls, steambats, flatboats,e
and water craft, of any and ervery description whatno-
ever, for the term f three years, comnenoing on the

slet day of October, 1855, and ending with the 3th d
day of September, 1858.djdicaon
Snc. 2. That for the purpose of said ajdiat

and sale, the whavs of said city shall be divided into

six sections, as follows
Sac. 1st, shall comprise all the wharves andlandings

of satd city, lying and being upon the Mississippi river
and contained within the upper or sounthern limit of
saiod city, and the upper line of Felicity Road,.
Stc 2d, shall comprisc ail the wharves and tland-

ings of said city tyttg tnd being upon the Mississippi
river, and contained wittin the upper limiterof Felicity
Road end the lower line of North tlar let street.L

Sc 3d, shall comprise ali the wharves and land-
Iegs of snaid city, lying and being upon the Mississippi
river, and contained within the lower line' of North
Mlarket street, and the upper line of that part of the
river front of said city, which is appropriated to the
Conai Street Ferry.

Sec. 4th, shall comprise all the wharves and land-
ings of saiod city, lying and being upon Ihc Mitissiplpipl
river, and coanlained wittih thc lower lien of tht tpor-
tion of the river front of said city which is approlnia-
ted to the Canal Streat Ferry and the tower line of
Toolouse street.

Sec. 5th, shall comprise all the wharves and landings
of said city, lyingand being upon the .Missiippi river,
end contained within the lower side of Toulose estre t
and the upper line of that portion of the river front of P
nend city, which is apprnprtted to the Esplnaode Street
Ferry, and eceprting therefrom tlnt portionof the rlve
front which is, or may hereaferf e appropriatetd for a
ferry, to at extent of not more than one hondred and
fifty feet at the iLot of St. Ann street. d

Soc. 0th, shall compriseall the wharves andlandings
oftsaid city,iying and being upon the Mssissippi river,
and contained within the lower line of that portion of
the river front of said city, which is appropriated to ther
Esplanade Street Ferry, and the lowe r or northern
hmil of said city.
ScG. 3. That said Comptroller shall adjudieate and
asell, a aforesaild, the revenues collectable, as aforesaid,

within the various sections set forth it the second see
tion of this ordtnance, separate and apart; commencing
with secton first, and ending with section sir•th,as set
forth in said second section.

ac. 4. That each and every persona to whom shall
be adjudicated and sold, as aforesaid, the revenues col-
lectable, as aforesaid, within the various sections net
forth in section second of this ordinance, shat be sub-
rogaled to all the rights and prlvileges f the city of
New Orleans, to sue for and to collect said revenues.

Sc. 5. That nechand everyperson to whom shall
he adjudicated and sold, asaforestd, the revenues aol-
lectabile as aforesaid, within. the various sections set
forthin sectionsecond of this odineen, shall not sell,
trotshfer, assign, set over, or sublease his or their right,'
title ci interest in the same to any.person or porsons
whittsoever; and that in case of any sale, transferi
ao signmet or sublease eade by any person or.persons

the rights or Interests nqaqireed onder andby virtuet
offthis ordinance, such sale, transler, assignment or
hublense shall work a forfeiture of std rights and inte.

rests so acquired as aforsaid, and the same sIl revert P
to the City of New Orleans.

Snc. 5. That the city of New Orleans reserves to
itself, and excepts from said sale, each nd every ferry
landing and ferry wharf now eisnung, and each and
every nuisance wharf now existtng, and all revenues
arising from the same. The Common Council also
reserves the privilege of changing the location of the
ferty landing in the Fourth District, provided the same
shell not occupy more space thn where it now is. t

Szc. 7. That each and everyperson to whom shall
he adjudicated and sold, as aforesaid, the revenoes col-
lectable, as aforesaid, within the cartons seetions set
forth in section second of this ordinance, shall give
bond, with good and sunfiient securtty, to be spproved
by the Common Council, in an amount equal to one-
fourth part of the price of eald adjudication nnd sale,
and conditioned for the true end faithful performance (
_and fulfillment of all acts and obligatiotns required to be
performed and fulfilled on the part of said person or
persons by this ordinance.

