GEN. HARNET'S BATTLE WITH THE INDTkoNs.-
The following letter, which we find in the St.
Louis Republican of the 25th, gives some par-
ticulars of this affair not previously received,
It was written immediately after the battle and
may be relied upon as correct:

CAMP ON BrSS WATER RIPER,
September 4, 1855.

Dear Sir : An eiapress leaves us in a few mo-
ments for the States, and I drop you a few lines
by it to let you know that Gee. Harney had a
fght yesterday morning with one of the princi-
pal bande of the Brules under Little Thunder,
and very nearly, if qot quite, ",rubbed" it out.

The Indians were encamped on the Blue
Water River, a beautiful stream which rises in
the sand buttes to the North of the Platte and
empties into the Platte about three miles abose
Ashl Hollow. The Indians were discovered as
we came in camp at Ash Hollow, on the evening
of the 21, and General Harney at once deter-
mined to attack them. Aeodrdingly, the
mounted force, under Colonel Cooke, turned
their position before daylight next morning,
while at daybreak, Major Cady, with a battal-
ion of the Sixth Infanery, attacked in- front.
The infantry commenced the action, and asthe
Indians retreated, they all at once found them-
selves upon the dragoons, who suddenly doe-
bouching from their ambnscade, charged the
Indians with sabre and revolver, and that be-
tween the troopers, the infantry, and the Indi-
ana, there was soon as fine a spdbimen of a free
fight as one could wish to see. The fight and
chase lasted for two or three hour8 , at the end
of which time there was no Indians to be seen
except the prisoners and the dead bodies which
were piled up in all directions. The Indians
lost about eighty-five in killed, ipoluding their
chief, iLittle Thunder, ana between sixty anl
seventy prisoners (women and childrei ) they
also captured a large number of horses and
mules--to say nothing of wagon-loads of new
lodges, buffalo meat, and Indian fixins in gen.
etal. We lest four killed, four severely, and
four very slightly wounded. Two of the wounded
will not likely recover, as the arrows which
strnck them penetrated their lungs.

Our camp is now at the mouth of the Blue
Water, where we shall remain a few days, until
a small work can be thrown up at Ash Hollow,
which will be garrisoned by one company, for
the protection of the road.

In the Indian camp many papers and articles
were found which had been taken from the
mail party:
