In compliance with the requests made, we
have propounded the foregoing interrogatories.
Personally, we are unadvised whether any

t records are missing or not, or whether any

Judges or Clerks'have been remiss in their
duties. We very well remember that, at the
time referred to, there was an unprecedented
rush for naturalisatibn papers, and that the
court in quebtion was unusually popular w th
many hundreds whose good fortune enabled
them to become citizens-or attempt to become

itisens, from choice-a prerogative denied the
unlucky natives of the soil.

But if there is no record, a very delicate
question arises, which we do not pretend to
poose sufficient legal knowledge to discuss as
It shoeld be, and very likely will be, disoussed.
We may say, however, that what there is no
record of-when there should be an ample aqd
complete record-is liable to strong suspicion,
if not to unqualified repudiation, without there
is collateral proof to demonstrate the contrary.

In view of the facts that there are, unquestion-
ably, large numbers of illegally granted, fraud-
ently obtained, and void naturalisation certii-
oatesin existence; in consideration of the probs.
bility that scores of these certificates were origin-
ally granted to men who have since died; and in
view of the great cardinalprinoiple,whioh forms
the base of true republioanism,that the purity of
the ballot-box must be preserved, we would ask
if a sworn Judge of an election has not the right,
if it is not his solemn duty as a citizen and an
offioer-and if he would not be guilty of moral
perjury if he failed in the premisese-to exam-
ine into the qualifications ofa suspected individ-
ual, even to demanding a production of his
papers of naturalization before allowing him to
vote ?

We think it would be his bounden duty to do
so. Any other course woul4 place the ballot-
box at the meroy of the refuse of Christendom, as
it has been too often in this city. Why, let the
rulapreached by some be allowed to prevail, and
the.Judge of Election might see, with his own
eyes,on one day,a pauper ship disgorge five hun-
dred paupers upon our levee, and the next day
be•eompelled to receive their votes, as'goed and
lawful citizens, simply because the deluded and
ignorant people were willing to take the pre-
seribed oath!

Such policy as this would soon make our elec-
tions the veriest delusion and mockery on earth,
and no man, wishing his country well, can sup-
port such a doctrine.

are unable to see why a native of Ireland should• deny his birth-place. Ireland has produced

s many great and glorious men. In arms, in
f eloquence, in literature and in song, some oft the noblest names that sparkle on the pages of

the earth's history, belong to Ireland. Let her
a sons cherish and honor her, instead of passively

1 denying the spot of their birth.. There may be
a cloudy present-a gloomy future, so far as
independence is concerned-but as Daniel Web-
ster once said about Massachusetts, "' the past
at least is secure." Were we Irishmen, as we
are Americans, we would suffer a thousand
deaths, were that possible, before we would ad-
mit, directly or indirectly, that the sun of
another land first shone upon our infant eyes.
And we would as zealously maintain the funda-
Smental doctrine, " Ireland for the Irish," as we
do now the self-same dootrine-" America for
the Americans." There is not the smallest dif-
ference in the great principle enup•iated byI O'Connell, and the cardinal principle of the
I American organization of the United States,

save that which is involved in its application to
another country. And, so with all other na-
tionalities. While the Irish should rule Ire-
land, the English England, the Scotch Scot-
land, the French France, the Germans Ger-
many, the Spaniards Spain-and this is what
the natives of those countries assert an explicit
and exclusive right to do-it follows, as a natu-
ral consequence, that Americans should rule
in America. The principle is exactly the same,
and if it is wrong in one instance, it is wrong
in all the others.

That the exclusive doctrines of the American
party may operate oppressively in many in-
stances, we are free to admit. We would like
to see.it otherwise., Among our oldest friends
and most intimate associates, are numbers of
adopted citizens; and we know not of one who
does not approve of our policy as a whole. But
is it possible to enact a general law of natural-
zation that will discriminate between the intel-
ligent, the honest and the industrious, who are
always welcome, and the pauper hordes that are
thrown upon our shores ? That is the question
involved. We are unable to perceive how the
object can be acoomplished. General laws are
made for the general good, and it will not do to
permit individual grievances to arrest their ope-
ration.
