What course so likely to abase, denationalize,
corrupt and destroy the elements of strength,
pdrity and patriotism, religion and morals, as
to make this country the refuge of the " low
population" of Europe-the charity hospital of
Europe-the pauper house of Europe-and the
penitentiary of Europe ? That the course spoken
of by this English Duke has been pursued for
years and years there is ample and positive evi-
dence in the Department of State at Washing-
ton. Many of the potentates of Europe have
been in the habit of emptying their alms-houses,
poor-houses and prisons upon the shores of the
United States.

A letter, of the 24th, from Westport, Mo., to
the St. Louis Republican, has the following.

The Santa Fe and Salt Lake mails have ar-
rived. The news from New Mexico is of very
little interest. The election for Congressman
and members of the Legislature was to be held
on the 10th inst. There were two parties in
the field-the Democratic progressive and the
Gallego parties. Nearly all the candidates, I
learn from a Santa Fe merchant, are Mexican
Spanish. There was not mush excitement.

The mail train came through in twenty-one
days. From Salt Lake there is no news, as the
train that went out on the first of the month got
no further than Fort Kearney-I suppose on
account of the fighting, of which you were sent
an account Gen. Harney is much applauded
here by some, and much abused by others. It
turns out that there were but four whites killed
and that some Indian women and children were
shot. The Sioux fought the foot soldiers bravely,
but the horie they couldn't stand. It is said
that when Little Thunder, the Chief, saw the
force and superiority of the whites, he sent in a
flag of truce; but Gen. Harney returned him
word that he had come to fight, and that he
would give them only thirty minutes to prepare
for battle.

CHOLERA ON THE PLAINs.-The Western (MIo.)
Dispatch of the 231 ult. learns that the fearful
epidemic, cholera, visited Samuel Ferandis'
train, en roumte for Fort Riley, near Osawkee,
on Grasshopper, K. T., on the 9th of September.
Wm. Ninemiers, Harrison Dagley, John Dock-
ery, Willis Sutton, Wm Emory and' Oliver
Ruark, all belonging to the above train, died
of that raging disease. The above persons were
all, save Mr. Ruark, eitizens of the North-
western counties of Missouri, and Mr. Ruark
from Ohio. Mr Ferandis had their bodies in-
terred as well as he possibly could. They had
no means that he knew of.

DESTRICTIVE FaRE AT CuIICAGO.-A fire broke
out dt Chicago on the 30th ult., in the Union
Car Works of Stone & Boomer, near the Rock
Island freight depot, destroying the finishing
shop, machine shop, and brass foundry, together
with a large amount of stock. Losses estimated
as follows: Cars, $12,000; machinery, $20,000;
buildings, $18,000; material, $15,000; total,
$65,000; insurance only $17,000, About three
hundred persons are thrown out of employment.

We learn through Mr. Bishop, that the yellow
fever has broken out in Milliken's Bend, Madi-
son parish. Some twelve or fourteen were taken
down with it in one or two days. We did not
learn whether any cases had proved fatal. In
our town, thank God, all that are down with it
are improving. As yet there has been but three
deaths-Isaac Goodman, wife, and Mr. Pride,
the jailor. The direase is either of a milder type
than heretofore, or is managed better. [Lake
Providencs Herald, 20th.

There are, however, restriotive limlte on many -
orders before on the market, though large deliveries have
been negotiated for. Several aesels have arrived, and
others are expected, coming under charters ; they must be
loaded or heavy demurrag be be inurred, and considerable
discretion is allowed on some Orders, partioulariy Where
they are-on Joint aecount.

The Money, Market It without ehange, with a very
meage supply of paper oforlng. The offerings in Bank
today were gnerally witlon the income.

We learn a negotiation was in
treaty at a rate which would relt at 7, but did notrennh
a onotraot, though some bills would be declioed at 7
and under that. A telegraph dispatch from New York, a

under date bf yesterday, quotes a further decline in that
marketh 109 being the rate for first class bills. Of course
this nfluences rates in our market. Domestic funds, if
anything to-day. were steadler. The Banke selling cheoks
on New York at % and 4 per cent. dtisount, and buying
sight drafts at rates from ,( to Y% and 1 per cent. die.
There was good supply of thie bills on the market at
9% to 2%2 for sixty days, for first olas, and 2% to 22% for
other grades. Some of the Banks t-day, from having
large balances had no inolination to purohase, being
governed by the amount they sell in ohekse. Of course
if after their Northern account reach a certain amount, If
there is no demaund for ohecks, they must suspend buyiog
uotil a change ocurs, which generally comes about in a
few days. Francs continue at our l•t ates, say 6 80 to
6.238 and 5.25 to 20.

We published last weak the amount of duties on im-
ports through our Oustom-house for the frst quater of
the present fiscal year, ending the 30th September.
