ThIr B*4n IlRuge Gazette, of the 27th, con-

tales am. excellent article headed " Wholgesle
Naturalization." After saying "that two
Judges (of the parish of Orleans) are prostra-
ting the dignityof our judiciary at thefeetof po-
litical partisanship," with some other incidental
remarks, the Gazette goes on to state :

The very fact that there are hundreds literally dragged
tothese oourts that are unable to spseak our languegee and
eonsequently cans never bhave read the oeetitutlon,in the
langouage in which it is written, and most probably in no
other, bshould quickhen the sernalny of our judiciary Into
their claims to be advasnced to ssh hih privilegee.

They ehould be asked if they had ever read the onati-
tution of the United Statee-and examined It with regard
to ite teading prineiples. The witneases should hkeware
be reqoired to state tow they know he (ths applicant) is
att ehed to our unstitutione and the pltoiples of the
Constitution.

A etartleng feet heajust come, aeeidantliy, to our
knowledge, conneeted with the ranting of naistealation
papers by oar ourts of lojustice These developments
make ne hesiate. however, to endorse the definition given
hy Dlaeketone, toot a court Is "a place where justice is
julellaily administered "

We have this moment seen the natunrallzation papers
of-aforeigoer, who happened to be too honest to vote
upon them, issned in 186 by the •lxth Distriot Court,
presided Over by Judge Ootton, and a Mr. HIolland acting
ri deputy olek. lie ionquired of the gentleman how
long he had been in the United States when these papers
were lesued. Hies rly wee thirteen dapys. Hle further
astted that theOrepepere tad been rough to him, and t11t de
ad nen- bhren himself in court. Now does it not follow that
nome intrument ot partycenlly representad this man in

open court, or that the oleera of rooert, one or both,
mannoufactured the paper or ti.t they were themselves
gresely Imposed Upon. We are unwilllia to make so
grave a charge against caiern who have been elevated to
sech places of responalblity by the euffreges of the
people. Does not this lastance demand an Investigation
into thedraud, perjury and impoialto, or whatever term
it may he designated, by the Legislature or eame aompe-
tent tribulnnal' ntl eler to oar minds that the holder
of these papers, io n no manner to be blamed, because
when properly Informed, he has refuved to vote upon
them. They happened to get hold of a hogptt man.
Another Instaoe ine thIs pnolah hoe been brought to oar
knowledge, the holder of the papers declaring that hsi

ers ere rought is hie, and As had nver tWhe Bhe eath
a-With euch startling developmnate as these stering the
Fomslmsion*re of Election in the face, takien In connes-
fion with other aspects of this questieon, loolng streongly
towards a fraudulent staplt and a determination to effeot
seuch a result, are they not bh•tol by evej consideratlon
of duty and their high eostittlulonal reeponalblllee, and
the solemn eaunctlios of their othe, to demaend that the
naturereat•lon papers of every foreigner (with the exeap
tien of those old naturalied oltienes known to pi-oisi
them,) should be presented to them for examination?
We unhesltatingly strm that such Is their duty, and
that they will disgrace their high position, if they, fOr a
moment, shrink f lts frm and manly diseharg.

Our position is so well known that we need
hadly say that we coincide in.the deductione
of our oapitolian cotemporary. Neither quib-
hllng lawyers, nor detached sections of laws,
nor quotations from authorities-which have
no more bearing upon the matter than extractt
from Mahomet's Koran--can, or should, divert
the great stream of law and justice from flowing
on to a triumphmt consummation in this com.
monwealth.

The case particularly quoted by the Baton
Rouge Gazette-and, before going further, we
must express the opinion that the Judge and the
Clerk of the Court referred to, were shamefully
imposed upon by some perjured counterfeit-
shows how the frudulent vote of November,
1853, was obtained--how; right in the face of
the ravages of the pestilence of the preceding
summer, whiolh could not have carried off less
than two thousand voters, the vote swelled
some three thousand beyond any previous enu-
meration I

No doubt hundreds of papers we•o thus
fraudulently obtained-and, no doubt, hun-
dreds of dead men' papers found living, breath-
ing, acting repierdntatives-for the papers of
dead men were cheapest.

Buoh facts as these;- taked•k connetion with
that other fact, that, % the Second District
Court, under the old regis#, hundreds of natn.
rallsation papers were granted, of which there
is no record, make it the imperative datyof
the Commissloners of Election :to enquire, ex-
amind,r aidssummarly reject, when it become.
neoessar•e The Complssioner who fails In this
will fail in his s*d'lb-uty-will to derelict to
his oath. No man has the"smallest selntilla p.
right to vote on a naturalization paper of which
there is no record. None but Courts of Record
can naturalize, and where there is no record,
all documents purporting to be naturalization
papers, are worthless, and entitled to no more
respect then a counterfeit bank note.

We are unable, for our part, to see how the
Commissioners can do justice to themselves, to
the community, and to the laws, without they
institute a rigid investigation, whenever a ques-
tionable ease comes up. And, as the Ameri-
cans-natives of the soil-are always willing to
substantiate their right to the prerogative of
suffrage, and will not object if the closest scru-
tiny is applied, we do not see why foreigners or
foreign organs should object to a similar scru-
tiny.

Matters Demanding Conside•tion.

The language of Washington, (well and for-.
cibly remarks the Opelousas Patriot,) the Fa-
ther of his onntry--of Jefferson, by whose
principles so many boast to be guided-of Jack.
son, the hero of New Orleans--of Madison, the
pure statesman-of Harrison, thepatriothero-
what .means it ? Certainly these great and
good men nqetnt something when they uttered
the'entiments ascribed to them; and if they
saw that iqjurious consequences would result
from hte influence of the few foreigners coming
to this country in their day, and their elevation
toofloe, how muoch stronger would be their lan-
guage,and how much more pointed their warn
ings, now, when half a million foreigners, many
of them risions and depraved, are arriving an
nually upon our shores ?

We beseeoh our readers to engrave upon thei
minds the opinions of these great and good mer
of old, whose wisdom tnd patriotism were neve,
doubted, and censure not those of the present
time, who, seeing danger to our beloved inlti-
utionas in this great influx of the worst classg

of foreigners among us, would devise some means
of checking their political influence while we
are yet strong enough, Again we say, read and
ponder well :
