diary, burglar, or assassine Why the thing is
imposeible. And every intelligent man will see
and feelthe force of the remark, after reflecting
a moment.

We beliere our police force, as at present or-
ganised, with aotive and energetic offiers, from
the efficient Chief, Moynan, down, is as good as
the city has ever enjoyed. Carpers and sneereru
may say what they please, but such is, never-
theless, the fact.

The polioe--eepeoally the American portion
of them-have been violently denounoed by
prints not supposed to entertain any particular

iiiendihip for anything that don't suit their
views of Amelcanim--as entirely derelict in
their duty on the day of election. This has
ouaued us to investigate the matter, in order
that the blame may rest upon the shoulders
where it properly belongs.

We find that there are some 868 policemen
employed by the corporation of New Orleans.
Of these 198 are of foreign birth, and 165 born
upon the soil-leaving a balance of 88 in favor
of other lands ! This simple fact issufficient to
throw the blame-if blame there was---at least
a majority of it, upon other shoulders than
American shoulderes.'
But this general statement does not do justice

to the natives of the United Statesemployed in
the police force, as the analysis we are about to
make conclusively demonstrates. We propose
to take the subject up by districts. In the First
DlItriot, where there was little or no trouble,
there were fifty-four Americans and eighty.one
foreigners. employed-balance in favor of for-
signers, 28. In the Second District, where

things were unusually peaceable, the police
force stood sixty-four native, fifty-six foreign-
balancein favor of natives eight. In the Third
Distriot, where five-sixths of the disturbances,
and most, if not all, of the bloodshed occurred,
there were twenty-eight American and thirty-
fire foreign policemen! In the Fourth District,
where the voting proceeded smoothly and qui-
etly, there were nineteen American and sixteen
foreign police officers.

We have entered upon this relation of facts
with no other view than of doing simple justice
to all the parties directly concerned, not with
the smallest idea of arousing unpleasant sensa-
tions or elisiting odious comparisons. If the
Police did not duly maintain the peace on eleo-
tion day, let those who were in the fault suffer,
District by Distrlet, not forgetting the Third.
The rule should be invariable, and must work
both ways in a country of republican institu-
tions like ours.

AmxuLn-VERT.-The following appeared in
L'.•vant Courrier, of St. Charles, of the 11th
inst. The editor, we understand, is a foreigner
by birth. This, while it gives him a clear title
to superiority, ip all respects, over the natives
of the United States, mentally, morally and

l politically, at the same time endows him with the
indefeasible right to call Americans " Thugs,"
murderecr, cowards, or anything and every-
thing else that is infamous, vile and dishonors-
ble.

The Americans are worse of than the Israel-
ites in Egypt. For thee there was a "prom-
slsed land," where national independence was
guaranteed. For the Americans there is no

such land. They have no place to go to; and
consequently there is little chance for a snccess-
ful exodus. In fact, if they wanted to go, we
doubt whether permission would be accorded
them. Their trans-Atlantic masters may yet
make them serviceable as " hewers of wood
and drawers of water." Who knows ? Well,
let the future tell its own tale.

The
Union will last as long as it is the paramount
interest of the parties to the compact to keep
it united, and we trust forever. At all events,
many years must elapse before that mutual in-
terest in its continuance can be materially im.

The present
generation will not witness the disruption of
the confederacy. Such, at least, are our honest
convictions, looking at the matter in a business
point of view.

ANOTRIR CASe OF CONTPrr OF COURT.-e-A
case very similar to that of Pasnmore William-
son recently occurred in the State of Indiana.
The Common Pleas Prosecutor of Vanderburg
county had the clerk of that court sworn in open
court, and put to him the general question,
"Do you know of any violations of the penal
laws ?" The clerk refused to answer the ques-
tion, on the ground of its illegality. The court
held the questiona proper one, and on his again
refusing to answer, the clerk was sent to jail
for contempt. A writ of habeas corpus was
obtained from Judge Davidson, of the Supreme
Court, and the cane examined before him. The
court held that, although the question was an
improper one, and the witness not bound to
answer it, yet every court must judge for itself
what constitutes contempt of its authority, and
no other could interfere to correct its acts in
such matters.

We find the above in a Northern newspaper.
It would seem to be equivalent to deciding that
there is no remedy for whatever wrong any
arbitrary and tyrannical judge may choose to t
inflict upon a citizen under the pretext of "con-
tempt."
