Pap Fie Derarruests.—Wa have lately
£oad, says the Washington Evenivg Star, every
thing within our ressh likely toinfurm us relia-
Bly npon the guestion of thertecess or failure
‘of the new system of relying, for the Frofection
of property from fire in sities, on the services of
a paid fire department. The comolusion to
which wa bave come—and we have carsfally
oonned English, Freneh and Prossian, as wall
a8 American, (Boston and Cincinnati,) statis-

tics baaring on the sahject—is, that in most
onget the decrease in the value of property de-
stroyed by fire, brought about by the change,
haa been nearly one-hall; while the inorease of
ihe oost of the mllnlemna of the fire depart-
ments (whars the system has been adopied) has
been in ail osses inconsiderable, when the ser-
vices rendered by the paid firemen, n3 anx-
iliney pnllcemsn, ete., are taken into ooneldera-
tiom.

Groaxric Prorosition. —At a meeting of the
Pittsburgh Board of Trade, o gentleman sub-

wmitted » proposition on the eubject of improving
the Ohio river, by converting it into a slack-
water ponal. The suggestions were unanimously
approved by the Board, and were sarnestly re-
commended to publio copsideration. The dis-
