The Deputy Wardens of the institution your committee
are reluetantly oompelled to report as nolt atteltive to
their several duties. There have been numerous times
when the yard of the Prisont has beet left wilthout a
proper protection for the safety of the prlsoners con-
fined therein. Your committee have olso been credibly
informed, that though theI negligenoce and t relesttres
ofsonoe one of the Under Wardens of the Prisono, ole
of the prisoners (a negro) who had been committed for
twelve months, had escaped, snd no return has ever
been made of the same. Your committee also report,
that the Under Wardens are frqueslttly absent from
their duties, and no deduction is or ever has been made
from their wages during said absence Your comoit.
tee recognize the officers attached to the Work-house
as beittg upon the same footing as the policemen of the
city, and subject to the same rules autd regulations.
Your committee also regret to report tilat the Ctief

Warden, or Captain, is not as promptly at hiis post as
he should be. His absence allows too much liberty,
not only to the Under Wardens, but to the safely and
good government of the prisoners, the cause of which
hs a tendency to cause revolt and disobedienee to his
orders. They present a resolution requiring any War-den or officer Who may aske leave of absence to procure
the same front the Chief Wardlen of the City Work-
house; and if not reported upon duty each and every day,
the pay to be deducted from the amount of satd otfficer's
salatry-said reductiot to be made frotn the enotthly
pay-roll of officers.
Your committee also beg leave to report, that they

have examined the bills, accounts and vouchers for tile
City Work-house for the month of September, gitd fild
the samecorrect A resoluuon is therefore poeerted
appropriating the amount to pay oald bills.
