BISHOP HOPKINS' SIXTH LECTURE.

The sixth lekstur of Bishop Hopkins-and leat of the
septes-mwad delivered last evenang at Odd Fellows' Hall.
The us1al large and respectable aedience attended. The
sabhjet ebonse by the Bishop apon this ocaeeslon wa, the
true cberaeter of the temporal power claimed by the
Pbpe of Rome.

He had been glad, the lecturer esid, to learn that the
Papal power bad been a subject of oonlderation by the
last Ameriean Congress; the time had arrived when it
had become recognised as an element in our polities and
an infldenee of the greatest importance upon our elesatve
Sfranohise. He had considered with some attention the

questions involved ln the idea of Papal npremaoy, for he
himself-although adopted in early childhood-was a
cltizen of this great Rlepnblie, and held it a duty to make
himself acquainted with a subject of such vital Impor-

tanus to his country.
The lecturer then proceeded, by quoting from the Ro-

man Catholic creed, as proolalmed by the Connil of
Trent, to show the true ebaracter of the temporal power
claimed by the Pope. The book of Charles Butler-recog.
nlsed by Roman Catholics In this country and in Europe
as as afaithful interpretation of their cresd, deined the spir-
Ital and temporal powers of the Pope as the highest on
earth. The convert to that faith must acknowledge the
Roman Catholio the mother of all churbhes and of all
apostolie power, and must swear true obedience to the
Popes who held supremacy of ranke upremacy of jriedi.e

tion, an
d 

spremacy over every matter in which a decision
was to be rendered; so that the final onolusion must in-
variably be-" Rome has spokep, anI the matter is deter.
mined." Aesording to the faith, as expounded by this
author, the head of the churah is the only recognised
r sal tribnal in the world, aud if a question could arise
regarding its powers,the Pop, who is that head, wouldbe
the only judge to ide it. How can a power more de-
epotte be imagined than this, where the potentate is his
owajudge ?

In regard to the extent of these powers, ad to the
question of what is true obedience to the Pope, a differ.
e Cne of opinion had existed among Roman Catholic--the
one side elsiming them in the most unlimited sense-even
to the right of deprirving a sovereig of his crown-and
the other dissenting therefrom; but practially the
differenee amounted to nothing. The convert In all caea

Sswears obediense to the creed of Pope Pius IY, and that
creed warts the supremacy and insfalhi!ity of the head
of the chersh. Therefore, if the Pope be personally infal.
hlibs, who shall my that his decisions are ever wrong ?-
Ifhe Is above all laws and canons, how can it be said that
temporal sovereigties are not subject to him, or that
boneds may be set to his power on earth ? Fromthe time
of Pope Gregory VII, the founder of the Romish Church,
down tothe time of Pope John, who excommunieated
KlRg Louis of Franee, the Popes had arrogated to them.
selves this extreme supremacy; each one had in turn
I steadily maintained the doctrine that all earthly power

must be subject to his own, as the vicegerent of God on
earth, and that empires and sovereignties must be do.
pendent upon his will. After a struggle of nearly four
centurimefor complete spiritual and temporal power, the

reedt of the Counoll of Plorence had been esasted, re.
afroumig and establishing these wssumptions.

Oan It be said that these powers are not now claimed ?
]rom the time of that Counell Up to the present day,
eventhave provedthat Papay has no idea of surree•
derlog this supremacy, and this opinion the learuned
Bishop sustained by citing nmerous iastanees in which
it had been.arrogated and pertinalouesly adhered to in
later years.

What reply, then, should be made to those French,
Eoglish and Irish Catholles, who assume that the
bead of their church does not now interfere with
temporm affairs, or at least not with the attributes
of temporal sovereregates? The claim to the right
of doing so has never been abandoned. True, It
has not been exeroised, for the reason that political
expedieney would not werrant it, and the inability to do
so was well understood. Who then would say that, were
it expedient, this claim would not be enforced, and
where do ecolesistoe and writers obtain their authority
for saerting that the Catholio oreed has in this respect
unergonea obhnge ? FPance had adhered to that con-
•ructiotl of the creed which refuses to the Pope these
powers, and had not fallen under the papal interdicton ;
this was becsude it was far that she might follow the
example of England ad shake off the yoke; but the fast
had led mulltiudse to believe that the construction which
did not recogsiee the Pope's political power was author-
lsed by the church itself. This was a grest error. Never
yet had one Pope been found to admit that he yielded
one iots of the ancient prerogatives, and the only reason
why the Popes of later years do not assert and urge them,
was that they dared not.

