Sacto•n 1. Be it ordained by the Common Council
of the city ofNbw Orleanos That the Fire Departmenl
-hall consist of one Oktef Engineer twoAsslstant En.
ginoers and one Captain, and one Lieutenant or eact
organized company; thirteen ingine Companies, o,
twenty meln each; four Hook and Ladder Companres
of fifteen men each; one Steam Fire Engine Company
to be oomposed of one engineer, two drivers, one fire,
man, and eight hosle pipe men-onte HeoeCompany fo,
Fire Engine Young America of ten men, and of two
bell-ringem.

Sae. t. That eachl Engine Company shalt be
pronvided with one Engine, one Hose Carriage. livn
hundred feet of hose of the first quality, and two
horses, with the requisite harness complete; the same
to he kept at all rimes in good order, and ready for ser
vice.

S•c. 3. That each Hook and Ladder Company
shall be provided with one Hook and Ladder Carrinage
ai fut set of Hooks and Ladders,n and otre horse, witl
the requisite harness complete; the same to be kept a;
all times in good order and ready for service.

Sac. 4. That the Steam Fire Engine Companyp

tageous situations, and.only worked for the effectual
extinguishmetof fires to call forald, if need be, from
all persons present at fires, to assist int exllnguishing
the same, to assist in removitg furnlture, goods ora
moerthandise, from any building on fire or it datlgeo
thereof, to act as guards to secure the same, and also to
assist in pulling down or demolishing any house or
building, If necessity require; and further, it shall b
their duty to suppress all tumults or disorder. It lshall
also be their duty to cause order to be preserved in go-
ing to, working at, or returning from fires, and atall
other times whlen companies attached to the Depart
ment are on duty.

S-c. l. That the Chief Engineer shall have thesole command at Bfires over all members of the Fire
Department, and all other persons who may hbe prsent
at bires aind shall take oil proper measures for the ea-
tinguiqhment of fires, protection of properiy, preserva-
lion of order, and observance of the laws, ordinance-
anid regulations respecting fires; and it shall ire the

AN ORDINANCE to regulate the service of slaves
confined tn the Pohce Jail:
SonTION 1. Be it ordoinntl, That all slavesl as well as

negroes, and colored personts elalming to ite, buet unabe
to prove themeelves tree, who are capable of worktng
on the public works, and who may be confined it
the Police Jail, shall be employed oil the public works
of the city, under thte following regulations.

Sac. 2. The slaves, and others forllt g tte gong.
shall be under the superlntendence of the Street Cotn-
missioner, and guarded by thlree policemen tobe detail-
e froll tlte city polee, who are to anot undertand be
governed by satd Street Commissioner iu the manage.
melt of said slaves.

Seet:. 3. The gang shall comprise all able-bodied
slaves as weli as negroes and eolored persots clot mi
to be free but unabHle to produce evidence of their free-
dotr, who may have been tIo coolioteent it the Poltee
Jail for more than three days without having been
claimed or released by their masters, or dtschrgcedby
due process of law; and also all slaves who may hive
been sett to the jail by their masters for eorrection,
ultese otherwise ordered by theitr masters.

SEC. . All sltves, as well as negroes and colored
persons employed in tile gang, shall he clothed nto gar-
mentst, to be provided by tlte clty,a of a uniform descrip-
tion, to be delermted by the Street Commissioner, and
made in the Work-house or by such persons as are 00-
ptble in tte Pollee Jail; tile materials to be procured
olt requtsittio from the Wardel of the Work-house,
approved by the Fillance Committee.

Sec. 0. The clothing Worn or brought by the pris.
oners shall be preserved in the Polto Jall, and re-
turned tvthan ot their discharge.

Sac. 6 The subsistence of all slavese, as well as
negroes or other colored persons employed in the
gang, shall he at the expense of the city, the Jailor to
he patd at the rate of fifteen cents per person per day
Iherefor, as well as for the subsistence of those who are
at the charge of themselves or masters.

Ssc. 7. The owners of all slaves sent ;o the Police
Jail for correction, and of runaways committed thereto,
who are able-bodied and capable ot Worklhg In the
gang, shall be entitled to the subsaistence and clothing
of their slaves when employed in the gang, but nothing
fartheri negroes and colored persons claiming to be
free. but unable to produce evidetnce of freedom shall
be entitled to their subsistence and clothing, but no-
thing further.

Sac. S. The charge by the city for feeding all col-
ored persons, negroes and slaves confined in the Police
Jail, not employed in the gang, shall beat tlhe rate of
twenty cents per day.

Seo. 9. The thiefof the Police ehalldetailthree po-
litemen, to be approved by the Street Commissioner,
to eact as guards of the gang; the policemen detailed tothis service shall be entitled each to five dollare per

month In addition to the salarythay now receive, and the
Street Commissioner shall be authorizedtodeScharg.
said policemen should they refuse to obey his orderser
neglect to perform the dutes he may assign, and i
such case he is authorized to call upon the Chief of
Police to detail other policemen for said service.
