FIRES IN NEW YORK.--The New York Tribune
of Monday, the 17th, says:

Since 12 o'clock Friday night, seven fires have
occurred in this city, destroying six buildings
and damaging, to a considerable extent, six
houses occupied as dwellings and places of bus-
iness. Within the same period there have been
two false alarms. The total loss by these fires
will probably exceed $125 000, which amount
is only about half covered by insurance.

LANDs IN KANSAS TERRITORY.-Inquiry hav-
ing been made as to whether lands in Kansas
are locatable with bounty land warrants, we
learn that the public lands in that Territory
will be subject to location with bounty land
warrants atter they shall have been surveyed,
offered at public sale, and become subject to
private entry; that at present there are no
lands subject to private entry in the Territory,
and consequently none now subject to location
with warrants. The Indian trust lands, how-
ever, to be sold for their benefit, will not be sub-
ject to such location. [Washington Eve. Star.

HORRIBLE ACCIDENT AT FLUSHING.-A few
days since, Stephen Dodge, a well known well-
digger, of Flushing, L. I., was engaged in set-
ting a curb in the bottom of a well over a hun-
dred feet deep, at the residence of Timothy W.
Smith, Esq., in Manhasset, when, by the wind-
lass rope giving way, a heavy box of stone,
which was being lowered, was precipitated upon
him. The unfortunate man was instantly crush-
ed into a mass and driven into the sand to a
considerable depth. A Coroner's inquest was
held and a verdict in accordance with the above
facts rendered. Mr. Dodge leaves a wife and
six small children in indigent circumstances.

JuNNr LIND recently paid a visit to Paris, and
created quite a sensation. The fair vocalist,
however, for some reason or other, has never
yet permitted the Parisiahs to listen to the ex-
quisite tones of her extraordinary voice. It is
stated that during her stay at the French cap-
itol, she was seen one night at the Comic Opera,
but remained only until after the first act. A
letter writer says: "She rarely went out, and
only two or three times to the theatres in the
evening, and to the exhibition during the day,
endeavoring to maintain everywhere the strict-
est incognito, and running away as soon as she
was recognized."

"It is added that two or three distinguished
visitors succeeded in obtaining an interview
with Jenny, and she listened to their compli-
ments without frowning, but it was impossible
to draw from her an answer. She did not
speak a word, not the least monosyllable. Her
friends say in excuse that she does not know
French, but this is a fable. Jenny Lind speaks
French as well as any German singer, not ex-
cepting Mademoiselle Cruvelili."

Clay, Calhoun or Webster, cooldnever
have received tbhe plaudits of this civilized and oenlight-
ened world, unless they by great exertion, by many
sleepless nights, by iteonse thinking for hours, days, oand
weeks, had expressed their'ideas to such a manner as
wenot to the hearts of the American people. Csero or
Alexander could not have conquered nations, noted or
pllged cities, or l

a
ld} eountries in rein by a moere nod

or shake of the head. No ! these thiong had to be done
with labor, and. thanks toa merciful Godgreattibor may
accomplish deeds eveo more noble.

What ! would you wish that cities should spring up as
if by the Influence of some genii. at your wish ? that all
things should appear at your bidding ?
Were it o, the names of Putnaom, Maron, Sumpter,

Washington, and o mighty host of our country's heroes
would not have beoome watohwords to the Amorlcan peo-
ple. The star of Amertoawould never bare risen, oand
Eogland would have rested quiet tand unknown isle io
the vast deep. No names of mighty uations would decorate
our histories, 0nd those faculties with whloh God, it his
mercy, has endowed us to take part in life,woeuld be token
away and our noblest farculties would be no higher than
the instinct of the brute. But bow different are the
scenes. Stretch your eye over this broad and vast ex-
paes of earth. What do you see? Does not every prt
show the work of man h Toe clotbes we wear, this city
ond civilized state in whioh we live, and this noble hasl
in which we meet to-day, are iall examples of the art of
man. Behold thet beautiful and fairy-like steamboat,
ploughiog, in her swift and gentle course, the waters of
the broad and vaot blississippi. Beholdagain, that mon-
ument, rearing its lofty head to thevery skies. Theseare
results of labor. Behold the departure of the Pilgrims
from England. Did they hbrink from the exrosive toil
and labor of planting colonies? What glorious results
have crowned their noble efforts? Merchants ! have you
gained your reputation and wealth by idieness? You have
not become the bone aond sinew of our country by the
gOOdness of some fairy. And lawyerad trdesmen od la.
torers., you know that it has been through hard and diffi-
cult toil that you have accomplished your end. Me-
chanicso ye have not benefitted our nstitutions by
idleness, but by a severe application of both the mind and
the body. and we, the rising generttion, do not expeet to
occupy the places of our fore-fathers by listless iactivity.
We do not expect to become sena'ors, statesmen or presi-
dents without labor. We do not expect to keep this
Union together and prevent diesord among our States by
remaining idle. Besides, we will not be alone in this. The
daughters of America, the life and existence of our coun.
try, will ever have for thbeir aim to help 'the mono" by
kiodnet, gentienese and persuasion.
The results to be obtained by labor in comparison with
those which are but the effcts of casual circumstances,
hare been signally displayed n the war of the Crimea.
In the English army position yields tothe magic power of
gold, and the idle ons of ao effeminate aristocracy alone
hold the control, thus vainly reeking to overthrow the
principle "conscientious labor wecomplisheo everything "
With the French. on the other hand, promotions are the
rewards of valor and military worth. Nowr let us rexam.
ine the results. In the fieroe aessult thearms ofFrauoe
haoe been crowned with victory. while those of Englaod
received little or no credit. Burely. England hab forgot-
ten the lesson givern her by Cromwell. but the noble deeds
of NapO son willremain a ever-living examples to Franoce.

Labor is required for every thing, whether in the forms.
tion of a pin or in the erection of city--nothiong can be
made, nothing can be done, nothing can be accomplished
withoutlabor. "Labor improbu crania incli," must be
our motto.

"Toil. toil. either of the hand or the heart, is the only
true manhood, the only true nobility."

A Tnour Foss LVnaIN IN A WELL Tw rr-
riVE YARas.-Mr. F. Hoyt, a correspondent of
the Country Gentleman, writing from South-
East, New York, November 19th, says:

Can any one tell how lbng a trout fish will
live? Twenty-five years the past scaimer I
came on the farm where I now am. Alcoet the
first work that I did after getting in my spring
crops, was to drain a bog swamp, the outlet of
which leads into the Croton river. I bhad an
old Scotchman to do the ditching. One day he
brought pp a trout fish about the size of a man's
little finger, in his whisky jug, (by the by, we
used a little on the farm then ) I put it in the
well, near the house; and it is there now, grown
to a goodly size-say about a foot long, and
large in proportion. It has been fed but very
little; once in a'while some one throws' in a
grasshopper, or a cricket, to see him catch it•
The well is thirty feet deep, and water hard,
and settles down nearly to the bottom, aend then
again rises to near the top. He has been taken
out a few times to clean the well, but not for
the last five years. Friday last, I got a grass-
hopper, the last one I expect to see this fall, and
gave it to him. The water is now twenty-five
feet deep. but it hardly touched the surface be-
fore he had it. If any onelhas a fish older than
mine, I would like to know it.
