Later from Mexico.

The steamship Texas, Capt. Forbes, arrived
on Tuesday evening from Vera Cruz, bringing
dates to the 22d, and files of papers from the
City of Mexico to the 18th.

Capt. Forbes reports that the Spanish steamer
Mexico arrived at Vera Cruz on 21st inst. from
Havana, and that, on the same day, the Ameri-
can schooner Montauk left Vera Cruz for Alva-
rado, and the bark Mary Varney for Coatzaco-
alcos.

The American steamer Ben Franklin, from
Baltimore, was at Vera Cruz when the Texas
left, and the officers and crew of the former came
up passengers on the Texas. The elections of
deputies to the constituent Congress had taken
place. Good order prevailed at the places of
holding the elections.

Alvarez had resigned the Presidency and re-
tired to the south. Ignacion Comonfort was
elected in his place. There wassome opposition
to the decree nominating him, but the only re-
sult was the arrest of D. Miguel Buenrostro,
who headed the movement, and of two others.
This quelled the disturbance, which at one time
threatened to become serious, a large mob, with
arms in their hands, having attempted to storm
the municipal palace where the Council was as-
sembled. They shouted "Death to the Clergy !
Death to Comonfort !"

The new Ministry stands: Senor D. Luis de
la Rosa, of Relations; Senor D. Ezequiel Mon-
tes, of Justice; Senor D. J. MI. Lafragua, of
Government; Gen. D. J. M. Yanez, of W•ar;
Senor D. Manuel Siliceo, of Fomento; and Senor
D. Manuel Payno, of Finance.

A filibustering expedition composed of two
vessels and headed by J. Napoleon Terman, had
arrived at Mazatlan, for the purpose of taking
possession. The adventurers, however, are re-
ported to have been completely routed without
loss by the Mexican troops and people. The
leader of the expedition and the crews of the
two vessels had been taken prisoners and sent
to San Blas for safe keeping. A correspondent
of the Monitor states that Terman embarked at
Cape San Lucas on the 29th of October, with
eighty men. He then went with- a whale-boat
and the bark Restaurador to La Paz, proposing
to take it. On the 13th ult. he anchored in
Punta Prieta, and summoned Gen. Blancarte to
surrender. The latter, however, showed fight,
seized Terman, fired on the Restaurador, and
made her Capt. Denison surrender, after killing
one and wounding two. The Captain of the
Rebacco Adams afterwards did the same

A conspiracy had been discovered in Puebla,
and several arrests were made.

A TALK WITH TIHE INDINss-- Extract from
a private letter, dated ABovE FORT PIERRE,
November, 10, 18553: A few days ago,
thirty or forty Sioux Indians came to Fort
Pierre to pay a visit to Gen. Harney. He
held a council, and had Campbell, the inter-
preter, to tell them that he wanted ten of
the principal men of each band of Sioux to come
and see him in one hundred days; and if they
listen to his words, and do as he wants them to
do, it will be for their good. He willmake peace
with them, and if any of the bands don't come
at the above time, he will then know that they
wish to fight. He told them that it was imma-
terial to him, he had just as soon fight as have
peace; that he was sent by their Great Father
to fight them, but since he had killed the Brules,
he had pity on them all.

The Indians that come to see him, say they
don't wish to fight, but wish tolive. He replied,
he did not desire to fight men that were unwill-
ing to fight. [St. Louis Republican.

PROGRESS OF THE INDIAN WAR.

By the steamship Daniel Webster, we have
received San Francisco papers to the 5th inst.
From the news summary of the Alta Calfornia,
we extract the following items:
Not the least important occurrence during

the past two weeks, has been the Allied celebra-
tion of the fall of Sebastopol, which took place
in this city on Monday, November 26th, at
South Park. An immense pavilion was erected
for this purpose, under which was stretched ten
tables, each two hundred and thirty feet long,
and preparations were made for seating four
thousand guests. A dinner was provided for
the multitude, unexampled in variety and pro-
fusion, and all the preliminaries were made to
render it the grandest affair of the kind ever
known in California.

