Thirty-Fourth Congress•First Session.

WASHcNTroN, Dec. 19.---Senate.---Mr. Clay-
ton presented memorials praying for indemnity
for French spoliations prior to 1800. He pro-
posed only to say now, that he should call up
the subject and address the Senate on it.

The President's veto message was received
last session so late as to render it impossible for
him to discuss it fully.

He believed the single idea upon which the
whole of the message was predicated was an
error of fact

It proceeded on the ground that claimants
were paid under the treaty of Louisiana, 1803,
but the records in the State Department show
not the fact He would discons the subject fully
at a future day.

Messrs. Brodhead and Crittenden presented
memorials from naval officers, complaining of
the action of the Naval Retiring Board.

Mr. Jones (Tenn.) submitted a resolution
calling on the Secretary of the Navy for the
proceedings of that Board, and for the evidence
on which they acted.

Mr. Clayton thought the subject should not
be discussed in open session, ano after further
debate the resolution was laid over and the
Senate went into executive session.

HoUSr oF REPR•oENTATIrvS.---Mr. Thoring.
ton withdrew his resolution, providing for the
election of a Speaker by plurality, as members
desire a further vote viva soce, but said he
would renew the proposition to-day or to-mor-
row.

Mr. Campbell, of Ohio, said there were some
things mentioned in the discussion yesterday
which might create a disposition, on his part,
to reply particularly to. Mr. Humphrey Mar-
shall, who would read out of the American or-
ganization every member of this body who has
not come here with a padlock on his tongue.

This discussion he rgarded as premature, but
he was willing to meet the gentleman, agreeing
with him, as he did, on the material points of
Americanism, on the one hand, and the unbro-
ken phalanx of the advocates of the Nebraska
bill on the other.

He desired to throw no obstacle in the way of
an organization, and hoped the Clerk would
proceed to call the roll.

WAS IN THE MARQVUESS ISLANDM.-We have
news from Fatuhiva, Marquesas Islands, to the
14th July. We copy the following letter from
the Hawaiian Friend, written to the Rev. Mr.
Damon, of Honolulu:

" Quite a change has taken place in the state
of affairs here since I wrote to you last. From
dancing and feasting, the natives have turned
to war and murder. On the 13th of March,
shortly after daylight, a cry was raised that a
party of fishermen were cut off by the peopleof
Hanavave. After considerable inquiry, I as-
certained that the fishing party consisted of five
persons; 'two were killed, the rest escaped.
' March 15.-I have been told the bodies of

the two men who were cut off the other day
have been eaten by the people of Hanavave.
The people here are greatly enraged; the
started off this morning to challenge tne Hana
vaveans. War is again declared, and there is
no knowing when it will cease,

" June 28.-This morning the natives had an
engagement with the people of Hanavave, and
killed two men. The bodies of the slain were
cut up on the battle field, and proportioned out
among the victors. I was told that some were
so eager to glut their vengeance, that they out
slices from the bodies and ate them raw. As
soon as the report of the victory was brought
to the valley, the women dressed themselves in
their best attire, and ran about the village
crying out with savage exultation, ' A human
victim!' ' a human victim!'

"June 29.--The natives feasted upon the
bodies of the two men that were killed yester-
day. The relatives of the fishermen who were
cut off in March last, devoured their portion
raw; the rest of the people preferred having
their's roasted. This is the prospect with us
at present. It is truly a dark one.

A German died in the County Hospital at
Flatbush, N. Y., on the 17th, of hydrophobia.
He had been slightly bitten on the thumb by
a small dog, five weeks previously. The dog
was not known to be rabid then, nor after-
wards.

The opinion of the Judges of the Supreme
Court of Indiana, in a case involving the con-
stitutionality of the prohibitory liquor law, has
been delivered. Judges Perkins and Davidson
are against the law in toto; Judge Stewart sus-
tains it, except the manufacturing, searching,
seizure, confiscation and the agency clauses.
Judge Gookins sustains the whole law.

The second trial of Arrison for the Tor-
pedo murder, was commenced in the Cincinnati
Court of Common Pleas on the 18th. Little
progress was made.

