FRozEN To DEAT.--John Martin, mail rider
between Washington and Alexandria, was
frozen to death on Tuesday last in Grand
Prairie, while on his way from the former to
the latter place. It appears that the badness
of the roads compelled him to avoid the regular
track, and that one side of his buggy struck
into a ditch, throwing him out, where he per-
ished. The mail, as well as what money was
upon his person, were undisturbed. An inquest
was held the next morning, and a verdict ren-
dered according to the facts as above stated.-

The report that the President had preferred
charges against Gen. Garland, U. S. A., the
commander of the military department of New
Mexico, for neglect of duty, is utterly un-
founded.

A letter from Norfolk states that the U. S.
steam frigate Roanoke has been raised and tow-
ed into dock. An examination of the hull
shows twelve of her beams to have been broken,
but her injuries are not so serious as was antic-
ipated, and she is not hogged.

A dispatch of the 24th, from New IIaven,
says:

The British Discovery Ship Resolute, which
was abandoned in the Arctic Seas some years
since, was brought to New London yesterday,
with all her armament, stores and equipments,
amounting to $100,000. When found she had
drifted 1000 miles from where she was aban-
doned.

An accident occurred on the afternoon of the
22d, at the gas works in Elizabethtown, N. J.,
caused by one of the workmen going into the
purifying house with a lighted candle, a large
quantity of escaped gas being there confined.-
The explosion, which immediately followed, de.
molished the building and seriously burned the
workmen.

A dispatch of the 21st, from Albany, N. 1.,
says :

The Supreme Court of the Seventh Judicial
District, has just made a decision sustaining
the constitutionality of the prohibitory liquor
law, as far as brought before them. This decis-
ion overrules the decision of Judge Parker on
the fifth section of the law, on both points.-
Prosecuting under the law will be commenced
in Rochester immediately.

The Nicaragua Expedition.

The New York Herald of the 24th gives the
following account of the movement of the I

Nicaragua filibusters in that city, which re-
sulted in the arrest of the steamer Northern
Light:

We publish this morning an account of the t
detection of a secret filibustering movement
against the State of Nicaragua, which has been
in progress for some weeks past in this city. It
appears, so far asthe circumstances have trans-
pired, that over three hundred men were already
enlisted for sai months' service in that country,
for which they were to receive pay at the rate
of twenty-five dollars a month, and at the ex- I
piration of the term a grant of two hundred 5

and fifty acres of land. The'whole force were I
to sail to-day for their destination in the i
steamship Northern Light, which was also to
convey a large quantity of munitions of. war to
the belligerents under Colonel Walker. Infor- I
mation of the whole affair was given to the i
United States District Attorney, tir. MlcKeon,
who has taken the necessary steps to prevent
the departure of the men; but it still remains f
to be seen if he can detain the vessel. The
Nicaragua Transit Company, it seems, are
deeply interested in the matter, and had fur-
nished each member of this party with a free
ticket to San Joan, and the counsel, Mr. Joseph
L. White, was addressed in a written communi-
cation by the District Attorney, who, we under-
stand, has sent on to the President for instruc-
tions as to how he shall act in the case. Until
he receives these he cannot interfere in any
way, either to detain the steamer or prevent the
men from leaving.

The Herald has also the following report of
an interview between District Attorney McKeon
and Col. Parker H. French, the Nicaraguan
Minister to this country:

Without spending any useless time in remarks
about the weather and such common-place mat-
ters, Mr. IMcKeon commenced the business on
hand at once, by telling the Nicaraguan Minis-
ter, in substance, that he had found him out;
that there was no use in his denying the fact
that he was at the head of a filibustering move-
ment, and that he did not and would not recog-
nise him as Minister from Nicaragua. To all
this Col. French replied that his Government
had a perfect right to hold out encouragement
to peaceful, useful emigration; that they did
so for the purpose of developing the resources
of their country; and that, although Mlr.
MhcKeon refused to acknowledge him as its re-
presentative to the United States, he was so,
nevertheless. He at the same time disclaimed,
coming as he did in that official capacity, any
intention to violate our neutrality laws, as-
serting that his course and that of his Govern-
,mnt were not in conflict with them.

CoIARAcrERiSTIe. - Oliver Wendell Holmes,
having been an invalid foyeveral weeks past,
has been obliged to give up some of his engage-
ments to lecture. The following characteristic
letter, which we find in the Cambridge Chroni-
cle, was read before the AthenEum of that city:

BosTor, Dec. 11, 1855.
My Dear Sir: You must excuse me to your

audience in the politest way you can. I have
been ill, as you know, for a fortnight, and
have been practising reduction and subtraction
until there is a mere trifle left in the way of a
remainder. I could stand up before an audience
from long habit, but I doubt if I could sit down
again without assistance. I am satisfied that
if I were offered a fifty dollar bill after my
lecture, I should not have strength enough left
to refuse it. I am unwilling to run the risk,
and as you have inspected me, I trust you will
give a certificate of invalidism not of the kind
called "indisposition."
