Thirty-Fourth Congress-First Session.

WASHarGroO, Dec. 24.-Senate.-After some
unimportant business the Senate adjournedover
till Thursday. -

House.-Mr. Leiter having received, frd
time to time, two votes for Speaker, stated' dis-
tinctly that he had never been a candidate and
he never would be. He stated this lest it might
be suspected that there was something wrong
in his position. He had- as consistently and
regularly voted for Mr. Banks as any man in
the House.

Mr. Stewart, in explaining the reasons why he
had been voting for Mr. Richardson, said that
the latter and Mr. Fuller had explained their
positions distinctly and explicitly, but Mr.Banks
has not explained his position. He asked Mr-
Banks whether he ever said, in a speech in
Maine, that he would let the Union slide.

Mr. Banks replied: In that speech he said
there might be such a state of things in which
he would so consent. He had reference to fu-
ture contingencies-such as the prostitution of
this Government's rigantic power to the support
of a single institution-that of slavery. He
was for the Union as it is, and would meet itsenemies in a fair field. le was forit as a guar-
antee of the rights of the States and the main
prop of our Government, and would have it
stand on the records of history, in the language
of Washington, crowned with immortal fame.

Mr. Smith, of Virginia, was not satisfied with
the answer of the gentleman .and asked : Did
you say under certain circumstances you would
let the Union slide?

Mr. Banks: I have said allI desire to say.
Mr. Smith, of Virginia: I wish it to he dis-

tinctly understood that those who sustain Mlr.
Banks are voting for him with a knowledge that
in a certain contingency, he would let the
Union slide!

Mr. Grow: I ask the gentleman, and every
member who has been here for the last four
years, whether such a declaration has not been
repeated, from time to time, by some of those
now voting for Mr. Richardson, namely, that
they are willing to dissolve the Union, and "let
it slide," in the event of a certain contingency ?
We stand here, said Mr. Grow, to support the
compromises of-the- constitution, as it is ex-
plained by the Fathers of the Republic and
contemporaneous patriots, for over sixty years.
We say we are not willing to take any other
constitution, or that slavery shall go wherever
our flag floats.

Mr. Rust believed from the beginning that all
debate was out of order, as the first business is
the election of a Speaker.

The proposition pending when the House ad-
journed on Saturday, that no debate shall be in
order till a Speaker be elected, was laid on the
table.

Ta• CAPE DE VERD ISLANDS.-While we are
in the enjoyment of all the blessings accruing
from an abundant harvest, the inhabitants of
the Cape de Verd Islands are in a condition of
absolute starvation. Thirty thousand people
on the Island of San Antonio alone are com-
pelled to subsist mainly upon banana stalks
and the flesh of cattle which have died of famine.
They have made no appeal to the characteristic
benevolence of the American people, and yet
our active sympathy with their distresses is not
the less called for on the ground of common
humanity. Of all the nations of the world, we
are, at this time, in the best condition to extend
a liberal hand to the sufferers. Their isolated
position renders them dependent upon supplies
from other countries, and if, out of our super-
abundance, we were to bestow upon them, for
charity's sake, that "material aid" they so
much need, it would redound to our honor as a
nation and our credit as philanthropists.

Rooasar ot AuTOG•sa. as.-A correspondent,
who is interested in autographs, sends us, by
way of warning to our celebrities, an account
of a curious case of autograph collecting,which
occurred in France some little time ago, al-
though only recently brought to light. An
ingenious rogue, being rather badly off, as
rogues often are, hit upon a mode of replenish-
ing his exchequer by means of a novel descrip-
tion of begging letter. Feigning himself to be
in the deepest mental distress, overwhelmed
with an accumulation of agonizing miseries,
which had driven him to absolute despair, he
professed himself to be utterly disgusted with
life, and on the point of terminating his troubles
by committing suicide. In this state of mind,
he pathetically intreated the person addressed
to inform him confidentially what he really
thought of the right of the overburdened wretch
to "shuffle off his mortal coil." Having crowd-
ed into his letter all the.touching and misera-
ble words at his command, he wrote r-- es of
it to many of the most distinguish "sons
in Europe. Espartero replied hl .ally,
"Sir, I do not advise you to kill.y_..self.-
Death is a bullet which we must all encounter,
sooner or later, in the battle of life; andit is our
part to wait patiently." Others-good natured
men-filled the four sides of their sheet of paper
with high teachings of lofty philosophy, or with
sound religious advice-replies with studied
argument and amiable eloquence. The'answer
of Lacordaire was a master-piece of evangelical
persuasion. He offered to confer with the poor
despairing wretch, and entreated him, with the
warmest sympathy, to dismiss forever from his
mind all thoughts of his meditated crime. Such
letters were the very things the impudent rascal
wanted. As soon as received they were taken
to a dealer in autographs, who purchased them
at prices proportioned to the notoriety of the
writer and length of his effusion-5, 10, 20, and
even 50 francs a-piece. The trick was brought
to light by a collector chancing to buy three of
the answers. Finding them allupon one theme,
his curiosity was excited; he called upon the
dealer to inquire their history, and found that
he had in his collection-all purchased within a
few days from one person--five-and-forty simi-
lar letters. The whole were secured at the
price of 600 francs. Amongst them are what
the collectors call "admirable specimens" of
Montalembert, Cardinal Antohelli, Fennimore
Cooper, Xavier de Maistre, Sophie Gay, Kader,
Armand Marrast, Alexander Humboldt, Tony
Johannot, Taglioni, Henri Heine, Alfred de
