LATER FOOM Kansxs--Mlore Trouble.-The
St. Louis Intelligencer publishes a late letter
from Kansas, from which wg. extract the follow-
ing:

Lawrence, Kansas Territory, Dec. 15,1855.
To-day is the election day, in which the peo-
ple of Kansas are to vote for or against the new
Constitution, framed at Topeka. The tickets
are arranged so that the voter can throw his
ballot for or against the Constitution; and there
are two separate articlesto be voted for, or
against; the one authorizing a general banking
system, the other to act as instructions to the
first Legislature, so that they frame laws ex-
cluding free negroes from the State. The voting
has commenced very quietly. The free State
people, although they differ in their votes on
the separate articles, seem to be almost unani-
mous in their support of the Constitution.

Westport, Dec.18, 1855.-I have just learned
that mobs of men, said to be from Missouri,
have mobbed the elections for the new constitu-
tion, at the different precincts along the Mis-
souri river. At several points they would not
allow the polls to be opened, aind at Leavenworth
a large band of men, mostly armed, seized and
destroyed the ballot-box, and maltreated and
abused the judges and clerks of election. In-
tense excitement, it is said; exists in Leaven-
worth city, and fears were entertained of further
violence.

TaHE CASE OF ARRISON, THE INFERNAL MACHoINE
MAN.-The second trial of Arrison, at Cinoin-
nati, has resulted in the discharge of the jury,
they not being able to agree. Eight stood for 1

acquittal and four for conviction.
In discharging the jury, the Court took occa- t

sion to reprimand a Juror-Mr. S. Coop'Tr-for P
having, during the course of the trial, surrep- I
titiously conveyed a message to one of the coun-
eel in the case. Mr. Cooper asked that the pa- I
per might be read, and that he might have I
permission to explain. The.paper was read, as I
follows:

" Please do not forget the testimony of Mr.
French and the barber."

The Court then said:
"We will hear no explanation now, We will

discharge the jury, and direct that the Prosa-
cuting Attorney examine the law, with a view
to see in what shape this matter in relation to ]
the conduct of the juror may be brought before
the next Grand Jury."

RECOVERY OF THE SHIP RESOLUTE.--The New
York Herald, of the 27th ult., has a long and
interesting account of the discovery and rescue
of the British exploring ship Resolute, in Davis'
Straits, by Captain Buddington, of the whaler
George Henry. The Resolute -and two other
vessels were abandoned by Sir Edward Bel-
cher's party in the autumn 6f 1853, in Welling-
ton Channel, in latitude 76 N. No trace of
them was found until September last, when
Captain Buddington fell in with the Resolute,
in latitude 67 N., and brought her into New
London, where she now lies safely at anchor.

HonRIuLE AFFAIR IS NEW HAVEN, CT.-
The New Haven Courier, of the 25th ult., pub-
lishes the particulars of a most horrid murder
which was committed in that city on the night
of the 231. A man named Justus Matthews
was killed in the house of Samuel Sly, a weak
minded fanatic. A number of half crazy per-
sons, of whom Matthews was one, had been in
the habit of holding fanatical meetings in Sly's
house, pretending to believein doctrines of the
most absurd character. On the morning of the
24th, a young son of Mr. Matthews missed his
father and went to Sly's house to search for
him. He broke open the door of one of the
front rooms and found his father dead on the
floor with his head nearly severed from his
body. His hands had been tied behind him.
Sly afterwards confessed the murder, and it is

supposed that he had one or two accomplices.
His confederates, male and female, pretend to
have revelations from Heaven, and say that
Matthews was killed because he had an evil
spirit which tormented Sly's sister, a pro-
phetess, who claims to have been murdered her-

self several years ago, and to have risen from
the dead. The evidence of the worse than de-
mented people before the coroner's jury disclos-
ed the most deplorable condition of ignorance
and superstition.

END OF TEBE NICARAGUA EXOITE.

ARREST OFT•E STATE PRMnerE OF NI0GAiUR.
In the course of the events attending the deten-
tion of the Northern Light, Mr. Male, State
printer of the Nicaraguan Government, was ar-
rested. He was released in time to sail with
the vessel. TheHerald says:
Mr. Male denies having anything to do with

getting up a filibueter organization in, New
York. He says he was lately appointed State
printer under the new government, and wishing
to enlarge his facilities forprinting according to
this new business, he came on to New York to
purchase two or three now fonts of type and a
printing press. These articles were purchased
and placed on board, and the boxes containing
them being rather heavy, suspicion at once fas-
tened upon them as containing rifles, cannon
and filibuster material, and he, the owner, was
arrested.

Mr. Male is a young man, about thirty years
of age. He was born in Ceylon, India, of Amer-
ican parents. He once edited a paper in Syd-
ney, Australia, and afterwards became in part
proprietor of two newspapers in San Francisco,
California. About two months ago he started
the El Jriearaguense, which paper he now
owns and conducts, and for which he has just
purchased the printing press and fonts of type
on board the Northern Light.

LoST OF THE FRANSLINe EXPEDITION.-T he

Few further details of the last moments of
the loet party have been collected; we may
mention one mournful incident reported by an
Esquimaux woman, who saw the last man die;
he was large and strong she said, and sat on
the sandy beach, his head resting on his hands,
and thus the last survivor of Franklin's expe-
dition yielded up his brave spirit.

One word in conclusion, as to the FranklinI expedition. The two vessels, Erebus and Ter-
ror, left England in 1843-were last heard of
in 1845. They probably tried several passages,
but were baffed by the ice; and finally, in
1848, were crushed, probably in Victoria
Straits. Many of the crews perished, but one
i or more boats got off with the-survivors, who
took all the stores they could collect and trar-
eled southward towards the Arctic coast, in
the hope of reaching some of the Hudson 4ay
Company's ports. The season of 1849 was
probably spent on this dreary journey, and re-
newed in 1850, where they reached the coast
at the mouth of Fish river, but in so exhausted
a state that they could merely run their boat
on the beach and crawl ashore to die. This
seems all that is certain, and all that we canI ever know of the fate of the Franklin expedition.

SNIcAnoAGU ExpEDITIONISTS IN JAIL.-Our re-
porter visited the jail in Eldridge street last
evening, where several of the desperate men
who are prisoners on the charge of fiibustering,
are confined. Their appearance can hardly be
said to be warlike, and it was diffoult to dis-
