Faou TExos. - By the steamship Mexico,
which arrived on Saturday last, we have our
files of papers from Galveston and interior
Texas. They contain nothing of importance.
A correspondent of the Galveston News, writing
from Austin, says:

On the night of the 22d a norther came up,
whioh caused the thermometer to fall 60 degrees
in twenty hours: the ponds were frozen and the
skating nice. Large fires and tight houses
were very popular. Up to this time it is cold
and clear.

On the 24th the Supreme Court made a decis-
ion, which, it is said, will go far to destroy
eleven league titles. The point is this, as I un-
derstand it. That where A has located a bona
fide land claim on an eleven league survey, and
there is no record evidence of the existence of
the eleven leagues on the records of the county,
A will be considered an innocent third party,
the law presuming that he had a right to con-.
sider the land vacant unless the county records
showed the contrary. This is the gist of the
point though,9I cannot quote the language.

Mr. Brown, member of the State Legislature
from Galveston, writes to the Civilian that the
Loan Bill, which was engrossed in the Senate
by a vote of 25 to 7, loans to railroad companies
$8,000 per mile, after the first twenty-ffre miles
are built.

We have conversed with several gentlemen,
says the Civilian, who are interested in the
roads that have been prosecuted to the greatest
extent, and they all seem to think that such a
loan, secured by a first mortgage on the road,
will operate injuriously to the success of the
company. But we must postpone an opinion
till we can see the bill itself.

Loss OF THE STEAMER 3MFADTOR.--The
officers of the steamer Wm. Noble, which arrived
yesterday evening, have furnished us with the
following particulars concerning the burning
of the steamer Mediator.

The Mediator, Captain Williamson, was from
Cincinnati for this port, andon the night of the
5th inst., at 9 o'clock, when in Diamond Bend,
fifteen miles below Vicksburg, took fire in the
steerage, and in two minutes the boat was en-
veloped in flames. The boat was immediately
run ashore, but went adrift and lodged on a bar
a short distance below, and together with her
entire cargo was totally consumed.

The following persons were rescued by the
Winm. Noble and brought to the city: Mrs. Pass-
more, Joseph Jones, barkeeper; Louisa York,
chambermaid; James Johnson, pilot; T. Jones,
deck-hand; all of whom were more or less
injured, but none seriously.

The following is the cargo of the Mediator,
but we were unable to obtain the names of the
consignees: 38 head of cattle, 4 horses, 2500
sacks wheat, 1800 barrels pork, 371 tierces lard,
400 barrels whisky, 50 hogsheads bacon, 1150
empty barrels, 145 barrels beans, 20 do. eggs,
300 do. potatoes, 200 do. flour, 100 do. apples.

The boat's papers and the personal effects
of all on board were lost, but fortunately there
was no loss of life.

PROSPECT OF AN INDIAN WAR IN FLORIDA.-
The Tampa Bay Peninsular, of the 23d nit.,
has the following official information from Fort
Myers:

Alort Myers, (Fla.) Dec. 23, 1855.-An ex-
ploring party under command of Lieut. George
L. Hartsuff, 2d Artillery, consisting of one ser-
geant, one corporal and seven privates, were
suddenly attacked by a party of Seminole In-
dians, at daylight on the 20thinast., about six-
teen miles S. E. from Fort Simon Drum-that
party being about forty miles S. E. from Fort
Myers.

The party left Fort Myers on the morning of
the 7th inst., and up to the time of attack were
engaged in making a re-examination of that
portion of the Big Cypress Swamp examined by
the troops last winter. Three men of the com-
mand arrived at Fort Myers on the night of the
21st; it is supposed that Lieut. IIartsuff and
the remainder of his party have been killed.

Most of the public animals with the expedi-
tion, some eighteen in number, were also shot
down. Lieut. Hartsuff, when last seen, had
one arm broken, and is supposed to have been
wounded in his side. Private IIanna, of Com-
pany G., 2d Artillery, who escaped, brought
the above in.ormation to Fort Myers. Hanna
was wounded in the abdomen, not seriously it
is thought; he left another of the party, pri-
vate Baker, also wounded, about eighteen miles
from Fort Myers.

Baker gave out at that point, and could come
no further. The Indians making the attack
were twenty-five or thirty in number. Two
companies of the 21 Artillery were to leave
Fort Myers on the morning of the 22d inst., in
search of Lieut. litartsuff and the missing mem-
bers of his party.

