S "RELIGIOUS PROSCBIPTION."

Several of the papers of the oity, during the

past week,have'expended a very considerable
amount of virtuous indignation upon what iney
are pleased to term "religious prosoription" in
the selection of school teachers for this District.
The School Board is severely criticised for its
action in dropping a few teachers, and currency
atteispted to be given to the allegation that no
amount of ability or capacity was competent to
toff-set the fact of Catholicity in candidates. In
' all these insindations there is not one iota of
truth-not even the semblance of truth can be
plead in justification. The writer of this is a
member of the School Board and has not been
absent from a meeting since his election, andhe
i. takes this occasion to state explicitly and di-
rectly that the matter of religious belief of
teachers has-never in his presence been in any
manner mooted.

A plain and simple statement of the facts of
the case is, we imagine, all that is required to

. moet and dissipate this puerile and unfounded
charge.
Of the sixty-three teachers.employed in the

schools of the First District, last year, rix only
have been dropped. Among the six thus drop-
ped, it appears there were three Catholics. As
Sonly three were Catholics, the other three must
have been Protestants. What journal or jour-

: nals will take up the cause of the poor, peres-
outed, proscribed Protestants ? Now, let us see
who were elected to ill the places of the "pro-
5 scribed." We hear that two of the newly elect-
ed teachers are Catholics; of the religions per-
suasion of the other four, we are not informed.
Wewill add further, that there are now in the
schools a number of Catholic teachers who were
unanimously re-elected, and we have no doubt
that they will continue to be re-elected so long
as they discharge the duties of teachers as ably
as they have heretofore, without reference to

their religions faith. So much for the facts,
upon which is based a great amount of comment
with regard to intolerance, prejudice and pro-
soription.

We are unwilling to believe that the comments
to which we have referred were intended for that
political effect which would seem to have dicta- 5

ted them. The nature and gravity of theaccn-
sations, however; the political complexion of
the journals which have given currency to them;
the plausible and serious manner in which they
were urged, and their utter falsity, give coloring
to the supposition that the great amount of ire
expended on a charge entirely without founda-
ation, was dictated by a desire to manufacture
some amount of political capital for the spring
elections.

Mere scholarship or amiability of character,
do not fill up the qualifications required to make
a good teacher. The objectof the Board is to
obtain those who are best qualified to discharge
the very important duties devolving upon them,
and any such thing as proscription of teachers
on account of religious belief, has yet to be
known in the School Board of this District.

We have referred to this matter because of
the importance sought to be given it, and we
will-close the subject by calling attention to the
facts we have rehearsed, and by inviting the
reader to compare them with the theories of our
cotemporaries. We think every one will see
that considerations of policy, not probity, have
induced the unfounded charges to which we b
have referred.

To-day has been unusally animated and lively in most

all branches of trade, most particularly on the levee and
landings. More beautiful weather never favored business.
Canal, Chartres and Royal streets, with our own grea

t

locality, Camp, were thronged with visitors from almost
everywhere. Pedestrlans,ncariages and vehicles of every
description, all tended to give that activity which are

pleasures and delight to the devotees of business. A great
city trade is going forward; all branches of the retail
buslness are brisk. There appears only a very ulmited
business doing with the wholesale dry goods and hard-

ware merchants. The grocery trade is generally very
brisk. The general business of the week has not been so ex-
tenslve as for the four weeks preceding, nesvertheless there

cannot be any cause for complaint. With two days rain
and two holidays, the sales of produce will amount to two

millions and a half of dollars. Thediscounts in the seve-
ral banks bava fallen off conslderable, being for the week
about eighteen hundred thousand dollars, which is half
million less than last week.

There are grounds for belief that money will be abun-
dant all the season for all purposes of trade and com-
merce. Real eetate,whlch has absorbed in many seasons
heretofore large amounts of money, is entirely overlooked.
Our Banks give nosnoouragement whatever to other than
strictly commercial operations. Money continuee to as-
cumulate on deposit with them. The Citizens' Bank
averages for the week are $3,443,000; the State Bank
$3,580,00; the bank of Louisiana $3,000,000. Here are
over $10,000,00. It is useless for holders of money to
think of advancing the rates, and the sooner they come
down to 8 per et. per annum the better for them. With
more actual and real money in the country than was ever
before known; with high prices for every description of
produce, we should like to know what is to cause money
to advance. True, it will require vast sums to move the
produce, but produce cannot afford to pay usurious rates.
Wealsohope that our cotton factors will not assume
responsibilities to the extent that has in former years
marked the course of trade. We gave this morning the
amount of payments made yesterday in the Banks. We
now give the amount forthree years :

There was something done in paper to-day ; there were
more buyers than sellers, however. The business of the
city is now confined to short credits, and all business
paper within 90 days is readily taken by the Banks.

The Exchange market was more active to-day. portiou-
larly for sight funds on New York. Considerable sumsin
checks were taken from the Banks at / per ot. discount,
with large sums at % ; private bankers were selling at the
same. Time bills, of particular grade, were firm at 2 to
21. With some drawers rates were above the views of
buyers, while some frst class drawers held at 1% to 2 per
ct. die. There were others ready sellers at 2% to 2%. Bos-
ton and Philadelphia funds ruled from 2% to 2%. Sterl-
ing continues to accumulate. The offerings to-day were
heavy, and buyers were not usnclined to pay over 7•f for
selections. The range, however, may be placed at 7 to
7%, with a downward tendency. Some good bills lading
were taken at 6%. The rates may be quoted at 6 to 6k.0
for the general run, and 6% for the best of this class. In
Francs we do not learn of any sale, and buyers do not
appear to have any desire to purchase over 5.40 to 5.36%.
There are, however, but few purchasers of produce for
France just at this moment, except for corn and wheat
consequently the supply of bills is small, and better rates'
are attained by sending to New York.

There is an
abundance of money seeking employment. It will never
be better employed for the next ive years than in Banks
which are sure to return 10 per ut. per annum The in-
creasing the capital of the Union Bank will not bo sub-
ject to the vicissitudes and changes, as though it was an
institution yet to seek its business; that we think id fully
established in the general good standing it now enjoys
with the commercial and agricultural communities. We
trus the Directorswill move on our suggestions at an
early day. Let us endeavor to retain some part of the
unemployed money in our midst, which will be equally
conducive to our local interests, as to those whom it be-
longs.
