ANOTHER WONDERFUL DISCOovERY-A MINE OF
Ersou SBALTs.-When the blue mass vein was
discoveredin El Dorado county,we were wonder-
ing if bountiful and even-handed nature had not
provided a mine of Epsom salts to go with it.--
It seems now that such is the case, by the (ol-
lowing, which we take from the Stockton Argus.
Epsom salts (sulphate of magnesia) is, we be-
lieve, found in several portions of the United
States. The following is the extract :

"We make the following extract from a let-
ter written by an employee in one of the mining
tunnels of the Coast Range, in the Santa Cruz
Mountains. Accompanying the letter he sends
us a sample of the article, which looks ' havd'to
take:'

'- , Dec 9,1855.
'I am working in the mine now ; I have found

two places where epsom salts can be gathered-
they form on both sides of the tunnel, in some
places as much as three-fourths of an inch
thick ! I enclose you a speoimen.'

Yes, there it is, a genuine specimen of Epsom
salts, slightly tinted with the Glauber ! The
sample before us is pure, mixed with a small
quantity of earthy matter. By rendering the
salt moist, chloride of magnesium was detected.
As soon as the sample is analyzed, we will pub-
lish the result.

rays, who said to her, Marguerit, lo! thus I am
going, as you see: I're•omend my children to
you. So thissaid he disappeared; and iteagu
rita went immediatelyto relate what she had
seen to Father Francis Palmis, her confessor.
Though she had never seen our bleseed founder,
she gave so exacts deeosription of his.featus

es ,

that those who had longest conversed with him
po0ld not havedesaribed him better. Meantime,
as they were ignorant at Bologna of thedasn

-

ger he was in, and even knew not that he was
sick, the fathero the society, to whom the on
fessor related this. admirable vision of his peni.
tent, suspected it for' afalsehood. But afew
days after news of the saint's ~death arrived;
and the precise moment,!in whichk heo, expired
agreed cso well with that of his .apparition,that
the fathers no longer' doubted but Lady Gigli
had seen St. Ignace.

In connection herewith, it should be remem.
bered that railroads and telegraphs had not, at
that time, been introduced into Italy; and,
therefore, the means of traveling were noteo
facile as they are now among us. Bologna is
one hundred and seventy-five miles from Rome.

As evidence that manifestatiog- similar to
r those now transpiring among. us, were in vogue| at least three centuries ago,:we adduce another

y passage from the same book,styled the conquest
of Ignatius over the demon who had possessed
[ Matthew, a young Biscayan, who was a valet
in the order. " Satan entered into him whileIe Lnatius was absent.

The devil having entered into the body of the
young Biscayan, tormented him horribly day
and night, sometimes rainghim up into the air
and at ether imeserendering him so heavy that
ten men could with difficulty "lift him. After
having vainly made use of the sign of the cross
and the holy-water,'so formidable to demons,
they told the demon that Ignatius was coming,
and would quickly drive him from the valet's
body. At these words the evil spirit cast forth
the most terrible cries, and said, by the month
of the Biscayan, do not speak to me of Ignatins;
he is the greatest enemy I have in the world.
I abhor and detest him.

"'Ignatius being then returned to the house,
took Matthew aside and spoke to him in private.
The devil then left him."

One more extract in this wise, relating to
certain spirits alleged to have disturbed the re-
pose of the Ignatians at the college of Loretto;
" These hobgoblins came every night and made
a horrible noise in the cha~bers of this college.
They overturned the furniture, and drew the
clothes off the beds, and shook the house with
peals of laughter that were quite insupportable.
They endeavored to banish them by exorcisms,
but they continued firm in spite of the most
powerful means. At last they sent word to Ig-
natins of all this disorder, who answered that
he had no power over these devils, because they
were not capable to do mischief without permis-
sion from God."

The resemblance of modern mysteries to those
occurring in earlier ages is very striking. There
is no need of' ping back so far as the time of
the apostles, who were able to exorcise some,
and unable to exorcise others, and to whom
spirits spoke through the months of the poes-
sessed while they were trying to exorcise them,
and sometimes cast their victims about upon
the ground, where they wallowed and foamed.
The mother church has a fruitful record of like
occurrence for ages back. Protestants have
denied their existence, till they are now begin-
ning to yield to insurmountable evidence of the
fact.

Mark, for instance, that our mediums are
driven by this strange impulse to write upon
paper, with lightning speed, sentiments not their
own; that they are compelled to utter with
their voice communications not their own; that
they are lifted from the ground, floated about in
the air, and thrown in different directions, and
that none of them are ever injured. See above,
" not capable to do mischief." Mark, also, that
ponderous furniture is made to feel light as a
feather, as well as to appear too heavy for the
combined strength of many mhen to lift, tied in
knots, and scattered about the room; pillows
are forcibly hurled around; noises are heard,
even to notes of music, and song. Many other
things, well authenticated, are daily taking
place in all quarters; and considerable of it is
done systematically, as if there were a unity of
control and concert of action. All these things
are wonderful to us, because of their apparent
novelty; but they are part and parcel of the
vast machinery of nature. They are permitted
by its wise Author to transpire; and we -are
permitted to be partial spectators of them, as
we are to behold some of the glories of the ma-
terial Universe.

THE Da•ISH TOLLs.--The New York Herald
closes an article upon this subject with the fol-
lowing paragraph :

And here the matter stands. It must, how-
ever, be brought to some solution by the 14th
of April next, or then, or shortly thereafter,
some American vessel will bring the question to
a direct test, in running, or attempting to run
the Sound without paying a cent of toll.
