THE MOIBlO DOCTRINE.

The essence of the famous "Monroe doctrine,"
so much talked of now-a-days, and which stump

orators always advert to when they desire to
raise a furor of enthusiasm among their hear-
ers; may, we imagine, be found in the following
paragraph from Mr. Monroe's celebrated mes-
sage:

At the proposa of the Russian imperial goveroment,
made through the Minister of the Emperor residing here,
a fllpower u d instructions have been transmitted to
the Minster of the United State St. Petersburg, to
arrange, by amicable negotiation, the respective rightsand interesto of the two nations on the northwest oast
of this continent. A similr proposal hid been made by
hie imperial majesty to the government of Great Britain
which has likewise been acceded to. The government of
the United States has beenodesirous, by this friendly pro-
seeding, of manifesting the great value which they have
Invariably attached to the frieodship of the Emperor. and
their solicitude to cultitvte the beet uonderstanding with
hi. government. onth e icuan sletowhich thie interestn
rien rise, and il the eorlgemeors e y tich theyir may terei-
atei. the occasion hi s btee judged eorr foe r aeserting, as a

principle ire which the rcits end ioterunts of the United Strec
are ist lved that the Amerric continents, by tefr e eand ide-
pendent crodition hich they ihaobe casued and mainaiin, are
therofthr oot tho he euroidaneed a sujects fiur fohre coloniia.
lion by otny Eurortean powrs.

The doctrine of non-interference is hereclearly
set forth, and it has been pretty effectually
maintained ever since. True, Great Britain
has acquired, or pretends to have acquired,
by purchase, bargain, sale or indirection, or all
oonrbined, which is most likely, claims or titles
to certain territory in Central America and to
some unimportant islands; but these claims are

in process of settlement, and will be finally set-
tled, ere twelve months pass over, by parties
not connected with either of the governments
of the United States or Great Britain. The ad-
venturous Anglo-Saxon, with his ridfle, axe,

plow, and printing press, has token the matter
Sunder advisement, on both sides of the territory
washed by the Caribbean Sea and the Pacific
a Ocean, and will very speedily render a decision
.from which no appeal will be allowed. Old
Sdiplomatists may joggle and argue through in.

terminable pages of lofty-sounding phrases re-
specting obsolete treaties, impracticable theo-
ripe, rights of nations, etc., each winding up to
the other owith " assurances of my most distin.
guished consideration," but all will be of no
practical avail. While the old fogies are wri-
ting, " Young America" is acting vigorously
and efficiently. While Mr. Marcy and the
British government are deluding themselves
with the idea that they can arrange the ques-
tion with goose-quills, ink and foolscap, hun-
dreds of hardy, industrious young men, are
wending their way to the new land of promise,
for such CentralAmerica may be justly termed.
And we are told that Sharp's rifles are quite
as abundant as agricultural instruments in
that favored region i

In the long run Great Britain will quietly,
and we hope gracefully, relinquish her pre-
tended rights to portions of Central America,
and allow the country to go into the hands of
those whom "manifest destiny" obviously de-
signs for its redeemers. It would be a losing
game to attempt to put down the movement by
r force, for two very simple and forcible reasons:

In the first place England has lost so much, and
is daily losing so much more in her unfortunate

Russian speculation, that she hasno stomach for
another of a doubtful character. In the second
place, the chances are ten to one that if the
SBritish Lion sought to place his huge claws
upon the persons of Americans in Central Amer-
ica, the ire of the American Eagle would be-
come fearfully excited, and the aforesaid Lion
would soon feel the terrific talons of the afore-
said Eagle about his head and shoulders. And
-as the Lion well remembers the might of the
Eagle, he will probably look upon some old
scars upon his body, and conclude that the
Central American question is a confounded bore,
not tolerable nor even to be endured.

Then, again, the interests of England are
comparatively slight--altogether too slight, to
induce her, according to our judgment, to
employ any instruments in the settlement of
the matter save diplomatic instruments. Hos-
tile demonstrations would'nt pay. Hence, we
opine that" Young America" will not be seri-
ously interrupted in his projects; and if not,
he will soon become strong enough to take care
of himself without assistance from abroad.

The -' MIonroe doctrine." it seems to us, has
never been rightly read. The true reading,
according to the practice of these latter days,
would sound after this fashion. Just suppose
"IUncle Sam" standing on the top of the dome

of the Capitol at Washington, and telling the
Governments of Europe:

"No pent up utica contracts our powers,
But the whole boundless continent is ors--"

and the scope and meaning of the doctrine
flashes upon the mind instantly.