Sac. 8. That each lnd every person to whom shall
be adjedicated and sold, as aforesaid, the revenues col.
leetable, as aforesaid, within the various sections set
forth in section second of this ordinance, shall give
therefor his or their promissory notes, endoeed to the
satisfantlon of the Common- Coacll,'in a0 afftount
equal to the purchase price of the revenues so adjndi-
cared and sold, as aforesaid.

Se..9. That the notes required tobe give by sec-
tion seventh of this ordinance shall be divided into a
series of thirty-six in number, and made payable infif-
teen days, one, two, three four, five, six, seven, eight,
nine, ot, eleven twlve, thirteen, fourten,, fioeen,fee, six-
teen, seventeen, eighteen, Otoeteu, twenty, twenty-
one, twenty-two, twenty-three, twenty-four, twenty-
five, twenty-six, twenty-seven, twenty-eight, twenty-
tine, thirty thirty-one, thirty-two, thirty-three. thirty- I
four and thirty-five months after datel and that such
of said noter as shall be made payable in the months
of January, February, lMarcn, April, May and June
of each year, shall be drawn payable each in aa
amount equal to one-twenty-seventh part of the pnur-
chase price of the revenues so adjudicated and sold, as
aforesaid, and that such of said notes as shall be made
payable in the months of July, August, September
October, November and December of each year, shall
he drawn payable each in on amount equal to one-
fifty.fourth pa rt of the purchase price, the revenues so
adjudicated and sold, as aolresaid.

See. t. That each and every person to whom shall
be adjudlicted and sold, asnforesaid, the revenues col-
lectnible ai aforesaid, within the various sections set t
forth it section second of this ordinance, shall accept
and take possession of the wharves, landings and levees
contained within the section or seotions whose rove-
nues are to be adjodticated and sold on the at day of
October next that said wharves, Ilulngs and levees
shall he accepted it the eondltion in which the same
nay be ill on said ist day of October next; and that said
person or persons so aecepting and taking possession
of said wharves, landings and levees, shall repair the
same and keep the same in good order and condition
duriag the whole term of three years, commencing
with the asid tt day elf October, 1855, and ending with
the 30oth day of September, 1685. Provided, that the
lessees shall itave no right to build any shed, ware-
houses or platforms on said levee, without the pernmis-
sion of the Common Council,

stances as above mentioned, in ttling with river sand
all parts of the same which may cave in, or sink be-
low the grades nforead,andl In keepainghe bulk-heads
on the outside of the same, always in good ordter and

condltion.
Shc 13. Thatthe repairs of the wharves required 1

to be made under section ninth of this ordinance, shall
consist in repairing all Ihole in the flooring of the
wharves ana inolnedd planes immediately on their first
appearance in raising all portons or the wharvet
wtich may have sukh, or which may sink below the
levels now establishedl in taking out and renewing
all caps and stringers, pile, finder piles, tloring, eti.,
which may be found rotten or decayed, in building
anew all wharves which, from general docay, may
require the same, andin extending into the river all
wharves which may require xtnctsiolt so tas to have,
at all times, a acepth of water of tweoty feet at the
water line of eac. anu every wharf used for the laud-
ing and discharge o0 ships, and a depth of Water of
tea feet at the Water line ofeach antd every wharf
nsed for the landilng and discharge of steamboats.

Soe. 14. That in making therepairsrequledby see-
tiot twelfth of this ordlnance, the piles used shalt be of
late or river tlmber, of the bestqaltity, It by 11 inches
quanre atone end, and 9 by linches square at the

other end, and shall be driven frhm 15 to o teet into
the solid ground, at distances of 10 feet from the centers;
the heads of the plies shahll be squared accordtng to the
levels to be glvet by the City Surveyor, sand shall en. -
colve and support It by II inches square caps, which
ahall be strongly fastened to each of said piles Witth
drag nuails, 1 nch square by 18 inches long. The
strtngers used shall be at least It inches square, shall
rest at rigllt angles upon the caps, at distances of five
feet irom the centers, and shall be strongly fastened at
each intersection with a cap with drag ttlso, t inch
square by 1t incites longs.