He had no deobt that seach of our Amercan orators and
sktasmen as are Catholics wonld deny to the head of
their church this temporal and political supremacy, but
that was merely a personal opinion, which concerned only
themseles ; they might indeed resist any attempt to
esiablish it; history furnishes numerous precedents of
resistenceto it hymen whose oath to this Church had
csknowledged it. A few hundred years ago the Pope

was univeresally recognised the great sovereign and spirit.
oal and temporal head of the world; but times had
changed-that tremendous power had dedlined-but the
fslllight ofhistory, the assertion in their creed of its no-
obangenblses, the fact that no Pope up to the present
time has ever renounced his prerogative, proved that the
claimto the right of exercising supreme jurisdiction still
existed.

And who might undertake to foresee the consequences
that may result to this country from a blind indifference
to the future of this question? Let Europe continue to
pous her millions among us, let the papal power eontinue
to increase here, aided by foreign Catholic governments,
who lnstinetively hate republican prinoiples-and who
shall say that a few years may not see our country
deluged with the blood of civil war, brought about by
bigotry and intoleraoee, and carred on with the sangui-
nary fury characteristio of Roman Catholic perseontion ?

He did not think anoh a war probable, but it might be
possible. The power of the Romish Church was by no
means to be looked upon as not dangerous, when wielded
for temporal harm ; It held absolute dominion over the
msols and bodies of 18,0001000 human beings.

High School for 3oya-University of Louisiana.
t Messa. Eddlars--Boiering that the leading importancoi of the subject will Justify the request. I ask the attention

5of your readmes to some consideration connected with

our city's educational interests.
While, with very many of my fellow-itiense, who have

given earnest and continued attention to the whole mat.
t-: of public education as adapted to our naeeseslties, I
would deplore any action tending to the general eonsoli-
datioo o oour Publt Schools, I am cooriuced that for
special reasons, one step in that di notion may be safely
and advantaageously taken. Leaving the Primary, Inter.
mediate and tlgh.$ahools for CGirls as they arme. I would
respectfully submit that the several High Schools for
Boys should be condensed into one.

Some of the arguments wbhich, I thint, should weigh
in favor of .entralioing these particular schoole, ace as
fllows:

let. The eminently secesful examples we have in the
Central High School of Philadelphla, and the Free Acad-
emy of INew Yortk. institutions which not only illustrate
the high olaims oand beefite of free public education, but
in doing it, honor and bless the cities which gave them
birth and susteoanat.

Ui. The higher scholastic grade, and more extended
cocrse of studies which sneah a sahct might adopt, as com-
pared with those now predloable of our High Schools.
Neither of the justly celebrated schools above named
could have attained their prcaat commanding positions
and usefulness in the higher departments of science and
learning, but for their uniling in the great citiaes where
they exist.

3d. The liberal annual approprilations for the malaton.
ance of four High Schools for Boye, amounting probably
to $18•000, will not only suffice for the atta!nment of allr this moot desirable elevation and progress, but may, with
anythiag like judiciouas administrtion, be diminished
fully one-half.

An endowment affording a acash Income of $9 000 perSannum, payable in equal monthly portions, would, it is

eonceived, be adequate to the sustenance of a school of
a high order o excellence; especially, if this sum eauid
be (ow tea single schoolt) almost wholly devoted to the
securing of the best teachers in the coulntry. I1 is theSteacher that makes the chool.