A Mr. N. K. Lovett, a native of New York
city, aged 54 years, committed suicide in this
city on November 20th, by hanging himself to
a beam in a house at the corner of Dupont and
Jackson streets. Family troubles are said to
have caused the act.

A iFrenchman named Dupuis, was brutally
murdered at the Mission Dolores on the night of
the 30th ult., for his money. His hands and
feet were tied and his head beaten to pieces.-
The murderers have been discovered and are to
be examined.

Corn, the murderer of Gen. Richardson, has
been arraigned at the Fourth District Court,
and the trial will probably take place the pres-
ent term. Able counsel have been engaged for
the prosecution and defence.

We have had several heay rains in the last
two weeks, and the "rainy season" may be
fairly said to have set in.

On Friday, the 30 ult., at 2 o'clock P. M , the
apologetic salute was fired on the raising of M.
Dillon's Consular flag. The French frigate Em-
buscado, arriving on that day, twenty-two guns
were fired from the fort, at the entrance of the
harbor, and twenty-one from the U. 8S. ranee In-
dependence,Capt. Tattnall. On re-hoisting the
Consular flag, M. Dilldn took occasion to de-
liver a speech to a crowd of two thousand of his
countrymen who were assembled around his
door, conciliatory in tone and neatly worded.
The assemblage cheered. Madame Dillon made
fast the tri-color to the halliards with her own
fair hands, up went the flag,-off went two thou-
sand chapeaux, the Consul bowed, Madame cur-
tesied, the crowd dispersed, and the wounded
honor of all concerned is nicely healed. A year
and a half ago, there was some hot blood shown
on the subject of the arrest of Consul Dillon.
A singular fact in connection with this circum-
stance, is that the U. S. Marshal, Gen Richard-
son, who made the arrest, was murdered within
a few days of the settlement of the dispute
which his own prompt action, under the direct-
ion of the Federal Court, in part gave rise to.

Forefather's day, December 22d, is to be cele-
brated in grand style by the New Englanders.

A machine, modeled after the Hoosac tunnel
boring apparatus, is about to be applied to tun-
neling in the mines. Mr. Steen, of Gorden &
Steen, has the patent right to the invention.

The first of a series of lectures before the
Mercantile Library Association, was delivered
on the 26th inst. at the Municipal Hall. These
lectures are becoming very popular, and will
doubtless be largely attended the coming winter.

After a long interval, another steamboat dis-
aster has occurred, causing several deaths and
wounding several more. The little steamer
Georgiana, plying between this city and Peta-
luma, exploded her boilers on the 23d ult. She
was the smallest steamer running on the bay.
An examination before the Coroner's Jury
placed the entire blame upon the Captain.

On the 24th lnt. a salute of seven guns each,
passed between the U. S. razes Independence
and H. B. M. frigate Amphitrite.

A diver, named Stephen Crowly, was suffoca-
ted in a diving bell in this harbor, on the 23d
sit., while attempting to recover an anchor and
chain in four fathoms depth of water. He be-
longed to the wrecking schooner Ada.

The colors of the shipping in this harbor
were displayed at half-mast on the 29th ult., in
token of respect to the memory of the late emi-
nent ship builder, William H. Brown, who died
at New York, Oct. 27th.

The U. S. Branch Mint is closed for the pur-
pose of making the annual settlement. During
the past eleven months, over $20,000,000 worth
of gold has been coined at this estalishment,
principally in $20 pieces.

With the rains, agricultural affairs are im-
proving, and great preparations are making
throughout the State for the approaching sow-
ing and planting season. It is believed that
the largest wheat crop ever sown will be put in
the coming year.