A jewelry store in Chatham street, N. Y.,
was robbed of property worth about $6000, on
the night of the 19th.

DIABOLICAL.-Early on the morning of the
8th, an attempt was made to set fire to the
Northern Temporary Home for friendless child-
ren in Philadelphia. The fire was kindled in
the lower part of the building, but was fortu.
nately speedily extinguished. One hundred
children were sleeping in the upper portion of
the building.

Foreign News by the Asia.
The New York papers of the 19th, contain

particulars of the Asia's news telegraphed from
Halifax. We extract the following:

A Berlin letter says, in regard to the rumors
of peace propositiones-

There has been no communication whatever
from Russia. A communication has been made
by the Austrian Government, through the
French Minister at Vienna, to the French Gov-
ernment, embodying the terms which Austria is
Epepared to propose to Rossia as an ultimatum.
The communication was submitted by France to
England, and is now under consideration by the
two Governments. The terms are a great ad.
vance upon anything yet offered, and might be
accepted by all round, but they are the terms
of Austria, not of Russia Austria does notguarantee to join the Allies if the ultimatum
be rejected, but only to break of relations with
Russia. At this point the matter rests.

With respect to Canrobert's mission, The
London Time's Paris correspondent, under
date of4th inst., says: "Canroberthas returned.
He left Stockholm on the 19th ult., and the
day after his departure an act of the Conven-
tinor protocol was signed by the Swedish
Minister of Foreign Affairs and ihe English
and French Ministers Plenipotentiary, and
that the articles of the Convention are most
satisfactory to the Allies and advantageous to
Sweden. The .Aoniteur will seay something of it
in a few days. It is waiting for the adhesion
of Denmark." The London Poest says defi-
nitEly, on the contrary, that no Convention has
yet been entered into by Sweden.

Some undertake to say that plans will be ar-
ranged between Napoleon and the King of Sar-
dinia, with respect to Italy, that will render
peace impossible for years to come; others, that
Napoleon is tired of the expenses of the war-
and really desires peace. Meanwhilecontinued
preparations on the largest scale goforward for
the Spring campaign.

Private letters from St. Petersburg indicate
no pressure for peace. The profits of the over-
land trade keep business generally up to a more
favorablepoint than anticipated. Government
paper has not much deterioated, and money is
abundant at Moscow at 7 per cent.

The St. Petersburg Jortthern Bee has an ed-
itorial headed "The War is only Beginning,"'
and declares that Russia has ample resources
to continue the war for years.

The London Times has a reply to the Bee
asserting that this boasting merely betrays
weakness.

The Crimea.
The Times's correspondent writes from the

camp before Sebastopol, November 24th, saying
there is really nothing to write about, as noth-
ing has occurred. Very little firing is ex-
changed between the north and south sides.
The Russian works on the north side are rapidly
attaining gigantic dimensions. The engineer-
nag operations to destroy the Sebastopol Docks,

are nearly complete. Stringent regulations are
issued to keep spies and loafers out of the Allied
camp. Horse races areadvertisedinthe British,
and theaters in the French camp. The weather
has been fine.

Deserters confirm the reports that the bulk
of the Russian army remains in its former posi-
tion, viz : the 11th, 12th and 13th divisions on
the Severnays or North Plateau ; the 16th and
17th on Macknzie Ridge; and the rest on the
Plateau of Korales, keeping the Belbeo and the
Katcha.
The French have been re-enforced by Gen.

Chasseloupe's divisions, consisting of 12,000
men. The English and Sardinians are also re-
enforced, and it is supposed that the Russians
have received re-enforcements likewise.

The Russians have erected batteries to pre-
vent the landing of troops in the rear of the
North Forts.

The Allies have connected the French and
English camps by a bridge of boats.
Admiral Lyons continues to cruise near

Kertch as the Russians threaten an attack and
have fortified Arabat with 30,000 men, and Gen-
tishi with 15,000 men.
Gorchakoff announces on the 23d November--

"Nothing new."
A French colonel and captain,'while making

a reconnoissance, were murdered by Cossack..
AConstantinople letter of the 26th November,

mentions that 300 sail of grain-ships were wind-
bound in the Sulina, at the mouth of the Dan-
ube.