Other movements of the troops in the direc-
tion of the battle-ground, were ordered imme-
diately on the receipt of the information con-
cerning the attack.

The above information embraces everything
officially known concerning the attack, up to
the departure of the Ranger, and is respect-
fully furnished for the information of the public.

Tan NEW HAVEN, MURDEa.-Samuel Sly, who
murdered Justus Matthews in New Haven, Ct.,
a few days ago, has made the following confes-
sion:
He says that his sister, Mrs. Wakeman, was

so distressed With' the.. bad spirit or power in
Mattews, that he thought something must be
done to remove it, and he consulted with Jack-
son in regard to using a stick of hazelwood on
Matthews, to see what effect it would have upon
him. He had procured a stick of that wood a
few days previous, in anticipation that it might
be necessary to use it for the purpose-as he
thought the bark of hazel, in connection with
alder, connected together into a tea, was power-
ful to remove enchantments! This stick, which
was about an inch in diameter, and two and a
half feet in length, he had placed in a drawer
in the cellar, and when he spoke to Jackson
about using it, J. inquired where he keptit.
Sly informed him, and went and brought it into
the lower rear room where Jackson and the wo-
man Hersey were, and they knew when he went
into Matthews' room with it.

When Mr. and Mrs. Sanford went up stairs,
preparatory to taking Matthews away, Sly81went
into the front room to Matthews, and after lock-
ing the doors, struck the deeeased, who was sit-
ting in a chair blinded, over the right temple,
with such force as to bring him to the floor, and
then struck him several times with the club.
He then took his pocket knife, and commenced
cutting Matthews' throat. Matthews groaned,
but did not utter a word after the first blow.
Sly also took a table fork, with which and
knife, he mutilated the body. He says he did
not design to use any other weapon than the
bludgeon, but after he had given the blows, was
urged on by some influence to use the knife and
fork.

After the murder, he remained locked in the
room a half hour, when he came out into Miss
Hersey's room, where she was, with the bloody
stick and a light in his hand. His hands and
shirt sleeves were bloody, and she procured a
basin of water to wash himself, and they con-
versed about secreting the stick, and he then
placed it in the cellar. His shirt sleeves were
then torn off, and the bloody pieces burned in
Mliss Hersey's stove-she being present. He
afterwards took the club, used and cut it into
three pieces and threw them into the privy vault,
where he also put the knife. He took up some
of the blood from the floor and carried it away.
He then went up stairs, where the gathering
was, and engaged in prayer ! This is the sub-
stance of his statement, he time and again aver-
ing that he alone was concerned in the transso-
tion. He acknowledged that he knew it was ar-
ranged for Matthews to come there that night,
and for the purpose we have stated previously.

IaTEnatroS• TO Suer Owocs.--The Honors-
ble Peleg Sprague, Judge of the United States
District Court for the District of Massachusetts,
in a charge to the jury recently, took occasion
to condemn at some length and with great em-
phasis, the custom of permitting seamen in the
merchant service, to wear sheath-knives. The
court remarked that the custom was almost en-
tirely confined to the merchant service of the
United States, and represented the danger, es-
pecially in the present state and quality of
crews, of permitting a number of men--in many
ships a large number--to be constantly in con-
tact with a few officers, in most cases wholly
unprotected by weapons, while each man of the
crew carries a highly dangerous weapon, and
that in a position and-manner ready for instant

In times when the sailor was permitted to
wear only the jack-knife, with its lanyard
about his neck, or rove through his belt, in case
of attempt at an assault the officer always had
warning and time to repel the assault with a
knife while the seaman was getting it ready.
Now, in an instant, a most deadly blow may be
dealt without the chance of warding it off. The
old jack-knife was sufficiently large and con-
venient for all ordinary purposes, and its use
occasioned far more safety, both to officers and
men. Sheath-knives are not permitted in our
navy, because there is danger of their being
dropped from aloft and wounding those on deck.
Such an accident the lanyard of the jack-knife
prevents. Again, the point of the sheath-knife
frequently cuts its way through the sheath and
is liable to injure the wearer.

The court remarked at such length, and with
such earnestnees, upon this present practice, as
certainly to merit the attention of ship-owners
and masters.