SOUTHERN AND SOUTcH-WESTERN COMMERCIAL

CONVENTION. -- This convention assembles in
Riohmond on the 80th of this month. As it
was deemed important that New Orleans should
be represented, his honor, Mayor Lewis, has ap-
pointed the following gentlemen to represent the
city, and will eheerlfully make other appoint-
ments if suitable persons signify a desire or a
willingness to be present on the occasion: Sen-
ators Slidell and Benjamin, and Representa-
tives Eustis, Taylor, Sandidge and Davidson,
are the gentlemen named thus far.

We think it would be well enough if a larger
delegation went from New Orleans, although
the probabilities are they could do little or noth-
ing for the city, except to defend her. In this
connection it strikes us it would be eminently
proper for the Chamber of Commerce to take
the matter under consideration. At all events,
we throw out the suggestion, and are willing to
let it go for what it is worth.

The intensity of the cold weather for this climate la
having a marked ffect on the general trade of the city.

Receipts of produce are falling off at a rapid rate. The
rivers are all low and falling; the produce on the levee,
which had caused so much trouble for a month past, is
het being removed, and if this dry weather, low water
and slaskness of receipts continues for a few days more,
the levees and the landings will look bare so far as the a
steamboat interest is concerned. It will, however, take
eeks yet to reduce the heavy stock of cotton to some- 7

thing within controlling limits.

We have no change to notice in the general features of
the Money Market. There were only two banks discount-
tig to-day; the offerings in one, the State, were heavy
for the income-in the Canal they done all that was

offered with some slight exceptions. The general tone of
the money market is good, and for negotiations in paper
there is no falling off, and the supply of paper continues
within the limits of lenders' ability to buy.

There were increased offerings in Exchange to-day.
The supply on all points is in excess ofthe demand, though
ee have no meterital variation to note. The Banks were
relling checks on NewYork at I} to %yper cent. discount;
outside the rates ruled from ; to Y. dis.; time bills were
plenty and at various rates; bankers' 60 day bills at to 1
25 ; produce bills 2% to 2% and 2%; thirty days rnia t
1% to 1%, and short eight at all rates that could be ar-
ranged between parties, and no regular quotations can be
reached this evening, though some three days eight were 1
tlaced at 3 to 1 per cent. discount.

The supply of Sterling is large and rates are still tend-
ing downward. Clear bills were placed at 6% to 6%;
bills with shipping documents at 6 to 6% and 6%. In
francs we did not learn of any transactions. The Banks
are well up in the Exchange line, and the outside Bears
are pressing for lower rates, which of course when pro-
duce is the basis of transactions, must operate towards
the depression of prices.
We heard of no sales in Stocks to-day.
We published in our last an extractfrom a communica-
tion, written by a sugar planter of the parish of St. Mary.
As it has been considered by some of onr friends as edi-
torial, and reflecting on the general character and
usuages of our moneyed institutions, we in no way
nor manner agree with the views as conveyed in the para.
graph. We learn that during the last year the several
insurance companies of our city paid over four hundred
thousand dollars in cash on sugar-houses and their eon-
tents destroyed by fire on proof of loss without taking the
privilege of requiring the insured to wait sixty days, and
all the premiums received on sugar-houses and sugar for
the same time did not exceed $250,000 The planting in-
terest has no cause of complaint against our Banks and
Insurance companies. No Insurance can be effected in
New York on sugar-houses only to avery limited a

m
ount,

while with most solvent companies, and particularly in
Boston,sugar risks are altogether declined. We think
our insurance companies entitled to the highest commen-
dation for the security they give and guarantee to the
planting interest, particularly the sugar portion, and for
their general fidelity and compliance with their obliga.
tions. We are eatisfied from many attempts made in
several parts of the country to organize insurance com.
paoies that they cannot be carried out, and that the in-.
terests of the city and country are one and undivided,
and the aspersions so freely made against the city have
nothing whatever to sustain them. The extract was as
followse
Systematic discounting of the hanks and insurance

ohce, by which they are required to furnish the name of
a city house in all cases of credit, and the custom of the
sugar merchants of appropriating the " returned premi-
umsa of the insurance oficos to their own usee deserve
notice.

Why cannot the planters of Louisiana form among
themselves a muualT insurance company, covering their
special rsks tof fire, sea and river navigation, even to the
extent of limited insurance rgainst lose of slaves by epi-
demios ?

Nothing appears tome more practical than this plan. or
more called for by a sound economy.
Let an association of planters likewise establish a sugar

wart at Algiers, Gretna, or Lafayette. Let them buy
and sell through well paid and competent agencies. The
bank credits would follow them, as they do now follow
any one who will stick up a sign proclaiming himself a

ercehant of New Orleans, though the entire responsibility
of said merchant may rest on the capitalof the planter
placed in his hands.

The monthly statement of coinage at the Branch Mint
in this city, shows only limited operations.