I Atprcment with four aua l rents, four portersa four
annual bills fr- renovations and repairs, and four bills for
fuel-to say nothing of other contingencies af eaoh sepa-
rate establishment, too much of the yearly appropria-
tioln is aeeoe-rily consumed upontheir mere accessories,
and too littsle o it left to scuree and compensate sucah
teachersas are required. Besides which, in lienu f the
twelve or thirteen teachers now employed, a Central
High School would, for some years, in all probability, not
require more than four or, fie, including the principal.
Wha.other instructors were made necessary by an in-
creasing prosperity tutors, at lower saiarlies-young men
trained in the lnstitution-might be. as they generally
are, employed.

4th. The unquestionable physical ability of the boys it
our High Schools to attend o,,e suitably located with re-
ference to the oonvenience of all. This is presumed to
be so generally conceded, as to need noargument. If
there be sumcint in the thoughts above presented to
awakean nquiry, perhaps one of the first questions to be
answered will be." Granting that such a condensation, for
the reasons givean is desirable, where ean a suitable build-
iag be found ; and how can our School Board, in the pre-
sent embarrassed condition of the city finatces, and the
diminished amount of their owu resources, procure it?"
The query is proper, and merits a reply. The State of
Louisiana,with great liberality, and with the enlightened
and patriotic purpose of providing the means of a home
education to the youths and young men of the State, has
built and tkept up by direct appropriations of its Legila-
tore, the commodious edifices pertaining to its University,
on Common, between Baronne and Dryades streets. That
Uniaversity is governed, in Its general concern, by a Board
of Administrators, under a charter which gives to them
the power to rent, for purposea consonant with the
general design of the institution, any portion of its ample
premises not required by its existing schools. They are
also similarly authorized to incorporate with the Uuter-
eity, it addition to its Medical Law and Collegiate De-
partmenta. any other scientific or literary schools or
bodies that it may judge to be conducive to its great ob-
ject-the aduaneemeot of general and liberal learning.
With these powers, o liberally bestowed by a State which
was at the same time proving its sincerity by its sets of
positive beneficence in the bestowat of moneyyad valu.
able roperty. to guide them. it is not to be presumed that
this Board of Administrators would fail to meet the
Bchool Boards in a spirit of liberality, should the use of
come of the empty halle of the University be sought for

great Central High School for the youths of our city.
On the contrary, it is suasceptible of ea.y proof that its
own intereste, as a Univerlsity, would be speedily an per.
maneatly promoted by invitling the city to locate its High
Bchoolefor Boys In one of its ample buildings.

Any legal objection to this, would be fully maet by either
a moderato rent, or by allowinog boys from any of the
parishes to enter this schrool upon paying, per capita, the
otunal oxpenree of itsimadntenanee.
The true positions of the Boards of Administrators of

the University ad the School Boards, with reference to
such an arraaement, might be stated thus : The former
bave ample buildings, located precisely where they would
he wanted for a Central High School or Aeadamy, and
well adapted to its purposes: but they bave no aendow-
ment, and no funds with 'which to pay any teachers ; so
that even the small Grammar School which now exists
within it. is, in fact. a private enterprise. On the other
hand. thie boa•d ofPublic Schools contraol and expend
large funds, received by them with at unanimity of pub-
Itc appeoval and with certainty, hy annual appropreitiat.
They have alco a large aumbor at pupils. ampie preel-
vialoas in text bohs and otbeoexpeaeivo concomltants of
a school--wlth what would be, if they had any place in
which to collect, preserve and use it, a repectable scienti-
it apparatus. Could an aranmgement be effcted betwc
them by which the west wing (formerly the Medical Col-
tsege) could be appropriated to the accommodation of a
Iligh School or Free Academy, the reosult, it is conceived,
must be mutually moot benaeficial. This building is three
stories high, of large area aud susceptible of entire adapta-
tion to the purposes of such a institlution. Besides the
reasons for such a combination of resources already
hinted at, a long series of additional arguments might be
offered, and the details of a plan of operationa submitted
which would go far to obviate possible and partial objec-
tions. But if thepresent artile is only sueesful in at-
trscting the attention of the saeveral Boards Indicated,
their own patriotism and experience will suffce to for-
nish and adjust all these.