The mines at this time are yielding immense-
ly. Any thing like a faithful chronicle of the
discoveries and rich strikes made almost every
day, would fill a small volume. Table Monn-
tain, in Tuolumne county, still continues a
marvel for its richness, and vast sums of the
precious metal are daily extracted from it.
The whole mountain is being pierced with tun-
nels, and it will soon become like a honeycomb
for miles in succession. To purchase a claim
to one hundred feet of this mountain, or a like
space on many of the flats adjacent to it would
require a fortune. Thousands of miners, who
have recently recorded claims here by the right
of discovery and possession, now feel sure of
making the "pile' for which they came to Cali-
fornia. The copious rains have also set the
miners at work in all parts of the State. Large
piles of earth which it has taken many months
labor to accumulate, are now yielding their
treasures to the busy industry of their owners.
Even from Kern River we have cheering ac-
counts. We hear of rich leads being discovered
there.

Meetings of miners have been held in Nevada
county, asking for the reduction of water rates
by the ditch companies. Important reductions
have already been made from this cause.

Many wonderful fossil remains and petrifica-
tions have lately been brought to light by the
mining operations in the interior. At a depth
of 159 feet decomposed oyster shells have been
found in Table Mountain. A curious article of
real soap has also been discovered, which closely
resembles castile soap, and moreover answers
an excellent purpose for washing. Specimens
have been exhibited all over the State; and it
is a fixed fact, that a mountain of sol•p exists
in California. By what process the ingredients
were thrown together, it is impossible to say:
but the article is now actually ext nsively used
in the mountains, and it has been sufficiently
tried in this city to prove trat there is no mis-
take about it.
Extensive coal mines have been discovered

near Stockton.
Sabastopol celebrations have been held in va-

rious towns of the interior.
Two horse thieves were hung at Union City,

Almeda county, on the 29th ult.
The levee in Sacramento has been strongly

repaired, and large additions made to it.
Sacramento is now lighted with gas.
From Oregon and Washington Territories.
The Indian war, now raging in Washington

and Oregon Territories, still continues. At the
latest accounts numerous families had been
murdered and many valuable lives lost. The
United States sloop-of-warVincennes and steam-
er Active, have been ordered to the seat of war,
where the revenue cutter Jefferson Davis and
eloop-of-war Decatur are already stationed.--Recruits are being collected. General Wool,
when last heard from, was at Portland with the
steamer California, now chartered by the gov-
ernment. The Indian organization is represent-
ed as being complete, and they seem determined
to make it a war of extermination. They are
by no means the debased, wretohed race of "dig-
gers" found in some parts of the State, but are
quite intelligent, fierce and warlike. '
Indian fighters in this State believe t
war will last many months. It will p
not terminate until the principal trip

Sound, brought particulars of Indian r

ap to the 12th ult. Five powerful tribes, the Cli-
kitats, Spokans, Yakimas, Paloures and Wall.
Walles had united for the purpose of making waruponthewhitea. Theynomberfrom ve toeight
thouand men,weUllmounted and armed,bt short
of powder, ball and cape. They had removedthe non-combatants, taken possession of all the
rivers and passes, and massacred several fatmi.
ilie. st Gren River, consisting of tM ̀ging,wife and child, Ir. Jones and wife. Mr. Jones's
family, consisting of three children, were saved
by the interference of a friendly Indian. Mr.
Cooper, who was living with Mr. Jones, was alsokilled, and Mr. Brennan, wife and child, all ofwhom were badly qut and mangled, and then
hove into a well, where they were found by theirfriends, and taken out and buried. Mr. Lake
was shot at, and wounded, but managed to es.
cape, and alarmed the neighborhood, whichcaused many families to escapeunharmed. The
U.S. eloop-of-war Decatur had hauled in abreastof Seattle, and had spring cables out, expectingto be attacked every moment by the Indians.
The inhabitants of Port Gamble had set to
Victoria to procure arms; they there reported
that the Indians had been in great nambere toprocure firearms, and offered as high as $40
apiece, but no one sold them any, and thereforeSthey left without any. Some twenty pieces

were procured, and sent to Port Gamble. TheIndians reported that a large steamer passedup the Sound on the 10th inst.,.which must have
been the California. The inhabitantsof Seattle
were in great fear of an hourly attack fromthem. The U. S. revenue cutter Jefferson Davis
was st Steilacosm, and would stay there to pro-teot the town. The Indians had declared to at-
tack the Decatur at all hazards, and were as-
sembling inm great numbers, and much excite-
ment prevailed.