The Baltic.
Gen. Canrobert is said to have hinted that he

will have the command-in-chief of the next
Baltic campaign, when two Allied armies will
be landed-one in Finland and the other in
Courtland. At Kiel he had a long interview
with Admirals Dundas and Penaud, and some
attribute the Russian council of war to the in-
timation of these facts having reached St. Peters-
burg. The council referred to will comprise all
the Russian Generals and Admirals.-Generals
Rugiger, Beberg, Sievres, Pamutin and others-
the object being to settle upon the defense of
the coastfrom the Gulf of Bothnia to the south-
ern extremity of Volhynia-280,000 men being
available for this purpose, exclusive of the in-
terior garrisons.

The misssionof Admiral Glasenapps to stock-
holm, which was supposed to be with the view
of counteracting the mission of Canrobert, is
stated to have reference only to unimportant
matters of finance and the trade of Swedish
ships to the ports of Finland.

The Principalities.
The intrigue continues respecting the choice

of a Hospodar. England supports John Ghida
as the most suitable candidate. France and
Turkey favor M. Callimachi, while Austria
sides with Prince Stirbey. Austria is said to
desire that in future the Hospodars shall be
named for life by the Porte, subject to the veto
of the great Powers.

Asia.
There is a rumor, on the authority of a cor-

respondent of the London Daily News, that theinessians have taken Kars--but the report may
have arisen from a similar rumor of the capture
of Kerten. The report states that the Russians
made an unsuccessful assault on the 5th of No.
vember, but afterward took the place. It needs
confirmation.

A correspondent, of November 12th, mentions
that Omer Pasha had divided his force into
three corps--he, himself, with the main body,
occupying Sudum Kale, while twelve of the de-
tached battalions of infantry and two regiments
of cavalry, under Feshad and Osman Pasha,
had gone to Redut Kale, and the corps of Mue-
tapha Pasha, with the Tunisian contingent, was
at Batoum.

Up to the 12th of November, Omer had not
moved from this basis of operations.

Gen. Muravieff had established a wintercamp
before Kars, and sent off the Georgian militia
to the army of Prince Rebutoff.

Parliament is prorogued till the 31st of Jan-
uary--then to meet for business.

The King of Sardinia has been the guest of
Queen Vic oria during the week. On Sunday,
he worshipped in the Sardinian chapel--Cardi-
nal Wiseman preaching. On Monday, he at-
tended the reviews, and on Tuesday, visited
London, which was illuminated in his honor.
On Wednesday, he was made Knight of the
Garter, and inspected the camp at Aldershott.
On Thursday, he left London for France.

A public meeting, held at London to consider
the monetary crisis and influences of the Bank
Charter act, passed r, solutions condemnatory of
the existing English Currency laws. The meet-
ing was but preliminary to others yet to be
held.

Tne Duke of Newcastle has returned to Eng-
land.

Prussia.
Distress exists in Prussia in consequence of

the scarcity of corn, and a considerable dis-
turbanco of the usual course of trtffio in conse-
vuence of an epidemic among cattle. Importa-
tion into Prussia from the Russian land frontier
is prohibited.

Austria.
Sir Hamilton Seymour had arrived at Vienna.

Private despatches state that the Austrian ar-
my will be further reduced to the extent of
80,000 men.

Italy.
It is announced for the second time, that the

mediationof France and England has adjusted
the difficulty between Sardinia and Tuscany.