HLoLEcs, THE PorT, ONc ABOLITIONIS3.--Dr.
Oliver Wendell Holmes, the New England poet,
pronounced a lecture recently before the New
England Society, in New York, in which he
gave great offence to abolitionism and proved
himself a sensible man. We extract the follow-
ing from the report in the Times :

Ultra-abolitionism found no favor. It is very
much the same with the black and white races
as it is with the red and white. The white must
rule. It is a law of nature. The Indian, a
sketch made by Deity in red crayon as the out-
line of a more perfect manhood, is hunted down
and extinguished. The black, according to the
Doctor's theory, is and must continue inferior
to the white. The thing that remains to be
done, is to assimilate the whites of the North
and South in feeling, so that civil discord may
not finally end in open war. New England
stands on an isthmus, and busy hands arg dig-
ging away the earth that still connects if with
the main land. Let us not, we beg, see New
England poisoned through and through with a
hatred that hates the sinner with the sin. Let
her not run off into a corner with her negative
virtues, till her blood becomes too thin and cold
for a true patriotism.
"Enlarging upon this point of the subject,"

says the Times, " the Doctor was hissed pretty
loudly, but the cheers overpowered the hisses,
and the oration was finished with every mani-
festation of delight upon the part of his audi-
ence."

At a meeting of the citizens of Goochland
county, Va,, on the 17th ult., for the purpose of
sending delegates to the Southern Commercial
Convention, a resolution was adopted advoca-
ting the death penalty for slave-stealing, con-
finement in the penitentiary for the attempt,
and the admission of negro evidence against a
suspected person. The resolution also recom-
mends arming the pilots in Chesapeake Bay, at
the expense of the State, and authorizing them
to search suspected vessels.

LARGE Ersrtcs.--Thse New York Central
Railroad Company some time since contracted
with the Schenectady Locomotive Works for two
magnificent and powerful engines for this sec-
tion of the road. On Saturday last one of these
monstrous machines came up with a train of
fifty-two cars, part empty, and on Monday
brought from Rochester forty-five heavily laden
cars with the greatest ease. This mighty iron
horse has ten wheels, six of which are drivers,
fifty-four inches in diameter. The cylinders
are seventeen inches in diameter, with a stroke
of twenty-two inches.--[Syracuse Journal.

TARDY JUSTICE;
Or, the Victim of Circumstantial EvIdence.

In the year of grace sixteen hundred and t
eighty-seven, Lawrent Guillemott d'Anglade, 1[
lived in a fine house in the Rue Royal, at Paris, a
near the Bstile. He andhis wife lived ingreat s
style, kept their carriage, played high, talked f
incessantly of their high birth and familyes- ce
tate, appeared to have plenty of money-which o
they lent occasionally upon good security-and. I
on the strength of their own representations, t
obtained entrance into the society of some of e
the best houses in Paris. For the rests they
were a worthy respectable couple,like hundreds
of others; their only sin being that they gave
themselves out for being much richer and grand-
er than they actually were; h. d'Anglade be-
ing a man of lor birth and very moderate t
means. This was the beginning of all the sor- i
rowes that afterwards befel them.
M. d'Anglade and his wife occupied the

greater part of the honse, but as is general in t
Paris,there were otherinmates. A certain Count I
and Countess de Montgommeri occupied the 5

ground floor and the rooms above. The ground I
floor consisted of three rooms, which all opened
into a long corridor, at one end of which was
the porte cochere of the court-yard, and at the I
other a staircase leading to the rooms upon the
first floor, where there wasa small inner closet 1
or strong room. Here the Count and Countess I
kept their money and jewels. The Abbe Fran-
cois Gagnard, the Count's almoner, a page, and
a valet-de-chambre slept in one of the three
rooms on ,the ground-floor. Another was the
salle-a-manger, and the one which opened from
it served for different purposes.