China and India.
-We have advices from Hong-Kong up to Sep-
tember 20th. The principal news by this arri-
val is the cruise of H. M. steamer Barraeouta
in the Ochotsk and China seas. Petropaulouski,
which the Allied feet visited, was found desert-
ed. The news is not important, being only ajournal of the cruise of the several ships. Pi-
racies in the Chinaeea werenas ommon as ever.
The insurrection in Canton is supposed to be
suppressed. The insurgents around the city had
fed. Kam Sin, one of the leaders, had been
executed by being out into 108 pieces. The En-glsh Commissionor (Mr. Wallace) had com-
menced negotiations with the Cochin-China
government. He landed nesr Hue, where King
For Duc resides. No important results were
obtained, when, after several days negotiating,
the'Commissioner left in the brig Rattler.

Australia.
The schooner Carbon, on the 19th niult., ar-erived from Sydney with news to the 16th of

September. Catherine Hayes and Lols Montes
were singing andplaying in Sydney; the former
had been taken sick while singing at a concert.

ARRIVAL OF STEAMSHIP DANIEL WEBSTER.

The steamship Daniel Webster, Capt. Patter-
son, arrived yesterday morning from San Juan.
Mr. Hart, the intelligent and obliging purser,
furnishes the following memoranda :

The Webster left San Juan at 10 o'clock on
the 20th, and has made another extraordinary
short passage-the shortest on record-she ar-
riving at the Balize in the unprecedented time
of four days and ten hours from her anchorage.
The New York steamship Star of the West sailed
shortly after, with half a million of specie. Not
the slightest difficulty occurred either by sick-
nees or otherwise to detain the transit of pas-
sengers, who came across in 30 hours from ocean
to ocean. In fact, matters may be considered
permanently settled as regards the civil wars of
that country. General Walker has quiet pos-
session of the country, and emigrants are
flocking from California to Nicaragua in crowds:
one hundred and twenty came in the steamship
Sierra Nevada, and were landed at San Juan
del Sur; four hundred are expected by the
steamer Cortez, same destination. Nicaragua
is healthy throughout, as may be seen by papers
published in that Republic. General Walker
and his men are very popular with all classes.
The Indians from all quarters are joining him,
and rejoice at the success of his troops. Great
improvements are being made at Granada under
directions of competent engineers. The Old
Fort has been razed, and useful buildings are
to be erected in its stead. Every exertion is
made to induce emigrants to turn their atten-
tion to the cultivation of lands that are inferior
to none, and, with the least labor, crops are
abundant after being properly cleared. Two
hundred and fifty acres are allowed to each in-
dividual who will engage to settle permanently
for six months. Col. Kinney has just recovered
from a slight attack of rheumatism-is in good
health and spirits-is progressing in agriculture
on Indian river, one of the tributaries of San
Juan. Twenty-five men were sent on the 20th
to explore other parts of Contellas mines on the
same river, which are said to equal those of
California; officers of the Bristish vessels are
favorable to him. II. M. brig-of-war Arab,
Commander Ogle, left on a short cruise. H. M.
brig Espagle, Commander Lampert, 14 guns,
remains at anchor-officers and crew all well.
Brigantine Olive put in San Juan in distress, all
hands sick with Chagres fever; will leave in a
day or two for Balize, Honduras.

The proclamation is an re of feea , as un-
warranted by the actual condition of things,
and as oppressive and wicked as it is nuprecs-
dented and contrary to the spirit and poliey if
ocr institutions. In letter and in tenor thin
production of the Chief Magistrate of the Uni-
ted States shoots wide of the mark, as we will
proceedto demonstrate.