DrscovEar or TITLIU TO VALUABLn PROPaT.
In New Yone CIrr.---.A . inety-nine Years'
Lease.*--Two of our own citizens have recently
discovered titles to a large estte in New Yori
city and in New Jersey, of which they have re-mained in bliasful ignorance all their lives. Th
property in New York is claimed by the discov-ery of some.old title deeds, which have been lost
since the time of the Revolution. Tbs circum-
stances are, that at about the time of the break.
ing out of the Revolution, an old lady resided
upon a farm now embracing the most centralpart of New York city, and not willing to en-
counter the troubles incident to the appIsaching
struggle, she returned to Holland, her nativecountry, to remain till the war was over, leavr
ing a daughter in New York and sons in the
country. But, unfortunately, about a year
previous to the close of the war, she died sd-
denly, and when search was made for the deedsto her farm and other propertyin this eoantr7,
they could not be found, and remained undis-
covered until a few weeks .ago. In the mean-
time her family was scattered,and her persoul
effects, household furniture, eto.,were distrlbu-
ted with them. Among other articles, a rela.
tive came in posseemion of an old bureau that had
beenin her family over forty years.It had always beennotioed by the possessor
of this old heirloom, that upon the under side
of one of the drawers was nailed firmly a square
piece of tin, but it was supposed to have been
placed there to cover a hole or defect in the
drawer. A few weeks ago however, the lady
who possessed the article, nas led, on overhaul.
ingits contents, and noticing that the drawer
was completely sound, to remove this piece of
tin. On doing so, what should she discover butthe long missing doouments, consisting ofseven
title deeds, on prchment, in the Dutch lan-
guage, all in a perfect state of preservation.
Of coure this discovery was at once made
known to the relatires and heirs, among the
number two well known citizens of Oswego, and
the proper steps for recovering the property,
most of which is now held by the corporation of
New York, are about to be taken.

But this is not all. The discovery of these
doonments has led to the discovery of title to
valoable property, embracing some fifty thous-
and acresof land in New Jersey. In this case,
it seems an ancestor of these heirs, who was a
large landholder nearly one hundred years ago,
leasled a large quantity of land in New Jersey
inm small farms, to different individa•ls, for a
term of ninety-nine years. These leases are
now about to expire, and the property will re-
vert to the heirs above named.

A Smorniu SOPECULATIOr.-We are informed
that a company of disappointed filibusters are
about to proceed to Singapore to offer their ser-
vices to the authorities there in ridding the place
of tigers. As these creatures are very numerous
on the island and the reward bffered for their
destruction is great, the speculation will proba-
bly be aprofitableone. The excitement, or fun
of the thing, however, is suppose4 to be the
principal inducement to our restless, go-ahead
Americans. Tiger hunting is certainly quite
as pleasant apastime as filibustering, and much
more useful to mankind. We are not atliberty
to mention names, but we may hint that a cer.
tain notable Colonel, who recently kicked up a
mss not a hundred miles from the Plaza, and
who is brave almost to foolhardiness, and an
unerring shot with the rifle-is the leader of
the S. F. Tiger Killing Co. A fall sauply of
Mexican saddles, Sharpe's rifles, the largest
size of Colt's revolvers and bowie knives, and
some strong hand aete have been procured. A
store of strychninehas also been provided. The
party, which is to consist of twenty persons-
(nearly now complete-six only being still
wanted to make up the complement,) will leave
here by an early opportunity for Hong-Kong,
from whence they will proceed to their destina-
tion. Two of the party, Englishmen, have been
resident in India for some years, and are famil-
iar with tiger hunting. They are reputed to
have killed between them about fifty-seven Royal
Bengal Tigers. The celebrated Striped Bob,
the glory and terror of Wombwell's Menagerie
in England, was captured by them on the Sun-
derbunds, at the mouth of the Ganges. They
were paid 890, ($4,450,) for this animal, by an
agent of Mr. Wombwell, who had been sent to
India to procure specimehs for the menagerie.
Three more of the party are Frenchmen, who
have been accustomed to the chase of wild beasts
in Algiers. The remaining members of the
company are Americans, most of whom have
had encounters with grizzlies in their time.-
The party are all comparatively youthful. Of
course they are all strong, active, enthusiastie
and daring. One of them has directed our at-
tention to the following interesting item on the
subject, which is taken from the Singapore
Free Press. The timid, tiger-ridden authorities
of Singapore may well hail with gratitude the
arrival among them of ourindomitable hunters:

Rapid Depopulation of Singspore by Ti-
gers.-Two deaths by tigers every week are
read of in the papers just about as much as a
matter of course as the arrival and departure
of the Peninsular and Oriental Company's
steamers. It is notorious that during the last
fifteen or twenty years, many thousands of men
have lost their lives from this cause. Yet the
only measures adopted by government, so far as
we know, to 'prevent this enormous sacrIfice of
life, have been to dig tiger pits in various parts
of the island, (which we aretold did little or no
good,) and to give a reward of one hundred
Company's rupees for every tiger killed on the
island. This reward is, for all practical pur-
poses, ineffective. It ought to be increased to
two hundred aqd fifty rupees, for the price of
procuring the destruction of one tiger in the
jungle of Singapore is a hundred dollars, and
the thing cannot be done; the S. F. Tiger Kill-
ing Company, however, will try it, for one
hundred and ten Company's rupees. [Califor-
nia Chronicle.

LAKE MONO.-In relation to the whereabouts
and other intelligence respecting this beautiful
sheet of water, the Placerville American fur-
nishes interesting information: ",The Lake
derives its name from the tribe of Indians who
people a large district of country surround-
ing it, and known as the Monos. Their coun.
try embraces all that portion of California
lying east of the Sierras, and along the western
border of that, as yet, almost unknown country
called the Desert-and extending from near
Walker's Lake, on the north, southerly far
beyond Owen's Lake, or nearly two hundred
miles. This is probably the largest body of
fresh water in California, excepting perhaps the
Tulare lakes and marshes. It is over fifty
miles in length, and from ten to fifteen broad,
and unlike many California lakes, is in part
very deep. It contains a number of islands;
the principal one is Grand Island, ten miles in
length, and two broad. Nearly two-thirds of
the northern portion of this island is rocky
and barren; the remainder covered with soil,
and in a few places produces melons, pumpkins
and Mexican beans, cultivated by the few Monos
resident there.

The lake is so surrounded by mountains, as
to hide it entirely from view at a distance of
five miles in any direction, except at the south
end; here an extendel view is had of the lake
for many miles, by ascending the hills on either
side of Crosby's river. From the mountain
ridge on the east side of the lake, flow a few
small streamlets, fed from springs among its
canons. Nearly all the streams upon its west-
ern border, flow through canons, previous to
emerging into the narrow valley, or belt of level
land, surrounding the lake. It has no outlet
whatever, and seems never to have had. The
water is quite fresh and palatable, and the home
of myriads of fishes.

ABDUCT•co.-A. dispatch was received from
Cincinnati yesterday, to the effect that a noted
prostitute had abducted a child by the name of
Francis Burns, aged about 12 years, from its
parents, and had carried it off on the David
Gibson, bound for New Orleans. Last night,
on the arrival of the boat,officer Reinhardt and
some others went on board, and despite the pro-
testatione of the old hag that the child was
hers, brought it on shore. She is a very pretty
and intelligent little girl, small for her age, and
expresses a great deal of anxiety to be returned
to her almost distracted parents. [Memphis
Eve, News, 21st.

He sent his sergeant-at-arms, one of the tall
regiment, not with a mace and scrap of parch-
ment, but with such an instrument as the En-
glish drummers use for the good of the foot sol-
diers who commit any offence against the law
military. The Prussian hero went to the house
of the poet, and told him he came by his ma-
jesty's special command, to reward him for an
epigram on his royol master, by administering
thirty lashes on his naked back. The poor
philosopher knew that remonstrance wasvain,
and after submitting with the best grace he
could, opened the door and made a farewell
conge to his unwelcome visitor, who did not
offer to depart, but told him with the most Ger-
manic gravity, "that the ceremony was not yet
concluded, for that the monarch 'e had the
honor of serving mast be convinced that his
commission was punctually fulfilled, on which
account he must have a receipt." This was
alse 'submitted to, and given in the manner and
form following:

"Received from the right arm of Conrad
Bachoffrer, thirty lashes on my naked back,
being in full of an epigram on Frederick the
Third, Kinog of Prussia, by VOLT •RE."