A friendly acquaintance soon sprung up be- 4
tween the d'Angladee and the Montgommeries.
8oon after he entered the house, the Count de
Montgommeri received a large sum of money,
partly Louis-d'ors, some of which were quite
new and others an cordon, or old ones. The
remainder of the money was in thirteen bags, 4
each bag containing a thousand francs; there I
was also 1bag containing eleven thousand five
hundred livres in Spanish pistoles. All thias
money, together with a magnificent pearl neck-
lace, estimated to be worth four thousand 1
livres, was secured in. a strong coffer, and the
coffer was carefully placed in the smaller inner
closet we have mentioned., The d'Anglades-
knew all this, and had recommended an invest-
ment for his money to the Count. One day M.
de.Montgommeri and his wife agreed to go and
spend a few days at their country house of Ville
Vousin near Mon l'Here, and invited their
neighbors, d'Anglades, to accompany them.
They accepted the.invitation, but subsequently
made some frivolous excuse for remaining at
home. The Count and Countessset off on lion-
day, the twenty-second of September, sixteen
h"undred and eighty-seven, and gave out that
they should return the following Thursday.
The almoner 1'Abbe Gagnard, and'all the ser-
vants accompanied them, except a femme-de-
chambre, named Fermenie, and one lacquey.
Four sewing women employed to embroider
some hangings for Madame de Montgommeri,
were also leftin the house; buttheywere lodged
in another part of the building. The key of
the outer door of the room on the first floor was
confided to the femme-de-chambre; the Abbe
Gagnard shut and double locked the door of his
room on the ground floor; and the family de-
parted, considering that they hadleft eveiy-
thing secure. This was showing a contempt for
burglars that,under the circumstances, amount-
ed to rashness; and they seem to have thought
so, for they returned home suddenly, twenty-
four hours earlier than they had intended.
The Count declared that his mind was troubled
by the sight of some drops of blood which he
found upon a table-cloth, and thathe determin-
ed to quit VilleVousin that moment, having a
presentiment that something had happened.
The Abbe and the servants did not arrive until
after them.

The first thing that struck the Abbe, was
finding his room door ajar, although, during
the absence of the count and countess, it had
seemed to be closed; the Abbe having doubled-
locked it with his own hands, and the key had
never been out of his possession. All the ser-
vants remarked the fact also, but at the mo-
ment it did not, singular to state, make much
impression on them. Supper was served to the
count and countess in the salle-a-manger, and
they were still at table when their neighbor,
d'Anglade, came home at eleven o'clock, accom-
panied by the Abbes de Fleary and de Villais,
who had supped with him at the house of la
Presidente Robert. Finding the count and count-
ess were returned, they all went in, and pre-
cently Madame d'Anglade joined them. After
a lively conversation, they all separated for the
night, everything seemed as usual.

The next morning, the count de Montgommeri
discovered that he had been robbed. The lock
of his strong box had been forced, and every-
thing it contained had been carried away.

He, of course, made a complaint to the lieu-
tenant criminal of the chatelet; who, with the
procurer du rot and the commissary of police,
lost no time in repairing to the spot. On exam-
ining, they declared the robbery to have been
committed by some one upon the premises, and
decided upon searching the whole house. D'An-
glade and his wife requested that their own
apartments shouldbe thefirstexamined. Strict
scrutiny was made, but nothing could be dis-
covered in the rooms they inhabited. The offi-
cers proceeded to the attics. Mladame dOAn-
glade excused herself from accompanying them
upon the plea of sudden faintness. Up to the
attics the officers went, and, concealed in an
old chest, under wearing apparel and house
linen, they found a rouleau of sixty louis au
cordon, wrapped in a printed paper, which the
Count de Montgommeri declared was his genea-
logy. He also said that part of the money
stolen from him consisted of louis an cordon, of
the years 1686 and 1087.

When d'Anglade was questioned about the
money, he stammered and could give no account
of how he came by it. He seemed in despair,
and Madame d'Anglade said that the door of the
apartment of the Abbe Gangard had not been
secoured as it ought to have been, and she insisted
that it should likewise be searched. This was
done. It was found that money had been ab-
stracted from five bags, each containing a
thousand livres. As the Abbe Gagnard had

,double-locked the door before his departure, and
never parted with the key out of his possession.
this incident confirmed the suspicion that had
settled upon d'Anglade and his wife. The lien.
tenant-criminal went so far as to say to Ang-
lade:

" Either you or I must have committed the a
robbery."

So convinced was he that he had secured the a
guilty person, that he declared it useless to
waste time in making any further search, espe-
cially as the count said he could answer for the
honesty of all his servants.

D'Auglade and his wife were taken formally 1
into custody; their persons were searched, and b
seventeen Louis d'or anda double pistole, Span- t:
ish money, were found in d'Anglade's purse-a v
circumstance which strengthened the suspicion
against him, as part of the money stolen was in
pistoles. It came out also that d'Anglade, who v
was in the habit of supping every night in town, y
always took the key of the street door-there y
being no regular porter-but, upon the night on w
which the robbery must have been committed,
he supped at home, contrary to his usual ens- a
tom. This crowning piece of circumstantial t
evidence seemed decisive; seals were placed on
all the doors, and d'Anglade and his wife were
carried off to prison, the husband was placed in I
the cbatelet, and the wife in Fort 1'Eveque, d
They -wers each thrown into a dungeon, and the v
gaolers were strictly charged to prevent them t
seeing or communicating with any one. Their t
confinement was made as severe as possible.-
Madame d'Anglade had a dangerous.miscar-
riage, but it brought no amelioration to the
rigor of her prison.

The trial came on. Witnesses were heard for i
the prosecution. Amongst the chief were the I
count's servants and the Abbe Gagnard, his al- I
moner; and two of these witnesses deposed that
they had seen d'Anglade near the door of the I
Abbe's apartment just before the arrival of the I
Count de Montgommeri. Another witness swore
that he knew d'Anglade to be a gambler, and i
that he heard the Abbe Bouin call him an old t
clothes man; and this tallied with the fact that I
he lent money upon pledges.

Another witness deposed to having heard that
d'Arglade had once stolen a piece of ribbon, and

that before he came to live in'the Rue Royale,
a quantity of silver plate had suddenly Jieap-
peared from the house where he lived. Many
other minute facts came out, all tending to
deepen the suspicion against.the d'Anglades.--
The most damaging evidence, however, was
gathered from his own replies to the interroga-
tories concerning his birtm and source of income.
An evident mystery surrounded him. He pre-
varicated in his answers.

At last it was made clear, that instead of
being, as he boasted, a gentleman of high birth
and large fortune, his origin was mean, and his
income was not more than two thousand livres,
although he lived expensively, paid for every
thing in ready money, and had ready money to
lend out baides. This at once established him
as a chevalier d'indnstrie, and put an end to the
sympathies of honest men. Added to all thesefacts and suspicions, d'Anglade and his wife

contradicted each other, and there were dis-
relpancies between theirstatements. The case

looked very black against them ;.bu as the jus-
tice 6f those days would on no accoont condemn
a prisoner without giving him every chance of ;
confeesing hisnoom to be well merited, d'An-
glade was ptto the torture. The evidence was,
after all, only circumstantial, and it would be
a satisfaction if he could be made to confess.-
He was ~ dstpt to torture ordinary, and as
that brought nothing, they proceeded to the
tortare,extaording, which brought nothing
either.

As lYAnglade refused to conuess his guilt,
there was nothing to be done but to condemn
him without a confession, (for of course justice
never felt a moment's hesitafstion as to his guilt,),
and, on the 16th Febuaiy,188, he was con-
demned to the galleys for nine yesrs. His wife
was banished from Parirfd.rlikeperiod, Also,
he was sentenced to pay sais tetth• •ing,to
make restitution of the stolen goeds, and topay
three thousand litres to- the count by way of
compensation, which required more thant h
had in the world. Thefive months he hadspeat
in prison, daring which he-had Iived uat bread
and water, with nothing but, damp and rotten
straw for a bed,,had entirely shattered his con-
stitution. Nevertheless, on being taken from
the.torture-chamber he was thrown into the
darkest and frightfullest dungeon of the MIont-
gommeri tower, from which he was only removed
to be taken-all broken.t pieces-to the Cha-
teau de la Joncelle, where he was attached to
a gang of the vilest foreate.

He seemed to be at the point of death; he
declared that he was innocent of all knowledge
of therobbery, received the last sacraments
with devotion, pardoned his enemies, and ex-
pected death with a composure that might arise
either from a sense of innocence or the prospect
of a release from intense suffering. He recov-
ered, however, sufficiently to depart for the
gallows with the rest; but he was obliged to be
conveyed in a cart, and two men were employed
to lift him down every evening andlay him upon
his bed of straw, and to lift him again into the
cart the next morning. The Count de Mont-
gommeri, who wasterribly afraid that the suf-
ferings of d'Anglade might soften the heart of
justice, or that death might deprive him of his
revenge, was earnest in his solicitations for the
immediate departure of d'Anglade. to the gal-
leys, and stationed himself upon the road by
which he must pass in order to feast his eyes
upon the spectacle of d'Anglade's misery.

Upon the 4th of. March, 1689, d'Anglade died
in the hospital at'carEeilles, four months after
his arrival at the galleys.

No sooner was d'Anglade. dead, than anony-
mous letters began to circulate in all directions,
in which the writer declared that his conscience
would give him no peace until he declared that
'M. d'Anglade was entirbly innocent of the rob-
bery committed upon the Count de Montgom-
meri, and that the real criminals were one Vin-
cent, Belestre, and the Abbe Gagnard, almoner
to the count. It was added that a woman named
La Comble could give.important evidence.

Here was a terrible revelation ! , The penitent
prosecutor had become horror struck at the poes-
sibility of having been the means of subjecting
an innocent maon to so terrible a fate. He or-
dered a certain Degrals, (the same who was em-
ployed to persuade the prisoner, Madame Brin-
villiers, to leave the convent,. where she had
taken refuge) to make inquiries into the life and
habits of the party now accused. The result
was that Peter Vincent, or Belestre,,the first
named, was discovered to be the son of a poor
tanner at Mans. He had enlisted as a soldier,
under the name of Belestre, and- had risen to
the rank of sergeant; but had been tried and
condemned to the galleys for his share in the
assassination of a miller.

This was his first offense. His later exploits
had been confined to burglary and highway
robbery. After being very poor for a long time
and a vagabond besides, he had finished by pur-
chasing an estate in the neighborhood of Mansi for which he had paid ten thousand livres. As

to.the Abbe Gagnard, his father was gaoler to
the prison in Mans, and the son had nothing to
live upon when he first came to Paris, except
the masses he said at the Saint Esprit. When
he entered the household of the Count de Mont-
gommeri in qualityof almoner, he was in abject
condition; but, three months after he quitted= him, he lived in something like opulence. He

had never been suspected of any special crime;
but he was intimate with Belestro. He was,
moreover, perfectly acquainted with everything
that passed in the count's household; and above
all, he knew that the count had received a large
sum of money in the month of June, 1687, and
he also knew where it was kept.

They were both arrested. The woman La
Comble, alias Cartant, Belestre's mistress, gave
evidence which was corroborated by a crowd
of other witnesses; and it was clearly proved
that Belestre had committed the robbery by
means of false keys, and with the assistance of
Gagnard.
Belestre endured the torture without con-

fessing anything; but Gagnard had less forti-
tude and confessed his crime. He said, too, that
he was so much alarmed when the lieutenant
criminal was examining his premises, that had
he asked him the smallest question, he should
have confessed everything. A comfortable hear-
ing for that officer !

The gibbet relieved the world of these two
scoundrels. Nothing then remained to be done
except to make amends to the victim of judicial
error. Letters of revision were obtained. Par-
liament pronounced a decree on the 17th of
June, 1698, which rehabilitated the memory of
d'Anglade, justified the wife and rescinded her
sentence, condemned the Countde Montgomerri
to make restitution of the money that had been
adjudged to him as reparation for the robbery,
and to pay all the expenses besides. A collec-
tion was made in the court for the benefit of
the daughter of M. and Madame d'Anglade,
which amounted to above a hundred thousand
livrea.
But all this did not bring back poor M. d'Ang-

lade to life again.

The Hartford Times tells us that, a few days
ago, while a mechanic of that city was at work
among a shop full of companions of both sexes,
a young woman entered with an infant in her
arms, and deposited the baby on the table be-
fore him, with the remark, " Here's your child
-I shan't take care of it any longer "-and
vanished, leaving him the unexpected possessor
of an interesting piece of property. The girls
laughed at the poor fellow, but he put on the
best face he could, and provided accommoda-
tions for the smiling little cherub. Accidents
will out.

A CA•IrTI oF CPTAINS.--Capt. Jesse Att-
wood, who died at Orrington about twenty-three
years since, aged 81, the Bangor Journal says,
was the father of six sons, four of whom were
sea-captains, and one of whom is the father of
six sons, all sea-captaine. He was the father
and grandfather of twenty-eight captains, twen-
ty-six of whom were sea-captains, and sixteen
of whom bear the name of Attwood. All the
sea-captains now living, reside in Orrington and
Hampden; one militia captain resides in Ken-
duskeag. Captain Attwood was master of a
vessel which went from Boston to Halifax for
the first exchange of prisoners in the Revoln-
tionary war.

BRonE nER RIBs.-A very singular nocur-
rence has happened, and occasioned much talk,
in an adjacenti.county. Some time since, a
preacher and a most excellent man, became
much concerned on account of the spiritual con-
dition of one of his female flock, a very exem-
plary lady, and hugged her so zealously that
he broke her ribs!