The frast paragraph of the proclamation o n.
veys an untrue impresion. The President as
sumes that citizens or residents. of the United
States are preparing to enlist for the purpose of
participating " in military operations within
the State of Nicaragua." Is this the fact
Not at all, even admitting that the proeess of
enlistment spoken of was actually going on.
There are no "military operations" inprogrees
in Nicaragua, any more than there are in the
United States. None are contemplated that we
knoew of. The government is firmly placed in
the affections of the people, and is becoming
stronger every day as its wise and patriotic
policy gradually unfolds its e. And, granting
that the government desired soldiers for its na-
tional army, still the proclamation is inapplica-
ble-still the doctrine of the President is worth.
less. The State of Nicaragua is at peace.with
all the nations of the earth. Consequently,
if she seeks to recruit soldiers, or settlers,
and offers extraordinary inducements for em-
igration, our neutrality laws would not be
violated, no matter how many or how few of
our enterprising citizens or residents might
see proper to better their fortunes in that pro-
mising section of the continent. If Nicaragua
was engaged in war, then the enlistment of sol.
diers on our soil would be highly improper, and
it would be the duty of the President to put a
stop to such proceedings by exercising the nu.
preme power with which he is invested by the
Constitution. But, as sich is not the case, as
there was no intention, contingent or remote,
of violating the laws of the United States, the
proclamation of the President is as uncalled for
as it is unfortunate.

As things now exist, the President has a bet.
ter right to order his subordinates to prevent
emigration to England on the supposition that,
when in England, the emigrants would enlist
in the army--for England is warring against
Russia, with which government we are on
friendly terms-as to prevent emigration to
Nicaragua, the government of which is at
peace, and desirous of cultivating amicable
relations with all the nations of the earth.
The bare reference to these facts destroys every
important point in Mr. Pierce's manifesto.

We have no idea that any of the tribunals of
the United States will enforce the views of Mr.
Pierce. Why, it would be monstrous to arrest,
fine or imprison, any man, or any number of
men, because of a desire to make a peaceful
change of residence. It would be denying the
right of expatriation and instituting the right
of search, in face of the historical fact that we
declared war against Great Britain to make
her practically acknowledge the former sa
renounce the latter! Such unparalleled ineon-
eistency as this would lower us in the estima-
tion of the civilized world.

As long as Nicaragua remains as she is there
is no power under the constitution and laws to
prevent citizens and residents of the United
States from going there if they choose. They
may even carry their rifles, with a few rounds
of ammunition, if they feel so disposed. Bifes
are not contraband. As well might the gor-
ernment arrest a man going to the extreme
frontiers of Texas because he had a rifle, a sup-
ply of powder and bullets, as to arrest a Nicar-
aguan emigrant because he had furnished him-
self with similar articles.

The warnings and admonitions of President
Pierce will no doubt receive from the people the
consideration to which they are entitled, and
that is precious little. As we have shown
that the main point upon which the docunment
hinges, is altogether unsupported by substan-
tial truth, the whole structure falls to the
ground.

We trust this subject will receive due atten-
tion at the hands of our members of Congress.
Vast results are involved in its determination,
easily distinguished by the far-seeing observeg.
A mighty future looms up before the enrap-
tured gaze of enlightened reflection, and a glo-
rious country, rich in all the elements of natu-
ral greatness, calls upon the Northern Republic
not to trample under foot the best effort that
has yet been made to redeem it from confusion,
anarchy and impoverishment.

e-GSince the foregoing was written, the fol-
lowing dispatch has been received by the Pica-
yune. It will be seen that " filibusters"-of
what sort the dispatch does'nt say--are the
persons detained. The omission is impor-
tant. There is no similarity between a Ca-
ban filibuster and a Nicaraguan emigrant.
The former sought to occupy a country for-
cibly; the latter go at the earnest solicita-
tion of the government of Nicaragua, which ten-
ders a free donation of fertile lands to each and
every settler. Here is a marked distinction
and difference. But to the dispatch:
